INTRODUCTION 
 
The primary intent of this project is to analyze State Highway (SH) 006D from milepost (MP) 
97.90 to 101.80 and SH 70A (River Frontage Road) from MP 98.90 to 101.80 with respect to 
access.  In addition, this report also identifies locations that should be modified based on safety 
concerns and accident experience. 
 
The scope of this report is as follows: 
 
• Assess the magnitude and nature of the safety problem within the project limits. 
 
• Relate accident causality to roadway geometrics, roadside features, traffic control devices, 


traffic operations, driver behavior, and vehicle type. 
 
• Suggest counter measures to address identified problems with regards to access. 
 
• Provide guidance on how to maximize accident reduction within the scope of the 


Access Control Plan. 
 
This report is based on the comprehensive analysis of five years of accident history and a video 
log review.  The Region is advised to verify, through field survey, the information included in this 
report regarding physical features and roadside characteristics in the study area.

SITE LOCATION AND CONDITIONS 
 


This study addresses SH 006D in Garfield County from MP 97.90 to 101.80 and SH 070A 
frontage road (River Frontage Road) from MP 98.90 to 101.80.  The total included distance of 
the two segments is 6.80 miles. 


  
SH 006D is classified as a Rural Major Collector Highway throughout the study section. SH 
006D is a two-lane undivided highway throughout most of the study section, except between MP 
98.90 and MP 99.18 where the segment is a four-lane undivided highway. SH 006D travels 
through rolling terrain in Garfield County through the Town of Silt. Each travel lane is 12 feet 
wide, and the shoulder width varies between three (3) and 11 feet throughout the study section, 
as shown in Table 1. The travel lanes and shoulders are asphalt throughout the study section.

The 2004 average daily traffic (ADT) varies between 4,600 and 8,500, and truck traffic 
percentage varies between 3.8% and 6.1 %, as shown in Table 2.

ACCIDENT HISTORY AND PROBLEM ANALYSIS 
 


The accident history for the period of January 1st, 2000 through December 31st, 2004 was 
examined throughout the entire study section to help locate accident clusters and identify 
accident causes.  On SH 006D, sixty-eight (68) accidents were reported during the five-year 
study period with one (1) accident resulting in a fatality. On River Frontage Road, only one (1) 
Property Damage-Only (PDO) accident occurred at SH 70A MP 99.80 on February 8, 2004. 
According to the accident report, a westbound motorist struck an elk at 3:00 am and continued 
on-road for another 250 feet. Expanding the study to another five-year period from 1996 to 
1999, there was only one (1) PDO accident on River Frontage Road involving a motorist 
crashing off-road into a fence at SH 70A MP 101.20 on December 9, 1998. Also, according to 
the accident reports, both accidents occurred at a non-intersection rural location of River 
Frontage Road, and there appeared to be no discerning patterns. Because there were only two 
(2) accidents over a 10-year period along a 2.9-mile segment, there will be no further analysis of 
River Frontage Road in this report. 
 
Figure 1 shows the breakdown of the SH 006D accidents by accident severity. During the five-
year study period, 87% (59 accidents) of the accidents resulted in ‘Property Damage-Only’, 
12% (8 accidents) of the accidents resulted in ‘Injuries’, and 1% (1 accident) resulted in a 
‘Fatality’.

Table 3 summarizes the Weighted Hazard Indices (WHI) and accident rates over the five-year 
study period and provides comparison to the statewide averages for other Rural Major Collector 
Highways. The table indicates that the overall accident rate and severity throughout the study 
section are well below average when compared to similar facilities statewide. The average WHI 
for the five-year study period is -2.42. The negative WHI indicates that, overall, this roadway is 
performing better than average when compared to similar facilities statewide.

While this facility appears to be performing well, overall, in terms of safety, let’s examine the 
accident distributions, locations, and characteristics in more detail to identify possible 
countermeasures to reduce accidents within the study section. 
 
Figure 2 shows that ‘Broadside’ accidents represent the largest group of accidents in the study 
section, accounting for 26% (17 accidents) of all accidents. ‘Wild Animal’ and ‘’Rear End’ 
accidents were the second and third-most common accidents, accounting for 20% (13 
accidents) and 12% (8 accidents), respectively.

For this access review, all driveway-related accidents will be closely examined. Figure 3 shows 
the accidents at driveways. There was only one (1) PDO driveway-related accident during the 
five-year study period. Accident report analysis showed no pattern or area of concern.

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Figure 4 is a graphical representation of the WHI and accident rates throughout the study 
section showing where accidents have occurred. Peaks in the graph represent locations where 
accidents are more concentrated relative to the traffic volume, or where the accident severity is 
higher. Areas with a higher-than-normal WHI or have high concentrations of accidents will be 
further analyzed.

Area 1 is a 0.10-mile section between Ukele Lane and the Silt town limits where there were five 
(5) accidents (4 PDO, no Injuries, and 1 Fatality). The spike in the WHI graph was mainly due to 
the ‘Fatal’ accident.  Accident report analysis shows that all accidents involved vehicles 
traveling westbound on SH 6 (shown in Picture 1 below).

