LOT LINE AND BOUNDARY 
ADJUSTMENT CHECKLIST

Boundaries between contiguous lots may be modified, adjusted or amended as long as no additional lots are created.  Boundary adjustments are subject to review by the town under the following procedures (SMC 16.04.907):
Administrative review:

· Submittal of an application for adjustment or removal of a lot line;

· Payment of the appropriate fee and agreement to reimburse town for any consultant charges incurred in review of the application plus 15 percent administrative fee;  

· The application and final plat of the affected lots are submitted to the planning and zoning commission chair for approval;
· If approved, the town clerk records the plat 30 days after approval;

· Anyone objecting to the approval has 30 days to file an appeal;

· If an appeal is received, the matter is scheduled for review at the next regular meeting of the planning and zoning commission which is at least 14 days after receipt of the letter of appeal;

· If the adjustment is denied, the applicant may file an application for a subdivision exemption.

Not eligible for administrative review:
· The boundary adjustment would increase the number of lots;

· The boundary adjustment would result in lots that could not be developed under the provisions of Silt Municipal Code;

· The boundary adjustment would create a lot or lots capable of separate ownership and development under provisions of the Silt Municipal Code;

· The boundary adjustment would create a lot or lots that would require a zoning variance due to non-conforming existing structures, proposed lot dimensions or lot and design standards;

· The boundary adjustment would create a lot or lots in a residential district on which the owner could construct more residential dwelling units than were previously allowed; 
· The boundary adjustment could result in encroachment of a building.

Completion of Property Boundary Adjustment Plat

· The final plat title is Property Boundary Adjustment Plat

· The following certificates are required on the plat:

· Attorney’s Certificate

· Certificate of Dedication and Ownership

· Clerk and Recorder’s Certificate

· Planning Commission Certificate

· Surveyor’s Certificate

· County Surveyor’s Certificate

· Town of Silt certificate set forth in SMC 16.004.907.D

· All fees related to recording the plat or any other portion of this application are due as agreed.
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
