SUBDIVISION APPLICATION CHECKLIST

The Planning & Zoning Commission may require additional information to determine whether the proposed development complies with the Town of Silt code, as well as goals of the Comprehensive Plan or staff.

The Community Development Department staff will contact Referral Agencies for input regarding this project and will bill Applicant for the copy and mailing costs associated with the referral packets.

Notice of public hearing(s) required as part of this application is the responsibility of the Applicant.  Public notices forms from the Town of Silt must be used and are part of the Land Use Application packet.  

The following list sets forth requirements to be submitted with each application.

· Letter of Intent – a brief written description of the proposed development signed by the Applicant.

· List of Property Owners – names and addresses of all property owners within 200 feet of the subject property.

· Proof of Property Ownership – copy of deed or deed of trust.

· Impact Statement – according to pre-application conference, items of concern may include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Water consumption estimate and evidence of adequate water;

· Wastewater and sewage volumes generated;

· Traffic impact (type, count, time of day, etc.);

· Signage;

· Hours of operation (if appropriate);

· Proposed date of construction;

· User profile (anticipated) – number of adults, children, families, age group(s), marketability, etc.;

· Anticipated number of vehicles, types, and how handled in terms of parking and storage;

· Unusual conditions or circumstances which warrant special treatment and consideration;

· Description of any design variance or zoning action desired;

· Soil and/or geology reports;

· Access permit from the Colorado Department of Highways;

· Engineering specifications for any improvements; 

· A plan for erosion and sediment control, stabilization, and revegetation;

· Drainage Plan in compliance with Town drainage plan;

· Irrigation Plan;

· Locations and Specifications of street lights, signs, and traffic control devices;

· Landscape Plan;

· Water share dedication; and 

· Public land dedication.

· Site Location Map -  Must show subject property, adjacent streets and rights-of-way, adjoining property lines, north arrow, at a reasonable scale, and on 8-1/2” x 11”, 8-1/2” x 14”, or 11” x 17” format;

· Development Map - This map must show the proposal on 8-1/2” x 11”, 8-1/2” x 14”, 11” x 17”, 18” x 24”, or 24” x 36”.

· Plat Map – This is a mylar map of a subdivision, PUD or annexation plat that will be recorded with Garfield County.  
· Improvement Survey – This map shows all existing structures and improvements on the subject property and includes such things as sidewalks, driveways, etc.

· Annexation Petition (if applicable) – Submit Town form only.

APPLICATION WILL NOT BE REVIEWED UNTIL COMPLETE.
The Applicant or representative must be present at public hearing/meeting at which the proposal is scheduled.  

Subdivision requirements are found in Silt Municipal Code Title 16.
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
