Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Leigh stated that in reference to an email she received, that she agrees that the board should discuss natural gas as an agenda topic.  Trustee Williams asked why there are so many signs in the roundabout blocking the sculpture.  Trustee Robinson stated that there will be a grand opening of the New Castle Public Works shop with solar array on Saturday.  Trustee Fernandez commented about the ice and snow on Grand Avenue from First Street to Fourth Street in front of Cactus Valley Elementary School.  Mayor Moore commented about Religious Freedom Sunday and read the recognition that has been read by President’s in the past.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

B & L Liquor Depot, LLC. renewal
Present tonight is Leann Posey, representative for B & L Liquor Depot.  Attorney Duran stated that this renewal is a routine matter and that staff recommends approval.  
Trustee Williams made a motion to approve the renewal for B & L Liquor Depot, LLC.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 2, Series 2010
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 2, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWN OF SILT, THE COUNTY OF GARFIELD, AND THE COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (CDoT) REGARDING A NEW ACCESS CONTROL PLAN FOR UNITED STATES HIGHWAY 6 (SILT) AND RIVER FRONTAGE ROAD BETWEEN UKELE LANE (MP 97.946) EAST TO THE INTERSTATE 70 OVERPASS (MP 102.481)
Mayor Moore stated that he was asked by Derrick Walter, engineer for the Autumn Ridge project to continue this agenda item as he has not had a chance to review the study.  Mayor Moore added that he would be recusing himself from the vote tonight due to his involvement with Autumn Ridge.

Present tonight is David Sprague with PBS&J who has worked with the town, Garfield County and CDoT to prepare this plan.  Mr. Sprague proceeded with his slideshow presentation.  Alisa Babler with CDoT was also present to answer questions.  Ms. Babler explained that Access Control Plans can be changed if there is agreement between all parties participating in the IGA to make the change being requested.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:35 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing closed at 8:35 p.m.
Mr. Sprague explained how the growth rate was developed and how future traffic volumes were determined in regards to accidents.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWN OF SILT, THE COUNTY OF GARFIELD, AND THE COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (CDoT) REGARDING A NEW ACCESS CONTROL PLAN FOR UNITED STATES HIGHWAY 6 (SILT) AND RIVER FRONTAGE ROAD BETWEEN UKELE LANE (MP 97.946) EAST TO THE INTERSTATE 70 OVERPASS (MP 102.481). Request by Stillwater Commercial LLC (dba Divide Creek Center) to amend the Annexation and Development Agreement and an extension of the deadline to record the final plat for the Divide Creek Center project

Present tonight is Bob Meyers, representative for Stillwater Commercial.  Director Carmoney stated that the applicant has requested a three-year deadline extension for the recording of the final approval documents and plat due to the economic conditions.  As a condition of approval for this extension, staff suggested other revisions to accommodate town concerns about trail and I-70 tunnel improvements, sewer lift station requirements, cost recovery and park dedication.  Mr. Carmoney added that staff has met with the applicant and outlined the items that should be revised in the ARADA.  
Mr. Meyers stated that they have done some of the preliminary engineering for the tunnel improvements, and have agreed that they will pay for and provide the town with the engineering plans that are required.  In regards to the island, they are prepared to enter into a lease of what was to be dedicated upon final plat to the town.  Mr. Meyers stated that there are still discussions regarding the sewer lift station.  He added that they are also willing to pay a reasonable pro-rata share of items that will benefit them.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to allow a temporary 3-month extension to and until April 12, 2010.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Painted Pastures North – Request of one-year extension of final plat submittal

Present tonight is Yancy Nichol with Sopris Engineering.  Director Carmoney stated that the applicant is requesting a one-year extension to submit final plan and plat for Painted Pastures North Subdivision.  Mr. Nichol added that they are moving forward even with the economic conditions.  
Trustee Hays made a motion to approve the Painted Pastures North, request of one-year extension of final plat submittal.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth went through her staff reports discussing briefly the RFTA agenda handed out tonight and encouraging the board to attend, the Community Revitalization Partnership Assessment meeting.  She continued relaying information about the Library District moving forward with a new building in Silt, grant writing for the Mountain Valley Developmental Services Employment Program, the amended IGA for funding the BMFPD, the Flying Eagle Park grant for playground equipment, the notice of revocation of Medicare billing privileges, the Antero drilling notice explanation, the board retreat that has been rescheduled to March 1st, a joint board meeting with Re-2, and an update on the Energy Advisory Board.

Attorney Duran discussed a potential ballot issue pertaining to the Charter, and the language contained within it regarding term limits.  Mr. Duran also stated that he will be attending a CML conference regarding potential legislative changes in regards to medical marijuana and will report back to the board.  Attorney Duran stated that he is also working on an emergency ordinance regarding house addresses, and the need for each house to be addressed in the event of an emergency so that responders can quickly find the correct location of which they are being called out to.    
Trustee Leigh stated that she was pleased to see the Police Department receive a grant for defibrillators.  She asked that Chief Burris be commended for his work.

Executive Session
