Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve items 1 – 7 of the consent agenda.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.   
Trustee Tibbetts recused himself from voting on the B & L Liquor Depot decision since he testified at the hearing.  Trustee Robinson made a motion to ratify the B & L Liquor Depot decision.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Janet Aluise stated that she is concerned about the way that the agenda was put together tonight.  She added that putting three public hearings at the end of the agenda is dangerous, feeling that it excludes a lot of the public.  She stated that there is a lot of “fluff” in the agenda, items that she feels could have taken place after those public hearings.

Community Development Director Carmoney stated that staff works together to prepare each agenda, adding that Ms. Aluise may have a point, but that there are many items on tonight’s’ agenda that have been moved from past agendas and staff felt that they deserved to be recognized first, prior to the public hearing items.  Mr. Carmoney added that it is not unusual to have public hearings later on the agenda, adding that the agenda items prior to the public hearings tonight should go quickly so that the board can focus on the public hearings.
The board briefly discussed public hearing placement on agendas and putting them towards the beginning if possible.  Trustee Leigh suggested that if this is done, that the board should consider continuing a public hearing should it go over in the amount of time allotted so as not to throw the remainder of the agenda off.

Trustee Leigh commented about a recent snow and the roundabout, adding that cars tend to catch their tires on the truck lip because it cannot be seen through the snow.  Ms. Leigh added that this could cause damage to tires.

Resolution No. 1, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 1, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE PUBLIC PLACE FOR POSTING NOTICES PER C.R.S. SECTION 24-6-402(2)(C)
Clerk McIntyre stated that this resolution is a formality each year to comply with State Statute requirements, adding that agendas are posted at the front window of town hall.  
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Resolution No. 1, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE PUBLIC PLACE FOR POSTING NOTICES PER C.R.S. SECTION 24-6-402(2)(C).  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 2, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 2, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION FINDING SUBSTANTIAL COMPLIANCE OF AN ANNEXATION PETITION FOR THE 1.32-ACRE SITE KNOWN AS THE MAIN STREET PLAZA ANNEXATION

Director Carmoney stated that the original public hearing for the findings of fact for this annexation was missed, and staff is noticing the substantial compliance again to set the public hearing date for the findings of fact for February 23, 2009.   

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION FINDING SUBSTANTIAL COMPLIANCE OF AN ANNEXATION PETITION FOR THE 1.32-ACRE SITE KNOWN AS THE MAIN STREET PLAZA ANNEXATION.  Trustee Tibbetts seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 24, Series 2008 – Second reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 24, Series 2008, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 13.04 AND 13.08 REGARDING DOMESTIC WATER AND SEWER RATES

Public Works Director Pace went through the minor change requested by the board at the December 8, 2008 meeting.  

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:22 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 7:22 p.m.
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 24, Series 2008, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 13.04 AND 13.08 REGARDING DOMESTIC WATER AND SEWER RATES.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Truck purchase for Public Works Department
Public Works Director Pace explained to the board the truck that the staff would like to purchase is from the Town of New Castle. The Town of Silt has tentatively won the sealed bid on a 1995 single-axle dump truck for $6800.  This vehicle can be purchased with funds from the 2008 budget.
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve the purchase for public works of a 1995 single-axle dump truck for $6800.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Purchase of Bulk Water Dispensing Station
Public Works Director Pace explained the difference between the three bids for bulk water dispensing stations for the newly constructed bulk water station on Front Street.  Trucks that currently pull water from the town’s fire hydrants will be required to use the new station once it is in service.  Staff is recommending the station provided by Municipal Solutions as their software can be utilized by the utility billing clerk from her desk in town hall via a wireless connection.  Mr. Pace added that the new bulk water station should be completed by June 2009.  

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve the purchase of Municipal Solutions bulk water dispensing unit for $69,000 for the Front Street water line project.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 3, Series 2009 
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 3, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF SILT APPROVING THE IGA CONTRACT AMENDMENT #2 BETWEEN THE TOWN OF SILT AND THE COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR PROJECT SHE 0063-019 (15367) TO RECEIVE ADDITIONAL GRANT FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $140,000 FOR A TOTAL OF $590,000 FOR CONSTRUCTION OF THE IMPROVEMENTS AT NINTH STREET AND MAIN STREET IN THE TOWN OF SILT, COMMONLY KNOWN AS THE ROUNDABOUT IMPROVEMENT

Administrator Suerth stated that this IGA amendment must be adopted by resolution according to CDoT requirements.  In November 2008, staff requested additional funding from CDoT to cover unanticipated engineering costs as a result of the redesign of the roundabout in response to CDoT modifications.  CDoT responded with a pledge of an additional $140,000.  Ms. Suerth stated that also included in the clarification of the IGA is our maintenance obligations with respect to the concrete apron.  She added that the town is obligated to plow the apron with our smaller equipment, and that CDoT is maintaining all of their original obligations for long-term maintenance.    

