Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Sos commented about the Employee party, and what a good time it was.  Trustee Hays commented about crosswalks, asking if it would be practical to place them maybe two car lengths back so that pedestrians are not walking in front of vehicles.  Trustee Fernandez commented about the ice build up on Grand Avenue between First Street and Fourth Street.  He has seen kids slip there and understands that some people have fallen in that area as well.  Mayor Moore asked the board to consider raising the amount of pay that the Board receives for attending meetings.  He added that he feels the current pay should be tripled.

Employee Recognition – Officer Brian Rikhoff and Officer Paul Barker

Chief Burris explained that there was a volatile situation in Aspen on New Year’s Eve, and that the Aspen Police Department called for mutual aid and Officers Rikhoff and Barker volunteered to assist.  The officers performed exceptionally well, and the City of Aspen would like to provide them with Certificates of Appreciation.  Mayor Moore added that Police Officers are at risk every time they pull someone over.  He expressed his own appreciation to all officers for what they do for their communities and thanked both Officers Rikhoff and Barker on behalf of the Town of Silt and the City of Aspen.

Resolution No. 4, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 4, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR MOUNTAIN VALLEY DEVELOPMENTAL SERVICES TO PROVIDE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES IN THE DOWNTOWN MIXED USE OVERLAY AT 580 HOME AVENUE IN THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO  
Director Carmoney asked that this item be continued to February 9, 2009, as the applicant did not meet their publication deadline to adjoining property owners.  Sheila Mauer representing Mountain Valley was present tonight and asked the board for a continuance.

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to continue Resolution No. 4, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR MOUNTAIN VALLEY DEVELOPMENTAL SERVICES TO PROVIDE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES IN THE DOWNTOWN MIXED USE OVERLAY AT 580 HOME AVENUE IN THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO and the public hearing until the February 9, 2009 meeting.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Main Street Plaza – Annexation, PUD zoning and final plan approval

Director Carmoney asked that this item be continued to February 23, 2009.    

Trustee Robinson made a motion to continue the Main Street Plaza – Annexation, PUD zoning and final plan approval and the public hearing until the February 23, 2009 meeting.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009 – Second reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING TO THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND EAST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY

Director Carmoney stated that the changes have been made as discussed at the January 12, 2009 meeting.  He explained that there was also an amendment to the resolution for site plan at that meeting, and that it has been included for the boards review.  Janet Aluise, representing Girodo asked that the motion on the resolution be reaffirmed to clarify item number five to reflect that if the storage use goes away, that they will not have to build the building.  Ms. Aluise summed it up by saying that in that five-year period they will either build a building, or apply for a special use permit or get rid of the storage use.

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion for clarification purposes on Resolution No. 5, Series 2009, that on item five it gives the applicant three options:  1) to build a storage facility for the current use within five years, 2) that a special use permit will not be necessary for the current usage within that five year period, and 3) that any use that is not a use by right will be brought before the board.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.    
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:31 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 7:31 p.m.

Ms. Aluise asked that the same clarification made to the resolution also be recognized in the annexation ordinance.  There was discussion regarding the Annexation and Development Agreement of which will be brought before the board at the February 9, 2009 meeting.  Staff explained that they have been negotiating this document and that it is ready to bring to the board for their approval.  
Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 1, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING TO THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO CERTAIN PROPERTY KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION, LOCATED NORTH OF STATE HIGHWAY 6 AND EAST OF THE TERRELL ADDITION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD on the condition that the board approves the Annexation and Development Agreement which will be brought to the board on February 9, 2009.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.

Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009 – Second reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING CERTAIN ANNEXED LAND KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION AS B-2 HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT

Director Carmoney asked that the board make this approval conditional as well subject to the approval of the ADA at the February 9, 2009 meeting.  

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:38 p.m.  There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed at 7:38 p.m.

Ms. Aluise also asked that the board at the next meeting along with the ADA approve the Infrastructure Improvement Agreement.  

Trustee Tibbetts made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING CERTAIN ANNEXED LAND KNOWN AS THE GIRODO ANNEXATION, ALSO KNOWN AS THE A-1 TRAFFIC CONTROL AND BARRICADE ANNEXATION AS B-2 HIGHWAY BUSINESS with the condition that the board also approve the ADA which will be brought to them on February 9, 2009.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth stated that she and Trustee Robinson attended the Garfield County New Energy Communities Initiative Advisory Board (G-NECI) meeting.  There was discussion regarding Amendment 54 that has challenged the use of sole sourcing.  Staff will continue to keep up on this information and the restrictions that it places on project bidding.
Administrator Suerth stated that she met with Geneva Powell and Dennis Carruth regarding his development, and the fact that he wants to provide two affordable housing units within his project.  There was extensive discussion regarding affordable housing.  The board will have work sessions in the future to determine if the board wants to customize their own affordable housing guidelines.    

Administrator Suerth stated that DOLA has changed their formula by which the State Severance Tax and Federal Mineral Lease revenues are distributed to local governments.  The annual submittal for the DOLA funds distribution determination takes place in July.
The downtown improvement committee members have been contacted and staff is waiting to hear back from them to work on a recommendation for an improvement to the center of the roundabout.  Staff will work at encouraging the public to participate in this citizen advisory group, and keep the board posted of its progress. 
Information has been provided in tonight’s packet regarding the most recent Obama stimulus package debates.  Administrator Suerth stated that there might be a few local projects that are “shovel ready” that could make their way to the top of the list.
Administrator Suerth stated that the Mesa View Estates HOA contacted the town regarding additional playground equipment at a value of $25,000 - $30, 000.  There was discussion regarding the Town of Silt funding a grant to assist with the purchase of new equipment.  Ms. Suerth will continue discussions with the HOA to see if they are willing to participate in this effort.   
Administrator Suerth gave an update on the list of assets that the ambulance put together for Burning Mountain Fire.  The merger committee is tentatively scheduled to meet again in February.  
Attorney Duran provided the board with a memorandum this evening regarding an issue that has come up with reference to Trustee Hays.  As this has come to light just recently, Attorney Duran does not intend to address it tonight.  A gift of a 2004 Honda was given to Trustee Hays’ immediate family, which triggered Article 29 of the State Constitution that was passed as Amendment 41 in 2006 regarding ethics.  Trustee Hays has been asked to provide additional information to Attorney Duran regarding the circumstances surrounding the gift.  This item will be added to the February 9, 2009 agenda so that it can be discussed and fully disclosed, and to get feedback from the board so that a decision can be made.  Attorney Duran stated that he will also reserve the right to submit this information to the State for an advisory opinion.
