Mayor Pro-tem Aluise clarified for the public the purpose of an Urban Renewal Authority and that it does not equal condemnation.  He added that the board already has the power to condemn property should they need to, and that it does not take having an Urban Renewal Authority to go through that process.  The board stated that they are not in favor of condemnation and would only pursue that option as a last resort.  

Mayor Pro-tem Aluise made a motion to approve item number six (Resolution No. 7, Series 2012) of the consent agenda.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore welcomed Jeff Small, the assistant of Congressman Scott Tipton who is viewing tonight’s meeting from Washington DC.  Mayor Moore also thanked Scott Tipton for his interest and support that he is showing to Silt on our current projects.  Mr. Tipton was in Silt last week and met with staff and citizens at Town Hall, and viewed the many projects underway.  
Mayor Moore stated that on January 23, 2012, the Board of County Commissioners would be meeting with the Board of Trustees to present the town with partial funding for some of the projects taking place.  Mayor Moore read a letter received by Congressman Scott Tipton.

Present tonight are applicants Marty Schlein and Susie Ellison.  Director Aluise went through the staff report conditions and recommended approval. 
The public hearing opened at 7:26 p.m.  There were no public comments and the hearing closed at 7:26 p.m.

Resolution No. 8, Series 2012, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A COMMERCIAL SITE PLAN FOR THE DOLLAR GENERAL RETAIL COMMERCIAL BUILDING LOCATED ON LOTS 1 THROUGH 6 AND LOTS 15 THROUGH 20, BLOCK 8, ORIGINAL TOWNSITE, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO  
Present tonight by phone is Dylan Tarr, representative for Dollar General.  Director Aluise went through the staff report conditions and recommended approval.  It was stated that the alley will need to be vacated and Attorney Leavenworth stated that he feels that the alley vacation ordinance should take affect upon issuance of the building permit.   

Mr. Tarr stated that construction typically starts about one month after closing on the property, and that the building permit application should be submitted within the next week or two.  Mr. Tarr stated that they would close on the property once they have all of the building permits.  There was discussion regarding the sprinkler system requirements.  Mr. Tarr stated that they were not anticipating on the additional cost for the sprinkler system and Administrator Woods stated that the town would work with them on the costs.  Mayor Pro-tem Aluise and Trustee Taylor stated that they are more than willing to work with the developer on the sprinkler cost so that it is not an issue.  
Mayor Pro-tem Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 8, Series 2012, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A COMMERCIAL SITE PLAN FOR THE DOLLAR GENERAL RETAIL COMMERCIAL BUILDING LOCATED ON LOTS 1 THROUGH 6 AND LOTS 15 THROUGH 20, BLOCK 8, ORIGINAL TOWNSITE, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Blight Study legal review
Attorney Leavenworth stated that the board will not be taking action tonight on the Blight Study, but at the January 23, 2012 meeting, they will be adopting a resolution approving it and also a resolution forming an Urban Renewal Authority.  Attorney Leavenworth went through the Urban Renewal law and how to determine blighted areas.  He also explained the process to create an Urban Renewal plan in order to do an Urban Renewal project.  
Attorney Leavenworth explained that an Urban Renewal Board can be appointed by the Mayor or the Board of Trustees can also serve as the Board of the Authority per CRS 31-25-115(1) of which he recommended.  There was a consensus that the Board of Trustees serve as the Urban Renewal Authority commissioners.  
There was discussion regarding the blighted properties in the county and Attorney Leavenworth stated that the board could exclude whatever properties they want from the Blight Study when it is adopted.  Attorney Leavenworth stated that he would put together an outline of the process, criteria, standards and procedures for the board.

Credit Card Policy
Administrator Woods explained that the town currently has no credit card policy in place.  Mayor Moore stated that he feels it would be appropriate for the mayor to have a credit card for business lunches.  Mayor Pro-tem Aluise stated that he is concerned that the board did not budget for credit card expenses, and who would determine what an appropriate charge would be as well as what the budgetary limits would be for the card.  Trustee Taylor suggested that there be one credit card in the office for board members to check out.  
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve the Credit Card Policy with the guidelines in the first paragraph to state that there will be a credit card issued to the board and that it will be checked out when needed.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Mayor Moore and Mayor Pro-tem Aluise voting nay.
Mayor Pro-tem Aluise stated that he voted against this as he is unsure how they are going to budget for it and that there needs to be some measure of control of who takes the card and what they can use it for.  Administrator Woods clarified that all credit cards need to have an individuals name on them.  Mayor Pro-tem Aluise suggested that board members call the Town Administrator/Treasurer to see if the budget allows for a particular expenditure and get approval.  The board member would then submit the detailed receipt for reimbursement.  It was also suggested to address this during the next budget season.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to retract the motion to approve the Credit Card Policy.  Trustee Breslin seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

November 2011 financials and balance sheets

Administrator Woods went over the November 2011 financials.
Mayor Pro-tem Aluise made a motion to approve the November 2011 financials and balance sheets.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports
Clerk McIntyre stated that the election process has begun.  Administrator Woods pointed out the information in the packet from the Sonoran Institute regarding an upcoming Community Development Academy.  It was determined that board members would not be able to attend as the classes are scheduled for Monday nights.  
Chief Burris asked if the board was pleased with the current format and content of his staff report, and Trustee Taylor stated that he likes the way the report is written.  Chief Burris also stated that due to the resignation of Trustee Leigh there is now a vacancy on the VALE board.  Trustee Fernandez volunteered to sit on the board.

Updates from Board / Board Comments
Trustee Taylor stated that his comments during the Credit Card Policy discussion were not aimed at the Mayor, and takes offense that he felt it was.  He added that the board needs more harmony and not getting upset when things do not go right.  Mayor Moore stated that they all have the right to debate, and not everyone has to agree with each other.  Mayor Pro-tem Aluise stated that what he said was not meant to come across as insulting or attacking.
Mayor Moore talked briefly about the Urban Renewal Authority.  He spoke about the confusion that people have regarding this subject, adding that we need to take pride in our town, and feels that the URA will help achieve this.   Mayor Moore stated that if anyone has questions about how an URA works, they should contact the town.     

A citizen asked if more information regarding an Urban Renewal Authority could be posted on the website, and staff stated that they plan to do this once it is available.  Mayor Pro-tem Aluise stated how the town would do their best to educate the public and get information out to them.
