Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Fernandez stated that people have been asking him about the status of the RFTA service for Silt.  Trustee Hays encouraged citizens to attend the workshops hosted by Garfield County regarding their comprehensive plan revisions.  Trustee Leigh added that Steve with McCool and Associates who just completed the town’s comprehensive plan is working with the County, and that this could provide some consistency between the plans.  Trustee Williams asked for clarification on where the towns’ recycling goes.  Public Works Director Pace explained that it all goes to the Pitkin County landfill recycle center.  
Mayor Moore commented about the November 9, 2009 minutes, saying that he felt that shots were taken at him while he was gone.  He commented about the departure of Susan Taylor from the ambulance, and explained his meeting with her a few days prior to her resignation.  Trustee Leigh stated that she did not take shots at him since he was gone, she was simply commenting about what had happened at the prior meeting.  She added that her concern was that the Mayor knew that Ms. Taylor was resigning prior to anyone else knowing, and prior to January 1, 2010.  Administrator Suerth stated to the Mayor that she would have appreciated a call from him once he met with Ms. Taylor.    
Mayor Moore commented about his attendance of the transportation summit, and the possibility of starting a west Garfield County transit authority.  A meeting has been set for February 1, 2010.  Mayor Moore also commented about the salinity of the Colorado River as well as pharmaceuticals in the water.

Ambulance budget discussion
Administrator Suerth went through the ambulance budget, and gave an update on the collection process used by the new billing company.  She stated that the ambulance fund could be approximately $20,000 over budget in part-time payroll.  She added that at the end of the year the fund, after using all of its reserves will have a deficit of approximately $9200, and will require a transfer from the general fund to ensure its solvency.  There was a consensus to have Administrator Suerth send a letter asking the Town of New Castle to participate in half of the ultimate deficit up to $7500 and to ask that the Town of New Castle donation be increased up to $7500 for 2009 and $7000 for 2010.  Trustee Williams thanked staff for the good job on the ambulance budget.
Trustee Williams made a motion to transfer adequate funds from the General Fund to the Ambulance Fund in 2009, to reverse the projected revenue shortage and not to exceed $15,000.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 12, Series 2009 – First reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 12, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE LEVYING PROPERTY TAXES FOR THE YEAR 2009, TO HELP DEFRAY THE COST OF GOVERNMENT FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE 2010 BUDGET YEAR
Treasurer Stevens presented the ordinance regarding the levying of property taxes for 2009.  Administrator Suerth thanked the board for their patience and attention to detail and thanked staff for their work as well on the budget.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:00 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 8:00 p.m.
Trustee Williams made a motion to approve first reading of Ordinance No. 12, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE LEVYING PROPERTY TAXES FOR THE YEAR 2009, TO HELP DEFRAY THE COST OF GOVERNMENT FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE 2010 BUDGET YEAR.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 13, Series 2009 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 13, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING SUMS OF MONEY TO THE VARIOUS FUNDS IN THE AMOUNTS AND FOR THE PURPOSES AS SET FORTH BELOW, FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE 2010 BUDGET YEAR

Ordinance No. 14, Series 2009 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 14, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE SUMMARIZING EXPENDITURES FOR EACH FUND, AND ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR BEGINNING ON THE 1ST DAY OF JANUARY 2010, AND ENDING ON THE LAST DAY OF DECEMBER 2010

Treasurer Stevens stated that this ordinance is a formality as required by law and recommends approval.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:06 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 8:06 p.m.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve first reading of Ordinance No. 14, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE SUMMARIZING EXPENDITURES FOR EACH FUND, AND ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR BEGINNING ON THE 1ST DAY OF JANUARY 2010, AND ENDING ON THE LAST DAY OF DECEMBER 2010.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 15, Series 2009 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 15, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND REENACTING CERTAIN SECTIONS IN THE SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TITLE 13 – PUBLIC SERVICES, IN ORDER TO REDUCE THE PENALTY FOR LATE PAYMENT, ELIMINATE THE AVAILABILITY FEE, ELIMINATE THE PRESSURE SURCHARGE AND CLARIFY LANGUAGE

Public Works Director Pace went through the ordinance.  The board asked if the shut off and turn on fees are enough to cover staff time and Director Pace stated that this information could be researched prior to second reading.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:30 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 8:30 p.m.

