2) Resolution No. 38, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, AUTHORIZING SIGNATURES ON THE TOWN’S BANK ACCOUNTS
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a correction to page five of the minutes regarding comments made by the Public Works Director, and to make the one long sentence into two less confusing sentences.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Changes

It was decided to allow Coal Ridge High School to continue their website presentation next on the agenda.

Present are teacher Dan O’Meara and student Zach Becker who have been contacted by staff to redesign the Town of Silt webpage.  Mr. O’Meara went through the suggested changes made by his class.  It was discussed that changes to the website would be approved by town staff prior to them going live on the website.  
Trustee Taylor made a motion to accept the Coal Ridge High School students and teacher to develop the town website and with the approval of the Town Clerk, Town Administrator and teacher on all updates.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Painted Pastures North final plat filing extension request
Public Works Director Pace stated that Painted Pastures North has requested an extension of time for the filing of their final plat.  Staff recommends that the applicant be allowed to continue this one time due to the extensive review of their application, until March 14, 2011.  Yancy Nichols, engineer with Sopris Engineering also explained that due to the economy that they be granted an extension of six to nine months.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to extend the timeline for filing of the final plat for Painted Pastures North until May 31, 2011.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 11, Series 2010 – Second reading
Ordinance No. 11, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, AMENDING THE STEVENS PARK WEST PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT ZONE DISTRICT    
Present were applicant Jack Palomino and engineer Deric Walter.  Consultant Planner Farrar gave a staff presentation.  Mr. Palomino stated that due to a misunderstanding, that he rescinds the request for waiver of the irrigation tap fees. 
The public hearing opened at 8:07 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing closed at 8:07 p.m.

The board asked that the applicant see that street numbers on the units face the streets to comply with the town code.  

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 11, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, AMENDING THE STEVENS PARK WEST PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT ZONE DISTRICT.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 36, Series 2010 
Resolution No. 36, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO APPROVING THE FINAL PLAT AND SUBDIVISION IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT FOR THE STEVENS PARK WEST PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

Attorney Sawyer and Engineer Kotz both gave their staff presentations.  Attorney Sawyer pointed out an omission from the SIA’s, and that the school impact fee needs to be added, also that there is a typo in section 10(a)(iii) regarding a 4-year warranty period, not a one year.  He added that regarding the park impact fee credit, the board might wish to modify that provision, and that the applicant has requested an extended period to complete the public improvements, which will be discussed in more depth with staff.  
Mr. Palomino addressed the extension for phase two, stating that they are requesting 36 months.  It is Attorney Sawyers’ opinion that 18 months would be appropriate.  Attorney Sawyer asked for clarification on the offer of the building permit discount, and that it should be included in the SIA along with a time limit, and it should state that the units would serve a public purpose.  Attorney Sawyer addressed the posting of security once the final plat is recorded.  He added that it may take more than thirty days for the applicant to get their funding and encouraged the board to extend the time to post security.  Geneva Powell stated that they couldn’t start the process of requesting funds until the project has been approved, adding that they should have their funds within sixty to ninety days.  Trustee Fleming excused himself briefly from the meeting.      

Trustee Leigh asked for clarification in the Habitat for Humanity SIA regarding section 1.03, which does not exist, and Attorney Sawyer stated that it should reference a town code section and will be corrected.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the Stevens Park West PUD site specific development plan and Subdivision Improvement Agreement for Habitat for Humanity and for the Garfield County Housing Authority subject to the following requirements:  that the park impact fee be waived due to the improvements that will exceed any requirements of our code, that we extend the deadline for recordation of the final plat to no later than March 31, 2011, and the posting of security and the time frames of our code beyond that, that in both SIA’s Section 10, that the four-year warranty be consistent, that the building permit discounts that we extended at the last meeting be available to this subdivision subject to a timeline of 24 months, and that in both SIA’s that the school land dedication fee be inserted, and that the extension of the building permit discount apply so long as the end product is for affordable housing.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously with Trustee Fleming not being present to vote.

Resolution No. 37, Series 2010

Resolution No. 37, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE APPRECIATION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES FOR THE SERVICES OF WEST CARE AMBULANCE, SUSAN TAYLOR, AND ALL AMBULANCE EMPLOYEES BY THE TOWN OF SILT

Mayor Moore thanked the ambulance employees, adding that words cannot thank them enough for all that they have given the community over the years.  Mr. Moore read the resolution.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 37, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE APPRECIATION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES FOR THE SERVICES OF WEST CARE AMBULANCE, SUSAN TAYLOR, AND ALL AMBULANCE EMPLOYEES BY THE TOWN OF SILT.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Taylor abstaining.

