Interview for Trustee – Teresa Breslin
Teresa Breslin, resident of Silt introduced herself and explained why she would like to be a trustee.  The board proceeded to interview Ms. Breslin.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to appoint Teresa Breslin as Trustee, to fill the remaining term vacated by Joe Sos until the next town election to take place in April 2012.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Clerk McIntyre swore in Ms. Breslin and she was seated immediately.

Resolution No. 5, Series 2011 
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 5, Series 2011, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO APPROVING THE ACCEPTANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS FOR PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION, PHASE 1

Attorney Sawyer briefed the board on the changes made by this resolution, adding that the construction of the bus shelter will take place when deemed necessary by the school district.  Attorney Sawyer also briefly went over the warranty period for the public improvements, and that the acceptance date shall be deemed to be January 11, 2010.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 5, Series 2011, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO APPROVING THE ACCEPTANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS FOR PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION, PHASE 1.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Prayer at meeting discussion
Attorney Sawyer stated that in his research of prayer prior to meetings that prayer is appropriate but that the town cannot be discriminatory.  There was lengthy discussion regarding having prayer at meetings, a moment of silence or continue with just the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Moore stated for the record that he believes in prayer, but understand the diverse circumstances that this could create, and that he would consent to go with a silent prayer.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to begin each meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Fleming voting nay.

Attorney Sawyer gave the board an update on the library, stating that he has been working with the library’s attorney on the closing documents, and that the town and library district should be able to close by March 10, 2011. 
Mr. Sawyer also stated that he attended a meeting regarding the management plan for the open space (Silt River Preserve) of which he is volunteering his time.  He added that if any citizens were interested in participating in this group, he would encourage them to contact staff.

Remote control car track discussion
Present tonight is Silt resident Jerry Wilson who would like the board to entertain the idea of a remote control car track.  He added that Rifle currently has one, but that the use of it is limited due to its location.  He stated that it would be nice to have a track in Silt that would be accessible at any time of day.  Mr. Wilson stated that this is a hobby that is enjoyed by people of all ages, and that having a track in Silt could draw many people, and that it would provide something for kids to enjoy and be more productive.  Mr. Wilson will meet with staff regarding a possible location in the proximity of Stoney Ridge ball field.

Mayor Moore adjourned for a break at 8:25 p.m. and reconvened at 8:35 p.m.

January 2011 financials and balance sheets
Administrator Woods went over the financials, stating that she is very pleased with the current budget.  There was discussion regarding the following:
· Why the general fund does not recognize a value for town hall, 

· The value of an ambulance in possession of the town of $25,000, 

· Accounts receivable where staff found that once A/R is billed out, the money coming back in is being put back into A/R and creating a wash, and that it needs to be shown as both a revenue and expenditure,
· The Victims Assistance fund – staff was asked to break this fund down between victims and police as the police department is allowed to spend up to 50% of this fund,
· The Beautification fund and what the $20,000 budgeted was intended for – it was discussed that it was for engineering costs for Main Street,

· Silt Housing Authority – that there are condo expenditures but no revenues,

· A question regarding the cable expense for Comcast, and
· Qwest being coded to ambulance.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the January 2011 financials and balance sheets.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Town Administrator reports
Administrator Woods stated that she has been asked to sit on the Bond Oversight Committee for Re-2 School District.  She added that the town received 20 applications for the Planner ad and that an offer has been made to one of the applicants.  Staff has received four RFP’s for the Market Feasibility Study, and staff is reviewing them.  Staff has also provided the board with information regarding BMX tracks, adding that this will be on the next agenda for discussion.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Leigh commented about the financials, and a comment made at the last meeting regarding controlling line items versus bottom line.  Trustee Taylor commented about all of the plans the board has up at Stoney Ridge ball field, and cautioned that the board may be moving too fast and overwhelming the public works department.  Trustee Fernandez asked if there was any way that the town could assist the public during clean up week by picking up branches and other stuff from those who are unable to take things to the shop dumpster.  He also commented that once the dumpster door is closed, people have a hard time throwing their things into the dumpster.  Trustee Taylor offered to assist those who physically cannot haul items up to the shop dumpster.  
Trustee Fleming stated that he is excited about the upcoming projects for the community and the kids.  He also thanked the trustees for their input on the prayer discussion, and thanked Ms. Breslin for applying for the trustee vacancy.  Trustee Aluise addressed the other trustee’s comments tonight.  He also asked staff to find out who takes care of the CDoT park and ride area just off of the interchange, adding that it desperately needs cleaning up.  Trustee Aluise also asked to clarify comments made at a previous meeting regarding the police department and a 25% reduction in staff.  He stated that he remembers a time when the town had budgeted for seven officers, not eight, but that due to circumstances within the department there was a short amount of time where there were temporarily eight officers on duty.  

Trustee Aluise added that he would like to see that a shell be added at the time of the stage construction, instead of at a later date.  Administrator Woods asked if the board would consider using some of the money budgeted for the skateboard park to use towards the cost of the cover over the stage.  There was a consensus to have the cover built at the same time as the stage.  Administrator Woods stated that staff would bring back a cost analysis for the cover.

Mayor Moore stated that he would like to build a hedge of fast growing trees between I-70 and the town to help hide some of the less attractive areas on the outskirts of town.  Mayor Moore also commented about some of the comments made by the trustees tonight.  He added that he is excited about the upcoming projects that the board is working on such as the stage, BMX track, remote control car track, and Skateboard Park.

Executive Session

Trustee Taylor made a motion to go into executive session for a conference with the Town Attorney for discussion of a personnel matter under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(f).  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  The board adjourned to executive session at 9:25 p.m.  
At the end of executive session, Mayor Moore made the following statement:  “The time is now 9:57 p.m., and the executive session has concluded.  No formal action was taken in executive session.  The participants in the executive session were:  Dave Moore, Rick Aluise, Bryan Fleming, Nicky Leigh, Paul Taylor, Sonny Fernandez, Teresa Breslin, Pam Woods, and Sheila McIntyre.  For the record, if any person who participated in the executive session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the executive session occurred during the executive session, or that any improper action occurred during the executive session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.“
