Public Comments

Ramona Jaeger representing the Silt Area Chamber of Commerce stated that the Chamber will be hosting a Garfield Re-2 focus group tomorrow night at the firehouse, and that Silt business leaders are being invited to this roundtable to discuss the districts projected budget shortfall.  Ms. Jaeger also commented about two upcoming events by the Chamber, the Easter egg hunt in April and Silt on Sale which will be taking place in May.  
Mayor Moore commented for the record that he objects to the County giving their employees a raise to the amount of $490,000 as reported in the paper today.

Administrator Woods stated that Director Pace would be presenting the chicken ordinance tonight in place of Mike Sawyer.

Interview with THK regarding feasibility study

Present tonight is Dan Conway with THK to talk with the board regarding their Request for Proposal for the feasibility study.  Mr. Conway stated that if their firm should be chosen that they could have the analysis complete in 30 – 45 days.  
Trustee Fleming made a motion to approve THK to continue with the feasibility study.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

American Bicycle Association regarding a BMX track
Nick Adams, representing the American Bicycle Association is here to inform the board and staff on operating a BMX track.  Mr. Adams went over what it would take to sanction the track, the fees associated with races, memberships, and the work involved with having a track.  He stated that the town won’t make a lot of money off the track, but that it would be good for the community and the kids.

Update from Garfield New Energy Communities Initiative (GNECI)
Alice Laird and Bobby Hays are present tonight representing CLEER (fka GNECI).  Ms. Laird provided the board with an update on what has been accomplished by CLEER over the last year, and what they hope to accomplish in 2011.  Ms. Laird stated that they will be coming back to the board with a revised IGA in the near future, and asked the board to consider donating again.

Ordinance No. 1, Series 2011 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 1, Series 2011, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CHAPTER 6.08 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW FOR CHICKENS WITHIN ZONE DISTRICTS R2, R3, AND RESIDENTIAL PUD’S WHEN ALLOWED BY COVENANTS

Director Pace stated that the original ordinance only allowed for chickens in R1 zone districts, and that it was staffs intent to allow chickens in R2, R3 and residential PUD’s when allowed.  

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:17 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 9:17 p.m.

Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 1, Series 2011, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CHAPTER 6.08 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW FOR CHICKENS WITHIN ZONE DISTRICTS R2, R3, AND RESIDENTIAL PUD’S WHEN ALLOWED BY COVENANTS.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Fleming and Mayor Moore voting nay.

February 2011 financials and balance sheets 
Administrator Woods went through the financials and answered questions.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the February 2011 financials and balance sheets.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Town Administrator / Staff Reports
Administrator Woods went through her report and stated that the town recently received a AA+ bond rating.  Past and present staffs were recognized for the work done that contributed to this rating.  Ms. Woods stated that the closing for the bonds is scheduled for April 6, 2011.  Administrator Woods also updated the board on the street light outages that have been forwarded onto Xcel Energy.  She stated that if a citizen requests that a streetlight be turned off, they would need to submit their request to the board.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Leigh commented about monthly meetings being held by Antero to discuss the comprehensive drilling plan and the community development plan that they have agreed to with Silt mesa residents.  Meetings will be on the fourth Wednesday of each month at the Silt Firehouse at 6:30 p.m.  She added that Antero would like to have representation at the meetings from the Town of Silt.
Trustee Taylor commented about possible fencing at the Silt River Preserve.  He stated that once the land is annexed, he feels that it won’t be the town’s obligation to keep the cattle out.  Administrator Woods stated that staff is researching this.  

Trustee Fernandez commented about downed limbs from the recent snowstorm and what people can do with them.  Trustee Taylor offered his services to help those who are disabled or elderly, adding that there is a dumpster at the town shop for limbs.
Mayor Moore addressed the earlier comments about Antero.  He cautioned the people who oppose the drilling, adding that if the drilling companies move out of the area, the community would be in trouble.  He stated that it would cause huge layoffs not only in the drilling industry but also the other companies that help support the drilling, a decrease in the amount of money contributed to the County in taxes, money that comes directly into Silt in not only taxes, but royalties as well, and it could contribute to foreclosures.  Mayor Moore then spoke regarding his opinion of CFL light bulbs, adding that he is against them.

Executive Session

Trustee Aluise made a motion to go into executive session for the purpose of determining positions relative to matters that may be subject to negotiations, developing strategy for negotiation and instructing negotiators under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(e) and  for discussion of a personnel matter under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(f).  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  The board adjourned to executive session at 9:50 p.m.
