There was a consensus to pull the addendum to the Access Control Plan contract and place it on the regular agenda towards the end of the meeting.
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the consent agenda with the exception of the addendum to the Access Control Plan contract to be discussed on the regular agenda, that in the support letter to the Silt Water Conservancy District that the town commit to $1000.00, and that the contract award for the Front Street project be awarded to Frontier Paving.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Present tonight are John Scalzo and Ted Diaz on behalf on the American Legion in Rifle.  The American Legion is raising money for a memorial wall that will contain the names of all Veterans from Western Garfield County.  Mr. Scalzo asked the board to endorse their project, adding that the cost of the wall is anticipated to be $40,000, and that the Legion has already raised over $19,000 in donations to help buy the stones.  Mr. Scalzo stated that they have already raised over $19,000.  It was suggested to add this item to the next agenda.
Cheryl Chandler, President of the Silt Chamber provided the board with an update of upcoming events.  The Titan Trot will be held on April 25, 2009 and will be hosted by Coal Ridge High School. Trustee Fernandez commented about the lack of trash barrels at the Roy Moore soccer field.  Staff will coordinate this concern with Re-2.

COPS Grant
Present tonight is Chief of Police Levy Burris.  Chief Burris stated that additional funding has been released for the COPS hiring program, and he is asking for permission from the board to apply for money to hire an additional two officers.  The program covers 100% of the wages for three years as long as the town commits to retaining the officers and paying their wages for the fourth year of the grant cycle.  Chief Burris added that even though things are slow now, the town will continue to see an increase in population as well as demands for additional service.  By hiring new officers now, it will give the department time to get these people trained and ready to go. 
Trustee Robinson made a motion to the COPS grant application for two additional officers.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 16, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 16, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION FOR PRELIMINARY PLAN APPROVAL FOR A 42.25-ACRE PARCEL KNOWN AS PAINTED PASTURES NORTH SUBDIVISION ALSO KNOWN AS THE BYERLEY PROPERTY, LOCATED NORTH OF THE PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY  
Present tonight are Yvonne Bryant planner with BHH Partners, Toby Guccini owners representative, Neil Galuba attorney for the applicant and Dennis Stahl owner of the project.  Director Carmoney gave his staff presentation of this 42.25-acre project consisting of 94 lots, 78 single-family and 16 duplex lots zoned as R2 and R3.  Mr. Carmoney stated that the applicant is proposing a plan that would include an approximate .409-acre deficit in parkland dedication.  The code requires that 2.247-acres to be dedicated, and the applicant is offering 1.838-acres total.  
Ms. Bryant proceeded with the applicants’ presentation.  There was additional discussion regarding emergency access roads, the historic potato cellar and silo that will remain on the property, trails, parks and open space, domestic water system, and road grades.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:36 p.m.  
Michelle Soet, provided a letter to the board on behalf of several of the homeowners within the Heavenly View subdivision regarding the concerns they have of the Painted Pastures North project.  She stated that one of their concerns is the impact that the project will have on their subdivision, such as access into their subdivision, light pollution, building height, drainage and hookup to the siphon.  Ms. Soet added that they have not been contacted by the developer.
Jessica and Keith Wilson commented about their access that was destroyed by the Camario developer who took away thirty-feet of their access road and cut into the hill.  Ms. Wilson also commented about the walking path along the Ware and Hinds ditch, stating that the ditch was abandoned and given back to the property owners, and that she doesn’t want a path on her property.  Ms. Wilson also asked about the emergency access.
Iris Copeland stated that her biggest issue is privacy, adding that people currently walk all around this private property anyway.  She asked if the homes built along the Heavenly View property line could be limited to single story units to aid with privacy.    
Mr. Galuba stated that the ditch easement that has been discussed, and being referenced as the Ware and Hinds ditch easement has never been owned by Ware and Hinds, and is actually a historic lateral ditch that has been used by the shareholders of the Ware and Hinds ditch.  Mr. Guccini stated that they have not officially met with the Heavenly View property owners as of this date, but intend to once they reach a certain point in their planning process.  
Ms. Soet voiced her concern about the siphon that is fifteen feet from her property, and asked how the developer plans on hooking up to it without disturbing her property.  Mr. Galuba explained that the Silt Pump Canal has the right to perform maintenance and improvements within this easement.  
Mayor Moore closed the public hearing at 9:09 p.m.

