Trustee Leigh asked that items five through eleven be moved to take place under Tab C.

Mayor Moore read the Resolutions of Appreciation and presented them to Meredith Robinson and Bobby Hays of who were both present, and Doug Williams.  

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve items one through four of the consent agenda with the changes requested to the minutes.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Carl McWilliams commented about an article in the Post Independent and the comments made by Cheryl Chandler.  He also acknowledged the candidates’ campaign to immediately balance the budget.  

Bobby Hays asked to be placed on the July 12, 2010 agenda for thirty minutes, adding that if the board continued to do a good job, he may drop the agenda item.  
Susan Taylor commented about the actions taken by the new trustees at the April 26, 2010 meeting, adding that there were no secrets during their campaign on what the candidates were going to do should they be elected, and that they are now doing what they promised. 
Mary Blichmann stated that she was disheartened by the way the new board acted at the April 26, 2010 meeting.  She stated that the manner in which the budget cutting was done was unprofessional and that the trustees could have been more compassionate.  She added that she didn’t vote for them to deceive good, hard working people in the manner that they did.  Ms. Blichmann stated that it was obvious that the trustees orchestrated everything before they even came to the meeting.  She added that the new board has embarrassed the town and treated people with utter disrespect and that they need to clean it up and be more professional.
Ramona Jaeger gave the board an update on upcoming Chamber events.  She stated that Silt on Sale would be held on May 15th.  Ms. Jaeger stated that the Economic Development Committee is looking forward to working with the Town of Silt and to start implementing the Comprehensive Plan as well as the Community Revitalization Plan in an effort to improve the town.

Tod Tibbetts commented about the candidate’s forum and that it was great that it was streamed through the internet on the Parachute website.  Mr. Tibbetts offered his technical services to help bring that same technology to the Town of Silt at no charge.       
Peggy Swank, Marcia Smith, Joan Nestor and Kim Price with the Silt Heyday Committee stated that they are concerned about what support will be available to them by the town for their non-profit event based on recent board actions. 
Dewey Fanti thanked the new trustees and stated that he would like to take a little more time to give them credit and thank them again in the near future.  He added that he is glad that the new trustees are expediting what they are doing for the budget.
Casey Christensen thanked Trustee Leigh for taking the brunt of a bad situation by being blindsided at the April 26, 2010 meeting by the other trustees.  He added that he felt there were personal issues at that meeting, and stated that the Mayor acted very unprofessionally.  Mr. Christensen added that he doesn’t believe that the Mayor is representing the Town of Silt, only a portion of it.  He added that there are different ways to cut a budget, and that it will cost more to hire contract labor to fill the empty positions.  He commented that he would like to see more cooperation between everyone on the board.  He stated that Silt had gotten better over the last few years, adding that the last administration were good people who did a good job, and that they shouldn’t have been treated the way they were.  
Mark Rinehart stated that his involvement in the election helped his desire to know more about the town.  He added that he hates to see the departure of Gale Carmoney and wonders where the P & Z will be in the future.  Mr. Rinehart thanked Mr. Carmoney for the work that he has done for the town.    
Ray Lloyd thanked the board for the actions that they took at the April 26, 2010 meeting and that they were appropriate.  He added that those who don’t agree with the actions, maybe just don’t understand.  
John Evans went through questions that he has for the board regarding the budget, Planning & Zoning, cutting of staff hours, CIRSA training, a sidewalk, curb and gutter plan, and updating the employee handbook.  Mr. Evans stated that he would ask to be on a future agenda to address these issues.  

Bill and Susan Harding stated that they reviewed the budget that was passed last year by the board.  Mr. Harding added that citizens had a chance to protest the budget, of which no one did.  He added that they are concerned about the way the new board handled themselves at the last meeting, and that they were presumptuous and got rid of good people.  He added that the board came across as insulting not only to those who were released, but to the citizens as well.  Mr. Harding added that the staff did some good things for the town, and that those things were not acknowledged.  He stated to both Trustees Leigh and Fernandez to hang in there, adding that he is concerned about the 5–2 votes.  He asked the board not to think as the (SOS) group, but to think individually and to remember that they represent the citizens.

