Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve items 1, 2 and 4 of the consent agenda with the minute clarification as requested.   Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.   
There was brief discussion regarding some of the language in the community garden waiver.  Attorney Duran will adjust this language as suggested.  
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 21, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A COMMUNITY GARDEN IN THE TOWN OF SILT with the change to the waiver language as discussed.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Changes

Trustee Leigh asked to move the trustee vacancy discussion forward on the agenda to take place before the Congregational Church applications.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Hays stated that the memo that was handed out tonight prepared by him is his personal feelings on a couple of projects in town.  There was discussion regarding easements along the canals, and if persons are allowed to walk along the ditches.  Neil Goluba, attorney for the Grand River Ditch company clarified that people do not have the right to walk along the ditch as the easement is on private property.  He added that the easement is for the ditch company and is not a pedestrian easement.    

Mayor Moore commented on the number of signs in the roundabout, adding that he feels that it is overkill, and wondered if the yellow and black signs could be removed as they take up so much room.  He also commented on the water in the canal at the Dog Park and that it is spilling over onto the Town of Silt’s property.  Staff will be contacting the ditch owner regarding a solution to this issue.

Trustee Hays made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Silt Discount Liquors – Renewal

No representative was present tonight.  Attorney Duran stated that staff reviewed the renewal application, and that an address check was done on this location by the police department, which contained no areas of concern.  He added that the paperwork is in order and recommends approval.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the renewal of the Retail Liquor License for Silt Discount Liquors.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 

Trustee Hays made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Approval of 2008 audit by Paul Holscher

Administrator Suerth stated that Paul Holscher was here for a work session prior to tonight’s meeting to answer any questions regarding the 2008 audit.  There was discussion regarding the software problems that the town has experienced with Caselle over the last year, and the possible purchase of an update to the software in the next year’s budget.   

Trustee Robinson suggested looking into a different software program that doesn’t have the number of problems that staff is experiencing with Caselle.  Trustee Robinson also stated that she feels that the town should do a request for proposal to find a local auditor for next years audit process.  
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve the 2008 audit as presented by Paul Holscher.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 22, Series 2009

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 22, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR THE PAINTED PASTURES MULTI-FAMILY LOTS 1001-1006 LOCATED SOUTH OF SABINO LANE IN THE PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION AND NORTH OF MAIN STREET (STATE ROAD 6/24) WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

Present tonight are Mark Hogan, planner and architect, Toby Gucinni, representative for SRC, Neil Goluba, attorney for the applicant and Derrick Walter, engineer.
Director Carmoney went through his staff report on the request for the six multi-family lots within the Painted Pastures subdivision.  He added that the final plat would be brought to the board for approval in the near future prior to issuance of building permits. 

Mark Hogan stated that they have no problems with the staff conditions and would appreciate approval of their applications.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:00 p.m.  There were no public comments and the Mayor closed the public hearing at 8:00 p.m.

Trustee Leigh stated that she is concerned with the parking, and asked where additional visitors would park.  The applicant explained that parking would be allowed on both sides of Sabino Lane.  There was brief discussion regarding the exterior look of the townhomes, and xeriscaping that will use both drought tolerant and native landscaping.  
Mayor Moore complimented Director Carmoney for doing a great job on this application and presentation.  Director Carmoney stated that in order for the applicant to obtain a Certificate of Occupancy on the multi-family units, all of the infrastructure improvements must be accepted by the town, and this will require an amendment to the SIA.  He added that CDoT has provided a temporary permit, allowing the applicant to extend construction of the roundabout until the next building season.  There was additional discussion about parking spaces and the possibility of assigning spaces to each unit.

Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee vacancy direction

Administrator Suerth explained that the trustee vacancy is still open and that staff has not received any letters of interest to this date.  Staff is recommending that the deadline be extended until May 20, 2009.  There was a consensus to extend the deadline until May 26, 2009, and to not expend any additional money on advertising.  There was discussion about the language in the Charter in regards to holding a special election if a vacancy is not filled.  Attorney Duran stated that it would not be cost effective to hold a special election, when the town will be having a regular election in April 2010, and the person elected to fill the vacancy would only serve for a few months.  Trustee Robinson agreed that if there were no interest in the current vacancy, how would they get people to run in an election.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to leave the solicitation period open until May 26, 2009.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 8, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING 4.88-ACRES KNOWN AS THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY ANNEXATION TO R-2 GENERAL RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, LOCATED ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 19, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST INTERSECTION OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, AND STATE OF COLORADO

Resolution No. 20, Series 2009

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 20, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST INTERSECTION OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, AND STATE OF COLORADO

Present tonight are Dave Bartlett, moderator for the church, Mary Gunter, from the site building committee and Randy Jorgenson, pastor of the church.  Director Carmoney gave his staff presentation on all four agenda items pointing out the flood plain, wetlands, possible future development to the western portion of the property, parking and irrigation.  The applicant will be dedicating .22 shares of the .875 shares that they own of Grand River Ditch irrigation water to accommodate the needs for the church.  The applicant has asked for a waiver of all construction impact fees until the western portion of the property has been developed.  The impact fees for the property that the church would be developed on are $11,156.96.  The church is asking the board to work with them to allow phase construction of the landscaping and sidewalk and to waive the construction impact fees.  

