4) Contract – Davis Farrar

Trustee Taylor made a motion to accept the contract with Western Slope Consultants with the addition of the hours worked added, the deletion of travel time pay, and to pay Mr. Farrar the current IRS mileage rate for business travel (not to and from Silt), and that he is covered by CIRSA for liability insurance.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the consent agenda with the typo correction requested to the minutes.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Carl McWilliams read a brief statement thanking the Save Our Silt group for living up to their campaign promises.
Bobby Hays reminded the board that in the near future there is a balloon payment coming due on one of the towns’ loans.  
Peggy Swank with the Heyday Committee provided the board with the CIRSA quote for their event, and stated that the event date has been changed to July 31 and August 1, 2010 so that it does not compete with the County Fair.

Bill Harding addressed the BLM drilling of 284 wells that will be taking place across the river.  Administrator Farrar added that he has been in contact with neighboring communities regarding this drilling plan and the possibility of providing a joint response to the BLM.  Trustee Aluise asked about the town looking into a watershed protection ordinance.

Agenda Changes

Administrator Farrar commented about the modification to the agenda in an effort to get the consultants out as early as possible.  He added that he would also ask that the department heads be excused early once their agenda items are complete.  

Director Pace stated that the concept plan for the BMX track has been postponed until the June 14, 2010 meeting.
Trustee Leigh asked that only items with supporting documents be allowed to be on the agenda.

Ordinance No. 4, Series 2010 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 4, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 13, SERIES 2008
Attorney Brown briefed the board on this ordinance and recommended approval.  Administrator Farrar added that this ordinance repeals those ordinances that were done in error in an attempt to amend the Home Rule Charter.

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:43 p.m.  There were no public comments, and the Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:43 p.m.

Trustee Leigh stated that 307 people did vote for this, and that she would like to see a ballot question worded properly to go before the people again in the November election to see how they really feel about it.  She added that the intent was to take the administrative functions away from the board and give them to the administrator as recommended by both CIRSA and Gary Suiter.  

Trustee Leigh stated for the record that past Attorney Duran originally developed the ordinance being discussed tonight and it was discussed prior to the removal of Administrator Suerth and Attorney Duran, and had nothing to do with the election.  She added that it was first discussed in February, and that she is tired of people saying that it is the Save Our Silt group who are responsible for this.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 4, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO, REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 13, SERIES 2008.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 5, Series 2010 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 5, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 2.08.080 AND 2.08.240 AND 2.08.250 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO PROVISIONS REGARDING MUNICIPAL COURT   

Attorney Brown stated that this ordinance is to bring the town into compliance with State Statutes to give persons twenty days to request a jury trial.  

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:48 p.m.  There were no public comments and the Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:48 p.m.

Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 5, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 2.08.080 AND 2.08.240 AND 2.08.250 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING TO PROVISIONS REGARDING MUNICIPAL COURT.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

MiraLoma – Accepting irrigation shares in-lieu of tap fees
Present tonight are Mark Rauch with Pierpont Mesa LLC, the successor of MiraLoma and Public Works Director Gerry Pace.  Director Pace explained the proposed exchange of nine FICO shares for the tap fees required for the phase one open space.  Mr. Pace stated that the town has been in the market for FICO shares because the pump Canal is an unreliable source of water, and the Eagles View Subdivision has the Pump Canal as its primary source.  The developer is requesting that the 2008 tap fee rate be used based on the fact that the new owners are still facing a slow economy.  8.23 EQR’s at $4900 would be a value of $40,327, and the upper pressure zone surcharge fee of $600 per EQR included in the ADA, which would add $4938 to the cost for a total of $45,265.  Mr. Pace stated that the town has been offered FICO shares for $6000 per share in 2009 and more recently has been offered shares for $5000, and he added that the water would still be metered.  Director Pace recommended that the board accept the irrigation shares in-lieu of tap fees.   
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the exchange of the 8.23 EQR’s for the irrigation tap fee and for the upper pressure zone fee in exchange for nine FICO shares as full and complete fulfillment of the obligation of irrigation tap fees and upper pressure zone fees.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Discussion regarding Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO APPROVING A COST RECOVERY AGREEMENT AND AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO IMPLEMENT SUCH AGREEMENT 
Administrator Farrar explained that Dave Johnson is present tonight, and that he is a recipient of cost recapture agreement as he owns Lot 1.  Mr. Farrar continued by explaining the concept of the ordinance that will come back for first reading at the June 14, 2010 meeting.  This Cost Recovery Agreement will provide the terms and conditions for adjoining properties that benefit from the infrastructure installed by Silt Hospitality LLC.  Staff explained that letters were sent to all of the affected developers requesting any input they might wish to have on the proposed agreement.    
Mr. Johnson stated that he had no knowledge of the cost recovery agreement and that he will be working with staff to work something out that is fair to everybody.  
There was a consensus to direct staff to work with Dave Johnson and come back with that information at the next meeting.

