Convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority

Trustee Aluise recused himself.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Breslin seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Aluise recusing himself.

Renewal of the Retail Liquor License for Silt Discount Liquor

Clerk McIntyre stated that there have been no issues with this licensee and that staff recommends approval.  
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve the renewal of the Retail Liquor License for Silt Discount Liquor.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Taylor made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  Trustee Aluise rejoined the meeting.

Public Works projects update
Public Works Director Pace updated the board on projects that his department is working on.  He stated that regarding the BMX track that they are ready for the design team to come out.  The engineering has been completed on the stage pavilion and public works will be ordering the beams.  He added that they would be getting help with the concrete work from local citizens.  Work is progressing on the 7th Street trail and public works has contacted people along the route regarding the relocation of flowers and other things that might be in the way.  The parking lot has been expanded at the Silt River Preserve Park, the electricity is on and the existing well is operational.  Work continues on the master plan, and the irrigation is up and running in town without many problems this year.  
There was discussion regarding the 7th Street trail, and it was discussed to take the path all of the way up to the existing path behind the shop, instead of stopping at the gate to the old town shop.  Trustee Leigh commented about the condition of the road leading out to the Silt River Preserve parking lot when it rains.  Staff will look into adding more gravel to the road.  She added that it would also be helpful to have some signage to help direct people, and staff stated that signs would be installed at a later date.  Trustee Aluise commented about the new stage and having separate circuits for the lighting and the sound.

Water Plant update
Utilities Director Jack Castle provided the board with an update on the water plant and stated that the test well has been completed, that it looks good and is producing 100 GPM’s.  Mr. Castle stated that they plan to drill three more wells, and that by utilizing these wells, it will help extend the life of the water treatment plant and save the town money in many different ways.  Director Castle stated that the town would put the additional drilling out to bid.

Resolution No. 9, Series 2011
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 9, Series 2011, A RESOLUTION OF A LETTER OF INTENT TO PREPARE AN ANNEX TO THE GARFIELD COUNTY, COLORADO MULTI-HAZARD PRE-DISASTER MITIGATION PLAN FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO

Chief Burris stated that the town currently does not have a hazard mitigation plan in place, and that each town is being asked to prepare a plan that will work together with the County’s plan.  He added that this plan is based on mandates from the Federal government, and that the County is asking for a letter of commitment from the town stating that we will participate in the process.  Chief Burris explained that in order to get Federal emergency management funding the town needs to have a mitigation plan approved and in place.
There was discussion regarding a possible previous appointment of the Fire Chief as the Designated Emergency Response Authority (DERA), and a new appointment of the Chief of Police as the DERA.  Staff was directed to bring back a resolution appointing Chief Burris as the DERA.   

Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Resolution No. 9, Series 2011, A RESOLUTION OF A LETTER OF INTENT TO PREPARE AN ANNEX TO THE GARFIELD COUNTY, COLORADO MULTI-HAZARD PRE-DISASTER MITIGATION PLAN FOR THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

ABA / BMX update

Administrator Woods stated that she has been in contact with Nick Adams, and that the board has been provided with an agreement with the ABA to review.  Ms. Woods stated that the town attorney would also be reviewing this document before it is placed on a future agenda.

There was discussion regarding the number of races necessary, a definition of a “race”, getting enough volunteers to host the races, and a termination clause in the agreement.  Administrator Woods stated that the contract would need to be signed before the ABA would help design the track.

THK Feasibility Study update

Administrator Woods stated that staff received the summary given to the board tonight this afternoon, and she asked that the board review it prior to the May 23rd meeting at which time the complete market analysis will be on the agenda.

Mayor Moore adjourned for a break at 8:06 p.m. and reconvened at 8:14 p.m.
_____

Town Administrator and Staff updates 
Chief Burris went over his report, and briefed the board on recent damage to the roundabout statute.  Chief Burris recommended that the board consider installing a video surveillance system at that intersection.

Trustee Taylor asked about the light for the flagpole at Gofers, and Director Pace stated that public works is working on this.  There was brief discussion about Habitat for Humanity, and that they are starting to build their houses.  The board discussed extending the deadline to offer reduced building permit fees.  Staff will look into this and report back.  

Administrator Woods stated that she is working with Burning Mountains Fire Protection District on an agreement regarding one of the public works employees to be able to respond to EMS calls during business hours.  In return for this, BMFPD is going to let the Youth Corps use their showers and well as the Bike and Build group when they are in town.  

Administrator Woods pointed out the spreadsheet in the packet regarding the budget, and that the funds are all between 17.0 and 22.6% for the first quarter of the year.  There was brief discussion regarding the Postal Service and the possible consolidation of existing post offices.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Leigh commented about the CLEER IGA that was voted down at the last meeting, and how government has always helped subsidize private industry if it was in the interest of the government.  She added that she feels the board made a mistake in voting the IGA down.  Trustee Leigh also commented about the oil and gas industry and how we need the jobs.  She added that the industry is hazardous to your health, and that most people in Battlement Mesa will be adversely affected by chemical exposures.  Trustee Leigh stated that the town should be concerned, adding that health and safety does not necessarily negate jobs, but might actually create jobs.  
Trustee Taylor stated that had he been at the last meeting that he would have voted against CLEER as they are a bad organization.  He added that he is also against subsidizing the oil companies.  He did agree that the industry needs more safety precautions and disclosure of what is in the fracking fluids.      
Trustee Fernandez stated that he attended the Weed Advisory meeting on April 25th, and that they are working at getting volunteers to help identify and eliminate noxious weeds.  He also handed out a flyer for Roaring Fork Outdoor Volunteers for anyone who might be interested in volunteering.  

Trustee Fleming commented about trails that are being installed in town, and what happens when a resident does some changes to their property that might then require a sidewalk.  He added that the town might want to revisit the code to clarify these types of situations.  Trustee Fleming briefly addressed Trustee Leigh’s’ comments regarding subsidies and the oil and gas industry.    
Trustee Aluise addressed comments made tonight, stating that he is still in favor of being part of the CLEER IGA as their organization is assisted with funding, unlike other unfunded mandates that the town has been faced with in the past.  He addressed the comments regarding drilling, sidewalks, garages, tamarisk, and the potential of forming a recreation district as the town does not have the money to fund its own program.  He added that he would encourage people to pursue a recreation district and take it to a vote.     

Mayor Moore addressed comments made by the trustees tonight regarding oil shale, a recreation district, oil and gas and the needs of the people in terms of jobs, the board working towards bringing jobs into Silt, CLEER and the savings from the solar panels, proof that the oil and gas industry is hazardous to ones health, and an organization called “I Empathize” regarding a watchdog group for human, sex and labor trafficking.  
Trustee Taylor commented that he also agrees that the town needs to look into revising the garage and sidewalk ordinances.

Trustee Aluise made a motion to adjourn.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Moore adjourned the meeting at 9:04 p.m.
