Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Fernandez commented about culverts and weed control on empty lots.  Trustee Hays commented about the comprehensive plan, and that he would like information included in it regarding activity beyond twenty years.

Resolution No. 25, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 25, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION GRANTING PERMISSION TO THE SILT HISTORICAL SOCIETY THE USE OF VETERAN’S PARK FOR THE SILT HEY DAY EVENT TO BE HELD ON AUGUST 1, 2009 AND SETTING THE SPECIAL EVENT PERMIT FEE

Attorney Duran stated that this resolution provides the Hey Day committee with permission to use Veteran’s park, which is also a condition of their Special Events permit to sell beer.  He added that since the municipal code has not established a set fee, that this resolution also sets a fee of $25 to be paid to the Town of Silt, equal to what is paid to the State for the permit. 

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 25, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION GRANTING PERMISSION TO THE SILT HISTORICAL SOCIETY THE USE OF VETERAN’S PARK FOR THE SILT HEY DAY EVENT TO BE HELD ON AUGUST 1, 2009 AND SETTING THE SPECIAL EVENT PERMIT FEE.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Silt Hey Day Special Events permit
Attorney Duran stated that this is an application for a Special Events permit.  He added that in past years the application has been for a 3.2% beer license, and that due to the difficulty in obtaining 3.2% beer, the license being requested this year will be for regular beer.    

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:38 p.m.
Sharon Heil, owner of Columbine Liquors questioned the sale of beer other than 3.2% at the Hey Day event.  
Mayor Moore closed the public hearing at 7:39 p.m.

Trustee Leigh explained that Special Events permits do allow for the sale of regular beer as stated on the application for the State.  

Trustee Sos made a motion to approve the Silt Hey Day Special Events permit to sell beer.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Columbine Liquor retail license renewal
Attorney Duran stated that there have been no incidents with this licensee and staff recommends approval.  
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the Columbine Liquor retail license renewal.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Trustee Hays made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Presentation regarding the Safe Drinking Water Act, Fracturing Fluids and MSDS obligations
Present tonight is Garfield County Oil and Gas Liaison, Judy Jordan.  Administrator Suerth stated that a draft letter is in tonight’s packet prepared by the Mountain Mayors group regarding comments on legislation to encourage the repeal of the exemption for hydraulic fracturing fluids now contained in the Safe Drinking Water Act.  Ms. Suerth added that the board can consider approving this letter tonight if they wish.  Ms. Jordan provided a slideshow presentation to the board regarding the Safe Drinking Water Act, Fracturing Fluids and MSDS obligations.    
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve the letter provided tonight.  The motion failed for lack of a second.

Referral IGA with Garfield County

Director Carmoney stated that the drafting of this revised IGA with the County originated with the deannexation of Stillwater in December 2008.  At that time, the board asked staff to look into different types of IGA’s in regards to land use review.  There was discussion regarding what information staff and the board would like to see included in a revised IGA in an effort to better control development on outlying parcels.  Director Carmoney stated that the new IGA should not only address land use review, but other items that would be of a benefit to the town.  Some items of discussion included extended time periods for staff to respond to referrals from the county, and revenue sharing.  Mr. Carmoney asked the board to consider what they would like to see in this IGA and provide their ideas to staff.

Ordinance No. 9, Series 2009 – First reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 9, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A COLLECTION PROCESS FOR PARKING VIOLATIONS 
Attorney Duran stated that this ordinance is a step towards getting more control on some of the issues within our code.  Currently our code does not establish a collection process for parking tickets, and many tickets issued go unpaid.  The new process will increase the collection rate.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:15 p.m.  There were no public comments and the 
Mayor closed the public hearing at 9:15 p.m.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 9, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A COLLECTION PROCESS FOR PARKING VIOLATIONS.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth went through her manager’s report stating that she also attended the CML conference last week.  She briefed the board on recent mosquito fogging that took place by Kum & Go, and that an Economic Impact workshop will be taking place on June 25th if anyone is interested in attending.  She briefly spoke about an injection well outside of New Castle, the DOLA distribution of severance tax and mineral lease revenues, the Public Deposit Protection Act, and her attendance of another NECI meeting.  Administrator Suerth explained that children at play signs are no longer recognized by the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices.  Ms. Suerth also gave an ambulance update and an update of the Access Control Plan, adding that a first draft will be ready in July. 

Director Carmoney asked the board for any additional comments that they may have regarding the comprehensive plan maps so that he can get those back to the consultant as soon as possible.  
Attorney Duran stated that he attended the CML conference as well last week.  There was brief discussion regarding the replacement of culverts in town, and that it is the property owners responsibility to replace them if necessary, but that it is the town’s responsibility to maintain them and keep them cleaned out for proper drainage.  
Attorney Duran updated the board on Silt Building, LLC, adding that notice will be given within the next week for the violations taking place on the property.  Mr. Duran also stated that he is working on an agreement between the Town of Silt and Burning Mountain Fire District regarding their potential merger.
