Consent Agenda

Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Jerry Seifert provided an update on the Burning Mountains Fire Fighters Association pig roast scheduled for August 21, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. to be held at Veteran’s Park, and will include a silent auction and entertainment.  Proceeds will benefit the Burning Mountains Scholarship fund and emergency fund.   

Bill Sommers gave an update on the Colorado Mini Classic bicycle race that will take place on July 17 and 18th here in Silt.  This race will bring up to 100 families to the town whose children will be participating in this race.  The race will take place on roads in and around the town for the three different events scheduled.  Mr. Sommers added that this event would provide additional revenue for the community during the course of the weekend, and that this could be the first year of many that the event could be hosted by the town.

Agenda Changes

There was a consensus to move the Ambulance Transition Informational update to take place after the Special Events Permit.

Convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority
Trustee Aluise made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Silt Heyday Special Events Permit and permission to use Veterans Park
Clerk McIntyre stated that the application is in order and that all fees have been paid.  Staff recommends approval of the license as well as granting permission to the Silt Historical Society to use Veteran’s Park for the Silt Heyday event scheduled for July 31st and August 1st.  Chief Burris added that he supports the special events permit, and that there have been no problems with having beer at this event in the past.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:24 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 7:24 p.m.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve the Silt Heyday Special Events Permit and also give the Silt Historical Society permission to use Veteran’s Park.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 
Trustee Taylor made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Fleming seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ambulance Transition Informational update 
Present tonight is Chief Brit McLin who updated the board on the ambulance transition, and the items that Burning Mountains and Rifle Fire are interested in purchasing from West Care Ambulance.  Mr. McLin also addressed and clarified inaccurate statements that were made at the last Board of Trustees meeting regarding the ambulance transition, BMFPD and Rifle Fire.  
Trustee Taylor stated that bad feelings have been directed toward him and his family over this transition, and that it is untrue.  He added that he has no objection to BMFPD taking over the ambulance service, only in the way that it was done.  

Trustee Leigh thanked Chief McLin for the job that he has done in this transition.  Mayor Moore stated that he was not in favor of the ambulance transition.  Chief McLin explained that once the transition takes place, the Town of Silt would only be responsible for items regarding service that was provided prior to July 1, 2010.    
Administrator Farrar ensured that all of the parties involved have worked together to make this transition as smooth as possible and thanked all of those involved with this entire process.  He added that he would continue to work with Greg Bak to complete the transition.  It was stated that the checks from BMFPD would be deposited into the ambulance fund.

Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A COST RECOVERY AGREEMENT AND AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO IMPLEMENT SUCH AGREEMENT  
Present tonight is Dave Johnson, property owner of Lot 1.  Administrator Farrar stated that staff has met with the parties affected by this agreement, adding that more discussion will still need to take place.  Staff recommended that the board approve first reading so that the ordinance can move forward, while staff continues to work with all of the parties involved to provide a document that best fits all of the parties needs.  

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:58 p.m.  There were no public comments and the Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:58 p.m.

Mr. Johnson stated that he has been working with staff and feels that they are making progress.    Public Works Director Pace explained the agreement and the history of the infrastructure installed.  

There was discussion regarding a lift station, gravity flow for the sewer line, the infrastructure that was put in place by Jack Wright as requested by the town and the fact now that it may not have been needed.  Director Pace also stated that the prior owner of Lot 1 had asked that Jack Wright put in the sewer line under the Holiday Inn Express parking lot before it was paved, for their future use.  
The board discussed continuing this item to allow staff more time to negotiate with the parties involved, and that a work session should be considered regarding this item.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to continue Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A COST RECOVERY AGREEMENT AND AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO IMPLEMENT SUCH AGREEMENT to the July 26, 2010 meeting for first reading and August 9, 2010 for second reading.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 7, Series 2010 – Second reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 7, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 6.08.010, 6.08.015, 6.08.016 AND ADDING SECTIONS 6.08.017 AND 6.08.018 OF THE SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW THE KEEPING OF CHICKENS IN CERTAIN AREAS WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO
Administrator Farrar discussed the changes made as directed by the board at the last meeting.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:46 p.m.  Bobby Hays thanked the board for considering this ordinance.  Mayor Moore closed the public hearing at 8:47 p.m.

Trustee Taylor made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 7, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 6.08.010, 6.08.015, 6.08.016 AND ADDING SECTIONS 6.08.017 AND 6.08.018 OF THE SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW THE KEEPING OF CHICKENS IN CERTAIN AREAS WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Mayor Moore and Trustee Fleming voting nay.

