Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Fernandez asked who is responsible for the replacement of culverts in driveways, and Attorney Duran stated that he would look into this and report back to the board.  Trustee Hays stated that he met with Steve Anthony regarding the noxious weeds at the Silt Trade Center.  Trustee Leigh asked who’s responsibility it is to maintain the weeds along Harness Lane at Spruce Meadows, and staff stated that typically citizens are to take care of property adjacent to their own that is considered right-of-way.  The attorney will look into this as well and render an opinion.  There was brief discussion regarding Silt Building, LLC and Attorney Duran stated that there are a number of issues taking place that need to be resolved such as business licenses and zoning.  He added that staff is working on addressing these issues.         

Mayor Moore commented about the difficult time that RFTA is experiencing right now.  He added that there has been some very preliminary discussion amongst some of the mayors about creating a transportation district and then contracting with RFTA.  Mayor Moore also commented on the chemicals that are used when drilling and fracking.  He stated that the names of those chemicals need to be identified, adding that the mayors in the area are drafting a letter to John Salazar requesting that this be done.

Interview for Planning & Zoning Commissioner – Bob Shivley

Director Carmoney stated that Bob Shivley has submitted his letter of interest to serve on the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Mr. Shively stated that he has the time to be involved on the commission, and is interested in being a part of the development of the town.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to nominate Bob Shively as a voting member to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Kum & Go – 3.2% beer license renewal
Attorney Duran stated that there have been no issues with this licensee and recommends approval.  

Trustee Sos made a motion to approve the Kum & Go, 3.2% beer license renewal.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Miner’s Claim – Hotel/Restaurant license renewal

Attorney Duran stated that there have been no issues with this licensee and recommends approval.  

Trustee Hays made a motion to approve the Miner’s Claim Hotel / Restaurant license renewal.  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Senior Programs IGA and MOU
Present tonight are Judy Martin, manager of the Senior Programs and Mildred Alsdorf, manager of the Senior Traveler.  Administrator Suerth stated that 2009 is the first full year that Garfield County and its municipalities have joined together to administer and fund the senior programs which was previously administered by CMC.  Silt’s estimated share of the cost for 6 months in 2008 was $4976.  Since the transfer of duties to Garfield County, the Senior Programs Advisory Board and staff have worked together to establish data collection goals and methods to establish a direct relationship between program costs and use in each municipality.  Using data collected from July 2008 through December 2008, Silt’s 2009 contribution is $4754 for the entire year. 

Ms. Martin and Ms. Alsdorf both updated the board on the Senior Programs and what they offer to the citizens of Garfield County regarding meal services and the Traveler transportation services.  Ms. Martin complimented Administrator Suerth, stating that she has been an invaluable asset on their board.
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the 2009 Senior Programs IGA and MOU.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 24, Series 2009

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 24, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A FINAL PLAT FOR THE PAINTED PASTURES MULTI-FAMILY LOTS 1001-1006 LOCATED SOUTH OF SABINO LANE WITHIN THE PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION AND NORTH OF MAIN STREET IN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

Present tonight are Toby Guccini and Mark Hogan, representatives of Specialty Restaurants Corporation.  Director Carmoney went through his staff report stating that the final plat defines the easements, the common areas and the building envelopes for the multi-family units.  There was discussion regarding note number one on the final plat, and that the language should be revised to read that the town would do basic repairs of asphalt, concrete, gravel and grass.      

Mr. Hogan thanked Director Carmoney for his help and guidance, adding that they intend to fully comply with all of the town’s requirements.  Both Trustees Robinson and Leigh stated that they would like to see assigned parking, that it would create better control.  Mr. Hogan explained their parking plans for now and in the future.  There was brief discussion about the roundabout that will not be built right away.  Its construction will be triggered by the number of units (27) that are built, and could be a year before it is built.  Mr. Guccini added that CDoT has given them a one-year extension to construct the roundabout due to the current economy. 
Director Carmoney stated that the SIA would need to be revised before any development begins as stated in the resolution.  There was discussion regarding the fact that Certificates of Occupancy would not be issued until the public improvements are installed and approved.  Staff will address the revision to the SIA, unless the changes necessary require approval of the board.  

Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve Resolution No. 24, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A FINAL PLAT FOR THE PAINTED PASTURES MULTI-FAMILY LOTS 1001-1006 LOCATED SOUTH OF SABINO LANE WITHIN THE PAINTED PASTURES SUBDIVISION AND NORTH OF MAIN STREET IN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO with the addition of a plat note that states that the Town of Silt shall be responsible for any repair to basic grass, gravel, asphalt and concrete surfaces, and that all other improvements will be the owners responsibility.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth went through her staff report and briefly discussed the use and sales tax revenues for 2009, adding that use tax is slightly down and sales tax revenues are about 30% above 2008.  There was discussion regarding the Public Deposit Protection Act and who the custodian is for the Town.  Ms. Suerth stated that an email was received from Valley View Hospital indicating that they are not interested in collaborating with West Care Ambulance to establish a new home for the transport services.  Staff will continue to work with the Grand River Hospital District.  

Administrator Suerth stated that the first draft of the Access Control Plan will be brought before the board on July 13, 2009, with an open house on July 23, 2009 at the Silt Fire House.  Staff is still working on energy efficient building incentive program.  Staff has implemented temporary job combining as a result of not hiring a seasonal person, and due to the economic downturn.  The building inspector is now assisting in the Public Works department along with his regular duties.  A joint Board of Trustees and Planning and Zoning meeting is scheduled for June 16, 2009.    
Attorney Duran stated that he appreciates what the board is doing on land use applications, adding that staff has been directed to be flexible on these types of land use applications because of the economic conditions.  In doing that, the town deviates a bit from the code, which is there to protect the town.  Mr. Duran added that the board is asking the tough questions of applicants and staff because that is the due diligence that needs to be done to ensure that we don’t let the economic conditions dictate what is owed to the citizens of the Town of Silt.  By asking these questions, it shows that the town is open to business and building, and that we are willing to show our flexibility under the current economic conditions.