Two (2) of the accidents involved ‘Wild 
Animal’ collisions. Another accident 
involved a vehicle that was sprayed with 
water from an eastbound vehicle, 
blinded the driver, and the vehicle went 
off-road and down a steep embankment 
into a large bush. The final non-fatal 
accident involved a towed unoccupied 
vehicle that came loose from a tow 
truck, went off-road and down an 
embankment. These accidents were not 
caused by design conditions of the 
highway; and along with having a low 
number of accidents in this segment, no 
countermeasures are warranted for these non-fatal accidents. 
 
The fatal accident involved a vehicle slipping on an icy road at 55 MPH in daylight, going off-
road, and down an embankment. Due to the icy road condition as a factor in the fatal accident, 
the Region may want to check this section of SH 6 to make sure there is proper storm water 
runoff to minimize potential water freezing on the pavement travel lanes. The Region may also 
monitor the road conditions at this location, and intensify maintenance efforts if necessary. 
 


Area 2 (SH 6D – MP 99.23, 9th Street) 
 


This intersection is a busy intersection, as 9th Street is the only street in the Town of Silt with 
direct access to and from Interstate 70. Nineteen (19) accidents occurred at this intersection (17 
PDO, 2 Injuries, and no Fatalities) during the five-year study period. Accident analysis showed 
that ten (10) of these accident types were ‘Broadside’. There were six (6) accidents that 
involved vehicles traveling northbound on 9th Street colliding with vehicles westbound on SH 
006D (shown by the red arrows in Picture 2 below).                       Picture 2 
     
Most of the broadside accidents were 
caused by motorists confused by which 
vehicle proceeds into the intersection first 
after both vehicles had stopped at the 
intersection at the same time, or an 
impatient motorist who went through the 
stop sign without stopping.  
 
‘Rear-End’ and ‘Sign’ collisions were the 
second and third-most common accident 
types, respectively, at this intersection. 
Poor driver decision-making was the 
factor in all the rear-end accidents, while

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the sign accidents were caused by semi-trailer trucks making turning movements in the 
intersection only to hit stop signs mounted on raised traffic islands located at the southwest and 
southeast corners.  
 
Picture 3 shows a street-level view (looking west on SH 6 approaching 9th Street) of the 
intersection with one of the raised traffic islands shown.

Due to the high WHI, the Region needed to consider improving the intersection. In 2008, a 
roundabout was constructed in the intersection to minimize broadside, approach turn, and head-
on accidents. Picture 4 on the next page shows the roundabout intersection.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


 
During the five-year study period, SH 006D from MP 97.90 to MP 101.80 had 87% (59 
accidents) of the accidents resulting in Property Damage-Only (PDO), 12% (8 accidents) 
resulting in injuries, and 1% (1 accident) resulting in a fatality. The Interstate 70 frontage road 
(River Frontage Road) from SH 70A MP 98.90 to MP 101.80 had only one (1) accident, and this 
was a ‘Wild Animal’ at SH 070A, MP 98.90.  The study period for the frontage road was 
expanded back to 1995 where there was one ‘Fence’ accident type. Both accidents resulted in 
PDOs. Because there were only two (2) accidents over a 10-year period along this 2.9-mile 
segment, there was no further analysis of River Frontage Road in this report. 
 
SH 6D – MP 98.10 to MP 98.20 
Five (5) accidents occurred on this segment (4 PDO, 0 Injury, and 1 Fatality) during the five-
year study period. Accident analysis showed that all accidents occurred in the westbound 
direction. Two (2) of the accidents were ‘Wild Animal’ collisions, two (2) more accidents 
involved ‘Embankment’ crashes, one of which resulted in a ‘Fatality’. The non-fatal accidents 
were from unusual circumstances that were not caused by design features of the highway. Due 
to the low number of accidents in this segment, no countermeasures are recommended for 
these non-fatal accidents. The fatal accident involved a vehicle slipping on an icy road and 
going off-road down an embankment. The Region should check this section of SH 6 to make 
sure there is proper storm water runoff to minimize potential water freezing on the pavement 
travel lanes. It is also recommended that the Region monitor the road conditions at this location, 
and intensify maintenance efforts if necessary. 
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Intersection of SH 6D and 9th Street 
Nineteen (19) accidents occurred at this intersection (17 PDO, 2 Injuries, and no Fatalities) 
during the five-year study period. This intersection attracts many vehicles, as 9th Street is the 
only street in the Town of Silt with direct access to and from Interstate 70. Accident analysis 
showed that ten (10) accidents involved ‘Broadside’ collisions, and there were six (6) accidents 
involving vehicles westbound on SH 6 colliding with vehicles northbound on 9th Street.  ‘Rear-
End’ and ‘Sign’ collisions were the next most common accident types. Due to the high WHI, the 
Region needed to consider improving the intersection. In 2008, a roundabout was constructed in 
the intersection to minimize broadside, approach turn, and head-on accidents.