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 3, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF SILT APPROVING THE IGA CONTRACT AMENDMENT #2 BETWEEN THE TOWN OF SILT AND THE COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR PROJECT SHE 0063-019 (15367) TO RECEIVE ADDITIONAL GRANT FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $140,000 FOR A TOTAL OF $590,000 FOR CONSTRUCTION OF THE IMPROVEMENTS AT NINTH STREET AND MAIN STREET IN THE TOWN OF SILT, COMMONLY KNOWN AS THE ROUNDABOUT IMPROVEMENT.  Trustee Tibbetts seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
_____

IGA with Garfield County for Access Control Plan funding and collaboration
Administrator Suerth stated that this IGA is between the Town of Silt and Garfield County to jointly fund the Access Control Plan.  Ms. Suerth explained the dual-purpose project and its goals, adding that the County will contribute up to $50,000 towards this plan.  She added that the traffic counts part of the study was approximately three-quarters completed prior to the weather moving in.  The main points of the IGA are the projects costs, not to exceed $100,000 with the County contributing two-thirds, up to $50,000.  The towns’ responsibilities will be to lead and coordinate the project with Garfield County along with partners CDoT and RFTA.  The County will also designate a staff member to be involved.  
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to adopt the IGA between the Town of Silt and Garfield County to jointly fund a Transportation Master Plan Update.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Divide Creek Animal Hospital Memorandum of Understanding
Chief Burris explained the Memorandum of Understanding between the Town of Silt and Divide Creek Animal Hospital, and that it will allow Divide Creek Animal Hospital to take over the kenneling and impounding of dogs seized by the Silt Police Department.  The agreement will eliminate the fee that the town currently pays to the State for a kennel, as well as remove the responsibility of the Police Department to maintain the kennel.  

Chief Burris explained the process of how long a dog is kept in the kennel before an attempt is made to adopt it out, and as a last resort, euthanization.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Town of Silt and the Divide Creek Animal Hospital.  Trustee Tibbetts seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ratification of Silt Building, LLC

Attorney Duran explained that there have been ongoing negotiations with Silt Building, LLC to resolve the lawsuit with the Town of Silt.  A resolution was reached and staff is asking the board to ratify that agreement.  

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve the ratification of the Silt Building, LLC settlement agreement.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Mayor Moore and Trustee Leigh voting nay.

_____

Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009 – First reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING TO THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND EAST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY

Present tonight are Janet Aluise with Aluise Planning Consultants representing Janice Girodo and Calvin Wittman, co-owner of A-1 Traffic Control.  Director Carmoney proceeded with his staff presentation, stating that staff supports the applicant’s intent to build a two-story building and future storage shop on this 2.32-acre annexation with a request to zone it as B-2.  Mr. Carmoney explained the need for a minimum 20-foot dedicated right-of-way and utility easement in order to initiate a loop road through this project that will connect with Highway 6 & 24.  He also explained the parkland dedication proposed by the applicant in addition to a storage building that the applicant proposes to build at a future date as well as access to the property through the fence on the northeast corner of the property.  

Ms. Aluise stated that they do not have an issue with revising the landscape plan.  She stated that they are planning to put an additional 40 trees and/or shrubs along the southern and western boundaries, and that they would still have a landscape buffer 24-feet wide.  She added that they feel that this 24-foot landscape buffer will be in everyone’s best interest and improve the gateway into the town, and shield what can be seen from the highway.  Ms. Aluise stated that staff has requested a fee in lieu and that the property be deed restricted, adding that she feels that this is double dipping.  She stated that they would like to keep the fence on the southern boundary until there is a resubdivision on the property.  She added that maybe within ten years the land that is deed restricted for a private park to a property owners association could be dedicated to the town, and utilized as a park.       
Ms. Aluise stated that the applicant does not have any problems with any of the other conditions but that they would like to add a condition that states that they do not want to submit a special use permit for the outside storage before the five-year period, due to the current economy.  She added that they are aware that within the next five years that they have to build the storage building according to the ADA.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:34 p.m.

George Strong and his father John Strong are present tonight.  George Strong stated that he feels that it is great that the town wants to annex this parcel, adding that their primary concern is the road right-of-way easement that is currently deeded within town limits.  He added that the mini storage units are encroaching on this easement.  George stated that he feels that this needs to be recognized during this public hearing, adding that the other property owners involved with this 30-foot easement need to be protected before this is approved in case they should make their own property improvements in the future.  He added that they are fine with it as long as staff is too.

Director Carmoney stated this is a dedicated easement, and that the buildings in Mesa Mini-storage are not in the easement for right-of-way, but very close.  He added that the rights of Mr. Strong are not affected by this.  There was brief discussion regarding the fence that could prohibit persons from using the right-of-way on the northern end of the property.  George also commented about sidewalks, curb and gutter.  
John Strong commented about the water line that he paid $17,000 to install.  The water line runs down to the highway through the mini-storage property from the north.  He asked if the Girodo property could tie onto the current line where it dead-ends next to the highway instead of putting in a new one.  Director Carmoney explained the intent of staff to run the water and sewer at the northern end of the mini storage property.  John asked if he would be reimbursed for his line when the applicant hooks onto the other end of it.  He added that he was told by the town when he put the line in to begin with, that he would receive cost recovery when it was hooked onto.      
Mayor Moore closed the public hearing at 8:48 p.m.