Trustee Williams made a motion to approve first reading of Ordinance No. 15, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND REENACTING CERTAIN SECTIONS IN THE SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TITLE 13 – PUBLIC SERVICES, IN ORDER TO REDUCE THE PENALTY FOR LATE PAYMENT, ELIMINATE THE AVAILABILITY FEE, ELIMINATE THE PRESSURE SURCHARGE AND CLARIFY LANGUAGE.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 16, Series 2009 – Emergency ordinance 
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 16, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE SUBMISSION ACCEPTANCE, PROCESSING, AND APPROVAL OF ANY APPLICATION FOR A TOWN OF SILT PERMIT OR LICENSE RELATED TO THE OPERATION OF A BUSINESS THAT SELLS MEDICAL MARIJUANA PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY GRANTED BY ARTICLE 18, SECTION 14 OF THE COLORADO CONSTITUTION; DIRECTING THE PROMPT INVESTIGATION OF THE TOWN’S REGULATORY AUTHORITY OVER SUCH BUSINESSES; DECLARING THE INTENTION OF THE TOWN BOARD TO CONSIDER THE ADOPTION OF APPROPRIATE TOWN REGULATIONS WITH RESPECT TO SUCH BUSINESSES IF PERMITTED BY LAW; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 

Attorney Duran explained the reasoning for the emergency ordinance, stating that by placing a six-month moratorium on medical marijuana, it will bridge the legislative session so that staff can see what the State legislature will do.  Staff will bring additional information to the board in January regarding regulations and/or possible banning of dispensaries completely.  Attorney Duran stated that the town has had inquiries but that no applications have been submitted.   
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:44 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 8:44 p.m.

Trustee Hays made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 16, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE SUBMISSION ACCEPTANCE, PROCESSING, AND APPROVAL OF ANY APPLICATION FOR A TOWN OF SILT PERMIT OR LICENSE RELATED TO THE OPERATION OF A BUSINESS THAT SELLS MEDICAL MARIJUANA PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY GRANTED BY ARTICLE 18, SECTION 14 OF THE COLORADO CONSTITUTION; DIRECTING THE PROMPT INVESTIGATION OF THE TOWN’S REGULATORY AUTHORITY OVER SUCH BUSINESSES; DECLARING THE INTENTION OF THE TOWN BOARD TO CONSIDER THE ADOPTION OF APPROPRIATE TOWN REGULATIONS WITH RESPECT TO SUCH BUSINESSES IF PERMITTED BY LAW; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Williams voting nay.

Set public hearing date for Red Brick BBQ Liquor License application for December 14, 2009

Clerk McIntyre stated that staff has received a liquor license application and asks that the public hearing date be set for December 14, 2009.  There was discussion regarding the neighborhood boundaries, and it was decided to use the same boundaries that were used for B & L Liquor even though this is for a beer and wine license.  

Trustee Williams made a motion to set the public hearing date for the Red Brick BBQ liquor license application for December 14, 2009.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion.  

There was discussion on defining the neighborhood boundaries and Attorney Duran explained that it is within the boards’ discretion to set the boundaries differently from what was set during the B & L hearing.

Trustee Williams amended his motion to add “and defining the neighborhood boundaries as the B & L defined boundaries”.  Trustee Hays amended his second, and the motion carried with Trustee Sos abstaining.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth stated that the BLM is choosing the name for their new office building in Silt.  There was a unanimous decision from the board to pick the name “Silt Field Office” from the list of choices presented to them.  Administrator Suerth proceeded with her manager’s report updating the board on her work with the ambulance department, attendance of the fire chiefs meeting, her discussions with the Rifle Deputy Fire Chief to mentor Greg Bak, attendance of the fire district board meeting, discussions with Andy Barton regarding the ambulance building lease in New Castle, attendance of a bond and loan finance meeting to discuss the town’s options, a funding request from RFTA, assisting with police candidate interviews, attendance of an economic development training session in Loveland, participating with citizen area representative interviews for the energy board, working on the GOCO grant for Flying Eagle Park equipment, continued work on the Loesch and Crann water change case, attendance of the BLM open house, an update on the upcoming access control plan open house and a reminder of the board retreat on December 7th at the Holiday Inn Express.  Trustees Robinson and Hays provided an update on the NECI meeting that they attended.
Attorney Duran stated that he also participated in the police department interviews, and that he met with Garfield County Housing Authority to discuss establishing rules for Senior Housing.  He will prepare a template to bring back before the board at a later date.  Attorney Duran also gave the board an update on the MiraLoma water deal, stating that the water case is still continuing on, and explaining that according to the ADA there was a deadline to finish the water case by December 15, 2009.  If the water case were not finished by the 15th, then they would have to pay a fee in lieu for the water for the entire development.  Attorney Duran added that since the ADA was negotiated, there have been two changes in ownership.  The most recent owner has asked for a one-year extension of time to finish prosecuting the water case.  Attorney Duran stated that there are outstanding bills owed to the town, and that pursuant to the Municipal Code, if there is a debt owed to the town, the town is not obligated to process any requests for extension of time.

Executive Session
Trustee Sos made a motion to go into executive session for a conference with the Town Attorney for the purpose of receiving legal advice on a specific legal question under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(b).  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion failed with Mayor Moore and Trustees Williams, Robinson and Fernandez voting nay.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to adjourn.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Williams voting nay.  Mayor Moore adjourned the meeting at 9:26 p.m.