Waste Management recycling program
Aron Diaz was present to give a power point presentation regarding trash services provided to the town by Waste Management.  He added that they want to expand their service to include recyclable items 3 – 7 and maybe the collection of garden and lawn waste.  Mr. Diaz stated that the town might be going to a two-day trash pick up after the first of the year.

Agricultural lease for Silt River Preserve
Attorney Sawyer stated that the Dice’s wish to continue their use of the Silt River property now that the town has purchased it for the grazing of their cattle.  Mr. Sawyer suggested that the town consider executing an agricultural lease with Mr. Dice for the use of this property.  A draft lease will be brought back on the next agenda for the boards review.

Resolution No. 34, Series 2010
Resolution No. 34, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION APPROPRIATING ADDITIONAL SUMS OF MONEY TO DEFRAY EXPENSES IN EXCESS OF AMOUNTS BUDGETED FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE 2010 BUDGET YEAR
Treasurer Woods stated that this resolution amends the 2010 budget to appropriate revenues so that we comply with budget laws.  

The public hearing opened at 9:53 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing closed at 9:53 p.m.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 34, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION APPROPRIATING ADDITIONAL SUMS OF MONEY TO DEFRAY EXPENSES IN EXCESS OF AMOUNTS BUDGETED FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO FOR THE 2010 BUDGET YEAR and to review the accounts numbers for accuracy.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 35, Series 2010

Resolution No. 35, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE TOWN OF SILT’S BUDGET FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2011, APPROPRIATE FUNDS AND LEVY PROPERTY TAX

Treasurer Woods presented the 2011 budget.
The public hearing opened at 9:55 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing closed at 9:55 p.m.

Trustee Leigh stated for the record that she has a problem with the way the budget is written, and feels that it does not meet the intent of the town’s ordinances.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 35, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE TOWN OF SILT’S BUDGET FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2011, APPROPRIATE FUNDS AND LEVY PROPERTY TAX.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Chief Burris provided an update on what is taking place in his department.  Trustee Fleming congratulated Chief Burris for being awarded Citizen of the Year by the Silt Chamber of Commerce.  Chief Burris stated that if it were not for his staff and the good work that they do, it would not have allowed him the time to work on the items that he was recognized for.  Chief Burris thanked his staff and the good job that they are all doing.    
Trustee Taylor made a motion to extend the meeting to 10:30 p.m.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Fernandez asked about the status of the grocery store survey.  Assistant Administrator Woods stated that the office staff is compiling the answers and hopes to have the outcome of the survey for the board in January.   

Ms. Woods stated that staff is waiting to hear if Garfield County has approved the additional $40,000 requested from the town for the land acquisition.  Trustee Taylor stated that he hopes to have a proposal at a future meeting regarding improvements to the I-70 ramps.  
Trustee Leigh asked about ratifying the phone poll taken on the use of the condominium by Assistant Administrator Woods.  There was discussion regarding Ms. Woods renting the condominium.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve the rental agreement with Pamela Woods for the Town of Silt condominium at a value of $500 per month to include water, sewer, trash, that Ms. Woods pay only $75 monthly towards the utilities, that the remaining $425 be reported on a 1099 form, and that this agreement be revisited in one year should Ms. Woods’ house in Hotchkiss not be sold.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.    

The board addressed a letter provided by Kelly Lyon regarding a proposed water system on Silt Mesa.  The board directed staff to place this on a future agenda, and to invite Kelly Lyon and Scott Dodero to that meeting.  
Mayor Moore asked that the Clean Energy link be removed from the Town of Silt website because it is a private organization.

Executive Session

Trustee Taylor made a motion to go into executive session for a conference with the Town Attorney for the purpose of receiving legal advice on a specific legal question under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(b) and for discussion of a personnel matter under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(f).  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  The board adjourned to executive session at 10:24 p.m.  
At the end of executive session, Mayor Moore made the following statement:  “The time is now 11:00 p.m., and the executive session has concluded.  No formal action was taken in executive session.  The participants in the executive session were:  Dave Moore, Rick Aluise, Bryan Fleming, Nicky Leigh, Paul Taylor, Sonny Fernandez, Joe Sos, Pam Woods, Michael Sawyer and Sheila McIntyre.  For the record, if any person who participated in the executive session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the executive session occurred during the executive session, or that any improper action occurred during the executive session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.“

Trustee Aluise made a motion to instruct Attorney Sawyer to write a letter to Steve Stamey withdrawing our offer of employment as Town Administrator and thanking him for his interest.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 
Trustee Taylor commented about the police report in the packet, stating that the total calls for service includes tickets, arrests and phone calls so that number can be misleading.  It was also clarified that as of January 1, 2011, the police clerk would be helping in the front office two hours a day.