There was brief discussion regarding the ten percent road grade on Overo Boulevard and an emergency exit.  Ms. Bryant explained that they would not do a filing for phase two until they could demonstrate an appropriate exit.  There was also discussion regarding parkland and open space, maximum 3500 square foot of irrigated lot space, sidewalks, and water shares that have been dedicated to the town.
Director Carmoney explained the difference between open space and parkland, and that there is a minimum requirement for parkland dedication based on the number of units and residents.  He added that open space is not the same as parkland as it may not all be considered as usable land, and it is not maintained by the town.  Staff recommends that a fee in lieu be paid for the 1.8-acre deficit of parkland dedication.  Ms. Bryant explained that they are putting in several improvements that are not required to the already proposed parks and trails, and that these “extras” make up for the deficit in parkland dedication.  Mr. Guccini stated that they are not in agreement with paying a fee in lieu, adding that they are doing improvements to what they are already giving the town that are not a requirement.     
There was additional discussion regarding the unpaved trails and the use of crusher fines for their construction.  Mr. Galuba stated that the Declarations will state that the Home Owners Association will provide for snow removal on any sidewalks that the town does not choose to maintain.  The board also discussed the building of the trail going up to phase two, and the extended liability that could be attached to it since phase two will not be built out for some time.  It was suggested that a fence could be built to help keep people out of those areas where equipment could be parked as well as the canal that is in the same area.  It was discussed to not build the trail until later in the project.
Trustee Robinson made a motion to continue the meeting to 11:00 p.m.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Town Engineer Dave Kotz explained the proposed water tanks in Mesa View and the pressure that will be available in different parts of both phase one and two of the project.  There was discussion regarding the concerns associated with phase two.  Mr. Galuba explained that the applicant could not move forward until they have addressed all of the issues raised by staff, and that only then would they come back before the board for approval. 
Trustee Robinson commented that the board has heard the concerns of the people from Heavenly View, but that they cannot tell those who own this property what they can do with it.  She added that if they wanted to make sure that their views and privacy were not jeopardized, then they should have bought the property.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve  Resolution No. 16, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION FOR PRELIMINARY PLAN APPROVAL FOR A 42.25-ACRE PARCEL KNOWN AS PAINTED PASTURES NORTH SUBDIVISION ALSO KNOWN AS THE BYERLEY PROPERTY, LOCATED NORTH OF THE PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION, WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY with the conditions as stated by staff, excluding number eleven that we will waive the fee in lieu of the parkland and accept the amount of parkland with the improvements as discussed, and in number thirteen that we will allow the trail in phase two to be put in later and to be constructed of crusher fines with weed control, and that the HOA will maintain that trail, and to add a condition that the engineers will solve the emergency access, the drainage and the water pressure for phase two along with any other issues in phase two before approval of final.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Addendum to Access Control Plan contract

Administrator Suerth stated that there had been previous discussions of adding the scope of the River Frontage Road to the Access Control Plan during the Divide Creek Center application.  Since that time staff has spoken with CDoT who strongly encouraged the town to pursue adding the River Frontage Road to the scope, as there will be issues in the future that will need to be addressed, and it would be beneficial to have that mechanism in place in order to manage future accesses.  
The additional cost to the Access Control Plan proposed by PBS&J would not exceed $9839.00.  Staff feels that this addition is reasonable, adding that it will be billed to the 2010 budget.  Trustee Robinson asked about possible cost recovery from future annexations to help pay for this.    

Trustee Hays made a motion to approve the addendum to the existing contract for PBS&J for $9839.00 for the Access Control Study on River Frontage Road as indicated.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried Mayor Moore voting nay.