Agenda Changes

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Leigh read a statement addressing the procedure for changing the budget, and feels that the procedure was not followed at the last meeting.  Ms. Leigh stated that she expected budget discussions, not to be blindsided, and that numerous motions were passed that never once talked about the budget.  She added that the Mayor refers to himself as Godfather Moore and the SOS (Save Our Silt) group as the Thugs from Chicago.  Trustee Leigh stated that she sees the potential for new lawsuits because items were railroaded through without proper consideration and deliberation.  She added that Administrator Suerth was fired not for cause, but because without talking to her, the new board members thought that she would not be suitable to work with.  Trustee Leigh went on to talk about the increased cost to the town for the interim administrator, and the hiring freeze that was placed at the last meeting, even though persons were appointed later on in the meeting.  She stated that she feels that the board cannot fire the two people in the Community Development Department, or reduce the hours of specific employees.  She stated that the board should have worked on a supplemental budget and direct the town administrator to use the new budget.  She also asked the board not to substitute opinion for fact, adding that department heads in New Castle and Rifle are not required to attend board meetings as was directed by the Silt board at the last meeting.  Trustee Leigh stated that she would like to see open budget discussions, and asked that the Mayor and the new trustees be open with everyone.         

Trustee Taylor stated that he didn’t appreciate being called a Thug from Chicago.  He added that the terminations of Betsy Suerth and Gene Duran were based on their contracts not being renewed.  He stated that they have a plan, and that things are going to smooth out.  Trustee Taylor added that they would continue to live up to their campaign promises, and that it may not be a popular thing for some of the people in Silt.  

Trustee Sos asked that everyone pay attention and tell him how they are going to balance the budget.  He added that the board is trying to do the best that they can on this issue.  He stated that the cuts were not intentional, but that the staff knew it was coming.  Trustee Sos stated that we all have to work together.       
Trustee Fernandez stated that he is declining anymore pay and asking that the rest of the board do the same, and to do something for the community.    
Trustee Fleming thanked everyone for coming to the meeting and stated that he is listening to what is being said.
Trustee Aluise stated that he would also donate his check back to the town as well.  He clarified information brought up by Trustee Leigh regarding the legal fees budgeted in Wellington, the amount of time that the interim administrator will be scheduled to work for the town, and budget changes according to the Charter.  Mr. Aluise also explained his reason for sitting on board, and that he felt like his voice wasn’t being heard as a citizen.     
Mayor Moore stated that there are plans to meet with CIRSA soon.  He added that the board will need a copy of the assets for the ambulance department, and that there will be discussions regarding the disbursements of those assets.  Mayor Moore talked about the lodging tax, and how he would like to take this stream of revenue and borrow money against the enterprise fund to make major improvements downtown.  He added that he would like to get sidewalks on Grand Avenue.  Mayor Moore stated that he would like to bring the town and the people closer together, and added that he would also like to bring music and entertainment to the town, by forming a committee to bring bluegrass concerts to Silt.  He stated that the SOS group was called Thugs from Chicago, and that he made a satire out of it.

Interim Administrator Farrar stated that the following resolutions are a follow up on the actions taken at the last board meeting and/or the Home Rule Charter.  Mr. Farrar added that he would do his best to stay under twenty hours per week to stay within the budget.

Resolution No. 13, Series 2010

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 13, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING DAVIS FARRAR AS THE INTERIM TOWN ADMINISTRATOR 
Trustee Leigh commented that a hiring freeze was passed for replaced or new persons.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to have the hiring freeze not apply to appointed positions that are required by the Home Rule Charter, State Statutes or Municipal Code.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Trustee Leigh stated that she would still like to know the procedure for developing the salary of the various people hired, and that a comparison was not provided to all of the board members.  There was discussion regarding the rates at which the interim positions were hired.  Trustee Leigh stated that she feels a budget meeting should be scheduled as soon as possible in order to get updated budgets that account for severance that has been paid out, adding that it would be helpful to the interim staff.  
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve Resolution No. 13, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING DAVIS FARRAR AS THE INTERIM TOWN ADMINISTRATOR at a rate of $95 per hour, not to exceed 30 hours per week, and that he will do his best to keep it closer to 20 hours per week.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 14, Series 2010

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 14, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING WALTER BROWN AS THE INTERIM TOWN ATTORNEY 
Trustee Leigh commented on Mr. Brown’s resume, and what his qualifications are, adding that surrounding communities are paying much less than $200 per hour for their contract attorneys.  Mr. Brown gave a brief history of his years as an attorney, and asked that Lee Leavenworth also be appointed to cover for him should he not be available at times.  Mr. Brown also stated that the board would only be paying for one attorney tonight even though both he and Mr. Leavenworth are present.      