Mr. Bartlett stated that the church would like to keep their shares of the Grand River Ditch and irrigate the property themselves, and not be part of the town’s irrigation system.  He added that the church has no development plans at this time for the western portion of the property.        

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:07 p.m.

Brooke Caldwell stated that she welcomes the church as a neighbor, adding that her concern would be the development of the western portion of the property.  She stated that she is not in favor of high-density development, and that there are already issues in that area with parking, cars and lighting.  Ms. Caldwell just asked that her concerns be kept in mind when future development is pursued for the western portion of this property, and that only single-family dwellings be considered.   

Mayor Moore closed the public hearing at 9:10 p.m.

Trustee Hays asked if the church would consider selling part of the property to the town to be used as parkland, and Mr. Bartlett stated that they would be glad to deal with anyone interested in purchasing the excess property.  There was discussion regarding the waiver of the impact fees, and Trustee Leigh stated that she is against waiving the fees but would consider waiting to collect them once the church is able to sell the western portion of the property.  She also asked if they felt there would be enough parking considering all of the different uses that may take place at the church, along with what would be necessary for regular church services.  Trustee Leigh voiced her concern about the church wanting to keep their irrigation rights instead of signing them over and tying onto the town’s irrigation system.  Trustee Leigh also suggested putting the landscaping in at the same time as the sidewalk.  Trustee Leigh asked about the timing of putting in the parking lot in conjunction with tearing down the existing single-family rental home.  Mr. Bartlett stated that he feels the timing can be easily worked out.  Mr. Bartlett stated that they would have no problem putting in a bicycle rack.  

Mayor Moore complimented Director Carmoney on his work on this application.  Trustee Hays stated that he feels the church should think about the future, and that there may eventually be a need for additional parking.  Mr. Bartlett stated that they would have no problem adding more parking in the future should they need to.  Trustee Hays asked the church if they would consider selling some of their land to the town to use as parkland in exchange for fees that the church will owe to the town for their project.
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 7, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING 4.88-ACRES KNOWN AS THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY ANNEXATION, LOCATED ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE, GARFIELD COUNTY, COLORADO INTO THE TOWN OF SILT AND Annexation and Development Agreement and to direct staff to meet with the applicant to work out the details regarding irrigation rights and construction impact fees in the ADA before second reading.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Robinson having recused herself.  

Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 8, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, ZONING 4.88-ACRES KNOWN AS THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY ANNEXATION TO R-2 GENERAL RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, LOCATED ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Robinson having recused herself.
Trustee Sos made a motion to approve Resolution No. 19, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST INTERSECTION OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, AND STATE OF COLORADO.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Robinson having recused herself. 
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Resolution No. 20, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH OF THE VALLEY LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST INTERSECTION OF FIRST STREET AND HOME AVENUE WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, AND STATE OF COLORADO with the condition that the language is changed regarding tearing down the house before the parking lot is installed and the Certificate of Occupancy is issued.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Robinson having recused herself.

Trustee Hays made a motion to extend the meeting to 10:15 p.m.   Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth went through her staff report addressing utility collections, liens on foreclosures, outstanding rent at senior housing, accounts receivables and collection agencies, charges for staff time on applications and a possible increase in application fees, the County forgiving the county shop debt of $150,000, energy audits with CLEER, the upcoming joint Board of Trustees and Planning Commission meeting, the roundabout center decision, spring clean-up update, the “Welcome to Silt” sign located in the CDoT right-of-way, and building incentive programs in other communities.
Trustee Hays made a motion to extend the meeting until 10:30 p.m.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  
Mayor Moore stated that he would like to write a letter to developers encouraging them to use local contractors and buy local instead of waiting for an incentive program to be developed.  Trustee Leigh suggested offering an incentive for using local labor and supplies.  Attorney Duran pointed out that the board needs to consider the important policy issues, the economic well being of the town and the legal consequences when approaching something like this.  Administrator Suerth added that the town has a procurement policy that encourages local contractors to submit bids.   
Administrator Suerth continued her staff report with an update on the RV parked behind the Baptist church, the landscaping at the Baptist church and that the Camario cleanup is now complete.
Attorney Duran stated that he has been approached by the prosecutor for both Parachute and Rifle, and asked that if they have a conflict in court if he could help them and the same if he has a conflict in Silt that they could step in for him.