Skateboard park proposal by Max Sommers
Present tonight is Max Sommers who is asking the town to consider building a skateboard park.  Mr. Sommers went through the community benefits of having the park, the cost and features as well as the funding opportunities available.  

The board stated that they feel that this is an excellent idea, and asked Mr. Sommers to bring back more information including a sketch plan, and pictures of parks that he feels kids would like.  
Staff was asked to put information on the access channel encouraging people to give their input, and possible locations where they would like to see a skateboard park built.  Chief Burris stated that he would be happy to be part of a group working to put in a skateboard park to assist them with various regulations or other issues associated with a skateboard park.

Continued public hearing of Ordinance No. 7, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CHAPTER 6.08 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW FOR CHICKENS WITHIN TOWN LIMITS
Administrator Farrar stated that since this is a land use issue, that it will be going to the Planning Commission first for their review.  This item will be brought back to the board on June 14, 2010. 
Trustee Aluise made a motion to continue Ordinance No. 7, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CHAPTER 6.08 OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW FOR CHICKENS WITHIN TOWN LIMITS until the June 14, 2010 meeting.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates from Board / Board Comments
Trustee Fernandez stated that people are very happy with the big flowerpots being placed in town and that they look really nice.  Trustee Fleming stated that he enjoyed the work session, adding that it was very beneficial.  He added that he is stoked about the idea of a skateboard park.  Trustee Sos stated that he is happy with the agendas, and admires the board for their decisions.  He added that he also feels that the town should move forward with the skateboard park.  Trustee Taylor stated that he feels that the skateboard park is a wonderful idea, and would like to see it incorporated with a BMX park.  
Trustee Leigh stated that she is also in favor of a skateboard park.  She added that she still has problems relating to the new board, and that she still has a trust problem.  She stated that she feels that the new board is not always speaking from fact, but from opinion and agenda.  Ms. Leigh stated that she also feels that the new board has increased their risk of liability by getting involved with administrative functions, when they have been warned by CIRSA and Gary Suiter not to overstep those bounds.  She stated that she believes that each of the people recently affected by a termination or reduction in hours, had a run in with at least one member of the board or their families.  She added that the budget has not been reduced by a significant amount as was thought by the staff reduction.  Trustee Leigh stated that CIRSA will be holding a webinar on Liability Issues for Elected Officials on May 26, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. and advised everyone to watch it.  
Trustee Leigh stated that she would like to see a change to the Charter, Section 2-9 regarding Board Compensation in order to reduce the boards pay in economic times such as these, adding that she agrees that the board should be paid for their efforts, but if staff is being terminated due to budget constraints, then the board should take a cut as well.  Ms. Leigh also commented that the town is on track with the current budget, adding that four of the current board members approved this same budget last year.  
Trustee Fernandez stated that the board is the heartbeat of the community, and that the new board needs to move forward in a positive way.  Trustee Taylor stated that he had served on the CIRSA Liability Committee and CIRSA Safety Committee for seven years, and that CIRSA should not be telling the board how to run the town.  He added that he feels that the board is starting to get trust back, and that they did what they did for a reason.  Mr. Taylor added that if past administration had told the board how bad the budget was and offered solutions, then the new board members would not have had to do what they did. 
Trustee Aluise stated that he does not have a trust issue, and that there are differences in opinion, which everyone is allowed.  He added that the board took the necessary actions to control the budget according to the Charter.  Trustee Aluise stated that he would have no problem with having a ballot question regarding the appointment of certain positions.

Mayor Moore stated that he feels that every person on the board is trustworthy, and that their trust will grow as they get to know each other better.  He added that the previous board did not see a need to cut the budget, but that it seems that many other entities are cutting budgets now.        

Administrator Farrar discussed board compensation as stated in the Charter.  He added that board members could donate their pay back to the town if they desire, but cannot make any changes to their pay without an ordinance and until a new board is seated.  Mayor Moore stated for the record that he is not donating his pay back.  It was decided that each person could choose to do what he or she wants.  Administrator Farrar stated that he would check with the auditor and the attorney in regards to reducing a persons pay or not providing a check at all.

Staff reports
There was brief discussion regarding board compensation, G-NECI’s clean energy financing district for Garfield County which will be on the next agenda, recent legislation regarding marijuana, changing Municipal Court to take place during the day, and Rifle Economic Development inviting Silt to be a part of their corporation.
There was a consensus to change Municipal Court to take place during the day if the Municipal Code allows.  

Trustee Leigh asked to clarify that her motion made at a previous meeting to reduce the boards pay was not done in the heat of the moment as mentioned, but that she intended to bring that up for discussion during that same meeting.  She added that she felt if employees are being subjected to furlough days and being laid off, then the board should be part of the budgetary constraints as well.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to adjourn.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Moore adjourned the meeting at 9:50 p.m.