Rifle Economic Development group 
Present tonight are Julie Bjurstrom and Michael Langhorne with the Rifle Economic Development Corporation to ask the town to consider partnering with them in an effort to create a new organization of western Colorado communities, to assist all of the towns with economic development.  Mr. Langhorne explained what their group is currently doing, and how they can assist Silt with economic development.  

Ms. Bjurstrom explained the group in more detail and their attempt to create a regional effort.  Mr. Langhorne stated that cost to participate is still unknown, but asked that if the Town of Silt is interested in moving forward and getting more information, to draft a letter that the REDC can take to the County Commissioners showing their interest in this concept.
Trustee Leigh suggested inviting the REDC back for a work session to let them explain their benefits to the town.  There was a consensus to have staff write a letter to REDC reflecting the town’s interest in their organization.

MOU – Divide Creek Animal Hospital

Chief Burris stated that the agreement has been revised in order to address the daily cost of housing a dog, the transfer of dogs to C.A.R.E. after five days instead of euthanization, and referring dog owners to the town for licensing.  
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the MOU between the Town of Silt and Divide Creek Animal Hospital subject to review by the Town Attorney.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Update on MOU with Garfield County on financial contribution for open space acquisition

Administrator Farrar stated that Garfield County has provided the town with a draft MOU, but there are still many questions to be resolved.  Mr. Farrar added that the funding is falling into place at slightly less than what was anticipated, with the town’s contribution not exceeding $40,000.  Staff feels that they can still make this happen and will continue to work on it and bring it back to the board at a future date.

Kathleen Curry – Legislative update

Ms. Curry was present tonight to provide a legislative update to the board.  She discussed items such as balancing the budget, the reduction of monies regarding K-12, Medicaid match, DOLA funds and Energy Impact grants.   
The board had the opportunity to ask Ms. Curry questions regarding Propositions 60, 61 and 101, severance taxes, health care, the State budget, gas tax, federally mandated health insurance and marijuana.

Updates from Board / Board Comments
Trustee Leigh asked about the ordinance that gave Connie Stevens authority instead of giving certain authorities to the “Town Treasurer” and staff stated that they would research this.  Ms. Leigh commented about the Youth Zone in Glenwood that has a program where the kids do websites for approximately $495.  It was thought that this could be a charitable contribution, and a way to get a state of the art website for the town.  

Trustee Leigh also commented about the church on First Street and the tent that they have put up.  She asked what the setback is, and who to call regarding planning questions like this now.  Administrator Farrar stated that staff has been addressing the tent, adding that citizens can call him with their questions.  Trustee Leigh commented about board workshops and that if they are not held before a regular meeting, then it is costing at least $800 to pay the trustees for each additional meeting.  She asked that the board seriously consider going back to doing the workshops before the regular meetings in an effort to save money.

Trustee Taylor commented about the tent at the Fire Station, stating that he feels that it doesn’t belong in the downtown area and needs to come down.  It was also asked if it met setbacks.  Staff will research the permit for this structure.  
Trustee Sos commented about the intersection at 7th and Main Street, and the difficulty of seeing traffic on Main Street when trying to pull onto it from 7th Street.  There was brief discussion of possibly changing Main Street to two lanes to assist with making it more pedestrian friendly.  Chief Burris commented that CDoT approved the current street and parking plan.
Trustee Taylor made a motion to continue the meeting for another 15 minutes.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Aluise voting nay.  
Trustee Fleming stated that after looking at the current library property, that a skateboard park would not be feasible at that location.  There was discussion that Flying Eagle Park could be a good location.  
Mayor Moore commented that he would like to see all contractors, the Town engineer, the auditor and Town water attorney put out to bid again.  Mayor Moore also commented about putting planters down the middle of Main Street with CDoT approval.  He also suggested granting a variance for the tent that the church on First Street has put up.  Mayor Moore thanked Trustee Leigh for the contributions that she has made.

Staff reports
Administrator Farrar commented about mosquito spraying and that he authorized spraying by the County last week due to the number of mosquitoes in the trap at Kum & Go.  He added that he attended the CML conference last week at no expense to the town.  Mr. Farrar also stated that the town did not get the GOCO grant for Flying Eagle Park. 

There was brief discussion as to when the board would be receiving the resumes for the positions of Town Administrator, Town Treasurer and Contract Attorney, and Administrator Farrar stated that the trustees would be receiving them after the June 30th deadline along with a rating sheet to determine who they would like to bring in for interviews.  Administrator Farrar asked that the board then give him direction so that we can move along quickly and get interviews scheduled soon.