Trustee Leigh commented about the parkland dedication, asking how it would get dedicated to the citizens of Silt, and how people will be able to use it since it is fenced off.  Ms. Aluise stated that she feels that the town is double dipping because they want a fee in lieu as well as the parkland.  She added that in the future when the applicant builds a business park, they would dedicate the land as parkland to the town, if the town wants it.  Trustee Leigh stated that part of the problem is that if the applicant moves the fence and actually has the property dedicated as parkland, then the applicant doesn’t have the landscaping that is required, which could also be considered double-dipping. There was lengthy discussion regarding landscaping and parkland dedication.  Director Carmoney cited the code sections regarding commercial recreational land dedication and landscaping for public right-of-ways.
There was discussion regarding the construction of the storage building.  Ms. Aluise stated that they are asking for a maximum period of five years to complete this building, giving the economy time to rebound.  

Trustee Tibbetts commented about the value of the 20-feet of right-of-way on the north side of the property compared to the value of the parkland dedication, adding that he feels that the value of the right-of-way is more than what the parkland amount would be, and that it would be a fair exchange.  Director Carmoney stated that staff at one time had proposed a waiver of parkland dedication, but that the Planning Commission was adamant that the fee be paid.  Trustee Leigh voiced her concern about a park that no one can get to. 

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING TO THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND EAST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY excepting the staff recommendations, that on Item 7, to waive the requirement for a fee in lieu, and instead ask that the applicant deed restrict the 24-foot strip on the south boundary for parkland use of which the applicant will maintain until the situation requires a different application, and in Item 5 in lieu of having to build the 16,000 square foot storage facility within five years, that the applicant does not have to apply for a special use permit for the outside storage within that five year period.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.

Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009 – First reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING CERTAIN ANNEXED LAND KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION AS B-2 HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:31 p.m.  There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed at 9:31 p.m.

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING CERTAIN ANNEXED LAND KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION AS B-2 HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT with the same conditions that were applied to Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 5, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 5, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND WEST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY

There was brief discussion regarding drainage.  Staff stated that the applicant would be bringing back a revised landscape plan for the Planning Commission to review.  

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Resolution No. 5, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND WEST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY with the same conditions applied to Ordinances 1 and 2, Series 2009.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 33, Series 2008

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 33, Series 2008, A RESOLUTION SETTING FORTH FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS RELATING TO THE 4.88-ACRE SITE ALSO KNOWN AS THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH ANNEXATION, TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

Trustee Robinson recused herself, as she is a member of the board for the Congregational Church.  Director Carmoney stated that the application is in compliance with municipal code and State Statutes. 
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:42 p.m.  There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed at 9:42 p.m.
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Resolution No. 33, Series 2008, A RESOLUTION SETTING FORTH FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS RELATING TO THE 4.88-ACRE SITE ALSO KNOWN AS THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH ANNEXATION, TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

_____

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth stated that the list of assets has been sent off to Burning Mountain Fire, and that staff has not received a reply as of today.  Staff is beginning to research the legal aspects of transferring the assets to another entity.    

Cactus Valley Elementary school will be invoiced for approximately $106,000 for fees accumulated during the town’s negotiations with Re-2 to possibly purchase the Roy Moore school site.  The school has assured staff that the invoice will be paid quickly upon receipt.  

Administrator Suerth and Public Works Director Pace attended a meeting in November regarding the development of a rural domestic water supply system serving Silt Mesa.  This is a joint effort between West Divide Water Conservancy and Silt Water Conservancy to consider using water from Harvey Gap as it has been deemed acceptable for domestic use by the Bureau of Reclamation.  The Town of Silt was asked to attend as it could be of interest to the town.  This type of project could encourage higher density development in the area, and could eventually be an alternative water source for the Town of Silt.  Staff will continue attending these meetings.   
Jim Rada with Garfield County Health Department will be present at the January 26, 2009 meeting for a workshop prior to the regular meeting to talk about air quality monitoring.

Administrator Suerth has been asked to make a presentation at the Colorado Water Congress later this month to talk about the Town of Silt’s adoption of water and sewer rates, and how we economically have been able to make those reductions in rates work.  
Director Carmoney stated that staff is close to signing a contract with the consultant hired to work on the Comprehensive Plan.  There will be an informal meeting on January 28th at 6:30 p.m. that the board is welcome to attend regarding the comprehensive plan revisions.  
Attorney Duran briefed the board on a recent decision made by Municipal Court Judge Tom Silvermann, and that based on that decision Mr. Duran is recommending a change in the way the signage is written and displayed within the Cactus Valley school zone.  Present signage states “when children are present” and it was challenged since there were no children present at the time of the speeding infraction.  Attorney Duran is recommending an enforcement of a school zone speed limit.  A speed limit of 20 mph is being recommended, along with double fines for violators.  The board commented about the speed limits being consistent with the rest of the municipal code for residential areas.