Trustee Taylor stated that he would donate his trustee check as well.
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Resolution No. 14, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING WALTER BROWN AS THE INTERIM TOWN ATTORNEY.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 15, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING LEVY BURRIS AS THE CHIEF OF POLICE, 
Resolution No. 16, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING SHEILA McINTYRE AS THE TOWN CLERK,

Resolution No. 17, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING CONNIE STEVENS AS THE TOWN TREASURER,

Trustee Leigh commented that she still feels that Ordinance No. 13, Series 2008 stands and that these positions do not require reappointment.  Attorney Leavenworth stated that it is his legal opinion that the board lacked legal authority to adopt Ordinance 13, Series 2008, and that it is null and of no force and effect.  Mr. Leavenworth added that Ordinance 13-08 should be repealed because it amended the code in regards to the Personnel Board.  
Trustee Sos made a motion to approve Resolution No’s. 15, 16, 17, 18, and 19, Series 2010 as listed above.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore adjourned for a break at 8:50 p.m. and reconvened at 9:00 p.m.

Mayor Moore briefly discussed Tod Tibbetts’ offer to streamline the meetings on the Town of Silt website.  There was a board consensus to have Mr. Tibbetts provide Administrator Farrar with a proposal and any associated costs.

Resolution No. 22, Series 2010 
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 22, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING LOYAL (LEE) LEAVENWORTH AS INTERIM ASSISTANT TOWN ATTORNEY AND SPECIAL WATER COUNSEL 
Attorney Leavenworth stated that due to scheduling issues that Attorney Brown may have, that he would be willing to assist the town.  He added that he had previous conflicts of interest, but that is no longer the case.  

Attorney Brown added that by bringing on Mr. Leavenworth they are not trying to replace Mark Hermunstad, the current water attorney for the town, but that he will serve as an additional skilled attorney in this field.

Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Resolution No. 22, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES APPOINTING LOYAL (LEE) LEAVENWORTH AS INTERIM ASSISTANT TOWN ATTORNEY AND SPECIAL WATER COUNSEL.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
3.2 Beer Retail License Renewal – Kum & Go

Clerk McIntyre stated that staff has reviewed this renewal, that there have been no issues with this licensee according to the Chief of Police, and that staff recommends approval.  
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve the 3.2 Retail License Renewal for Kum & Go.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Planning & Zoning Commissioner Interviews – Meredith Robinson, Bobby Hays and Janet Aluise
Trustee Aluise recused himself and left the room.
Director Carmoney gave an update of the current Planning Commission explaining that there are currently four vacancies, two as regular voting members and two alternate positions.  

Meredith Robinson, Bobby Hays and Janet Aluise were each interviewed.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to appoint Meredith Robinson and Janet Aluise to the permanent positions and Bobby Hays to the alternate position until such time as a code amendment is approved to make all seven commission positions regular voting positions with no alternates.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously with Trustee Aluise having recused himself.

Approval of solar contract with El Sol Solar / A Division of Ed Cortez Building Inc. 
Attorney Brown stated that the board has been provided with a redline of the contract.  Attorney Leavenworth stated that he has met with Mr. Cortez and that the contract has been amended with the necessary changes.  Mr. Leavenworth went through the changes and recommended that the board approve the contract as revised.  
Trustee Leigh made a motion to accept the construction contract with Ed Cortez Building Inc. to do the solar on Senior Housing, the Wastewater Treatment building and Town Hall, and that it is contingent on getting the grant confirmed with CLEER.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to extend the meeting until 10:30 p.m.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Discussion regarding Ordinance No. 4, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 13, SERIES 2008
Attorney Leavenworth briefed the board on this ordinance that will come back to them at the next meeting.  He explained that Ordinance 13, Series 2008 in his opinion is null and in no force and effect.

Discussion regarding Ordinance No. 5, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 2.08.080 AND 2.08.240 AND 2.08.250 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO PROVISIONS REGARDING MUNICIPAL COURT
Attorney Leavenworth stated that this ordinance is part of the repeal of Ordinance No. 13, Series 2008.  This ordinance will make the Municipal Judge appointment pursuant to the Home Rule Charter, and it will also clean up the code to allow twenty days to make a jury demand to conform to State law.  This ordinance will also come back to the board at their next meeting.

Emergency Ordinance No. 6, Series 2010
Mayor Moore read emergency Ordinance No. 6, Series 2010, AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT EXTENDING A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE LOCATION AND LICENSING OF BUSINESSES THAT SELL, DISTRIBUTE OR CULTIVATE MEDICAL MARIJUANA AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 
Attorney Leavenworth explained that the town’s current moratorium is set to expire on May 23, 2010, and that he is recommending that the board continue the moratorium for a period of 120 days.  During that time, it is his expectation that he will receive clarification from the State legislature with the passage of legislation at the State level.  This would then allow staff an opportunity to develop regulations for the town in light of any State legislation on the subject, unless the board’s direction is to ban medical marijuana dispensaries as a violation of federal law.    
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 6, Series 2010, AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT EXTENDING A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE LOCATION AND LICENSING OF BUSINESSES THAT SELL, DISTRIBUTE OR CULTIVATE MEDICAL MARIJUANA AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY with the corrections to the ordinance as noted.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

The board had discussion regarding the motion made at the April 26, 2010 meeting to freeze all Board of Trustees contributions for the remainder of 2010.  They also discussed approving contributions on a case-by-case basis.   
Peggy Swank with the Silt Heyday Committee briefed the board on the contributions that have been made by the town over the years.  Trustee Fleming suggested using money out of the Construction Impact Fund for the town’s obligation to this event, and Trustee Leigh questioned if that can be done.     
Trustee Aluise made a motion to amend the ban on charitable contributions, and to consider them on a case-by-case basis.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh abstaining.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion that it is the intent of the board to consider Silt Heyday contributions as in-kind with the details to be worked out in a work session.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Leigh made a motion to extend the meeting for thirty minutes.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Sos left the meeting at 10:40 p.m.

Resolution No. 20, Series 2010
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 20, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION ELIMINATING THE POSITIONS OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR AND PLANNING TECHNICIAN FOR THE TOWN DUE SOLELY TO BUDGET CONSTRAINTS AND PROVIDING TO THE PERSONS CURRENTLY HOLDING SAID POSITIONS ONE MONTH OF SEVERANCE PAY AND THREE MONTHS OF HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS TO BE PAID BY THE TOWN  

Administrator Farrar stated that this resolution is a follow up to action taken by the board at the April 26, 2010 meeting.  Mr. Farrar added that during his time working with Mr. Carmoney he has very much appreciated his working efforts, and his time and service to the town.    

Trustee Leigh stated that she does not believe that the board has the power to eliminate a position, and that these positions do not report to the board.  Ms. Leigh added that CIRSA could look at this as a liability to the board, and that the board should not be handling administrative functions.  Trustee Leigh stated that there have been no budgetary discussions, and that she feels that the board is overstepping their bounds by eliminating these positions.  Ms. Leigh also commented that department heads were not given the opportunity to help reduce their budgets.     

Trustee Aluise stated that the Home Rule Charter clearly spells out that the board has the authority to control the budget.  He added that the board is not firing anyone, but that they are eliminating positions.  
Attorney Leavenworth stated that the board does have the authority to do whatever is necessary to control the budget.  He added that the cuts are not directed at personnel but at positions.   Attorney Brown also stated that the board has the power to control the budget.
Trustee Fleming made a motion to extend the meeting another thirty minutes.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.
Trustee Leigh stated that she thinks the board is putting the cart before the horse, and that they should be coming up with a monetary value for the positions and let the administrator decide how to run the departments.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 20, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION ELIMINATING THE POSITIONS OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR AND PLANNING TECHNICIAN FOR THE TOWN DUE SOLELY TO BUDGET CONSTRAINTS AND PROVIDING TO THE PERSONS CURRENTLY HOLDING SAID POSITIONS ONE MONTH OF SEVERANCE PAY AND THREE MONTHS OF HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS TO BE PAID BY THE TOWN.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.

Resolution No. 21, Series 2010
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 21, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION REDUCING THE POSITION OF DEPUTY TOWN CLERK FOR THE TOWN TO A HALF-TIME POSITION DUE SOLELY TO BUDGET CONSTRAINTS AND PROVIDING TO THE PERSON CURRENTLY HOLDING SAID POSITION ALL THE HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS OF A FULL-TIME POSITION TO BE PAID BY THE TOWN AND THAT THIS REDUCTION BE IN EFFECT UNTIL THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES REVIEWS THE TOWN BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2011

Administrator Farrar stated that this resolution has two versions in the packet with one version addressing both the positions of Deputy Town Clerk and Police Clerk, and the other version addressing only the Deputy Town Clerk.  Mr. Farrar stated that the Chief of Police is offering other alternatives in order to keep the Police Clerk as a full-time position.   

Chief Burris explained the various duties of the clerk and the amount of time necessary for her to complete them.  Her position also allows the officers to spend more time out in the community without spending additional time in the office.  The Police Clerk is also able to address citizen calls and issues immediately without the need of having an officer come into the office to then take care of them.     
The trustees stated that they would be in favor of bringing the discussion of the Police Clerk back to a work session to discuss in more depth.
Trustee Leigh stated that for the record that she has the same objections as stated in the prior motion.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 21, Series 2010, A RESOLUTION REDUCING THE POSITION OF DEPUTY TOWN CLERK FOR THE TOWN TO A HALF-TIME POSITION DUE SOLELY TO BUDGET CONSTRAINTS AND PROVIDING TO THE PERSON CURRENTLY HOLDING SAID POSITION ALL THE HEALTH INSURANCE BENEFITS OF A FULL-TIME POSITION TO BE PAID BY THE TOWN AND THAT THIS REDUCTION BE IN EFFECT UNTIL THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES REVIEWS THE TOWN BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.

Staff reports
Administrator Farrar asked for an agreeable date for a work session, and it was decided to meet on April 20, 2010 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Administrator Farrar stated that the recreation director is asking permission to spend money out of her budget to send kids to a softball clinic in Denver.  There was a consensus to let the Town Administrator use his discretion.  Administrator Farrar also updated the board on an Antero Drilling plan of up to 284 wells between Divide Creek and Garfield Creek, adding that he will offer comments regarding this plan to the BLM.    
Administrator Farrar stated that Kelly Lyon has offered to represent Silt on the Energy Advisory Board if the board approves.  There was a consensus to have staff draft a letter of endorsement to the EAB, endorsing Mr. Lyon.  The board asked that Mr. Lyon provide a report of those meetings that he attends to the board.
Mayor Moore expressed his appreciation to Gale Carmoney, adding that he did a fine job and will be missed, and wished him the best of luck.  

Trustee Taylor commented to Public Works Director Pace that there have been many requests to have the tennis courts resurfaced, to provide new volleyball, tennis court and basketball nets, and to have the horseshoe pits reinstalled in Veteran’s Park.  Mr. Taylor asked that staff provide a cost estimate of these requests at the next meeting.  There was brief discussion regarding options of patching the tennis courts until the town has the funds to replace it.  The Administrator was directed to see if there is money available in either the Park Impact Fee fund or the Conservation Trust Fund for the tennis courts.       
Administrator Farrar asked for a change in agenda format to move all consultant items up to the front so that they can be dismissed earlier in the meeting.  Trustee Taylor also suggested moving department heads to the beginning after public comments as well.  

Mayor Moore thanked Director Pace for placing the sand bags on the riverbank at the Dog Park.  Mr. Pace added that the town has a permit with the Army Corp of Engineers that is good for three years should they want to get in and do a better job on the banks.
