Consent Agenda

1) Minutes of the June 28, 2010 Board of Trustees meeting
Trustee Leigh made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Randy Smith and Doug Wight were present to let the board know that they will be holding a liquidation auction in Silt on August 28, 2010.  The men were asked to get in touch with Administrator Farrar in regards to a business license and any other items required by the town.  
_____
Agenda Changes

Administrator Farrar addressed the recent resignation of Connie Stevens, and asked for additional discussion to take place under staff comments.  Trustee Leigh also stated that she would like to have discussions with Chief Burris regarding a noise violation and the suggested 25-foot boundary change in the code.

Trustee Aluise recused himself from this agenda item.
Convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority
Trustee Taylor made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.
Columbine Liquor – Renewal of Retail Liquor license
Clerk McIntyre stated that the application is in order and that all fees have been paid.  Staff added that there have been no concerns by the police department at this establishment and recommends approval.  
Trustee Sos made a motion to approve the Retail Liquor license renewal for Columbine Liquor.  Trustee Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Aluise having recused himself. 
Trustee Taylor made a motion to reconvene as the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates from Board / Board Comments
Trustee Fernandez commented about cleaning up weeds on the vacant lots.  Trustee Fleming suggested that on nights that the board has a work session along with a light agenda, to maybe consider having the work session after the regular meeting.  Mr. Fleming also commented about streetlights in developments where no construction is taking place in.  Public Works Director Pace stated that one home has been built in this subdivision which warranted having the street lights on at night.  

Trustee Aluise clarified the intent of putting sidewalks in around town as well as the formation of an urban renewal authority that could be used as a tool to attract interest to the Town of Silt.  Mr. Aluise also asked about the status of the tennis court resurfacing, and Director Pace stated that he hopes to include it in next year’s budget.  Trustee Aluise suggested using money that was allocated for the Flying Eagle park grant, which was denied, to use towards the tennis courts.  Director Pace will bring back the proposal to the board for consideration.  
Trustee Taylor commented about the disposal of the remaining ambulance equipment, and that people are asking how to go about purchasing the excess equipment.  He would like to find out when arrangements can be made to look at the remaining items for purchase.  Administrator Farrar stated he believes that there may be a 60-day clause in the agreement with BMFPD, and will pursue getting the final list put together as quickly as possible.   Trustee Leigh stated that she had emailed Administrator Farrar with a list of questions regarding the planning department as well as financial questions.  She added that the board should begin the budget process as soon as possible.  
Mayor Moore commented about sidewalks and town drainage.  The Mayor stated that he has received complaints about the board meetings being too long and boring.  He made the following recommendations regarding the board meeting process:

· That grammatical errors be left alone on the minutes as long as they don’t change the context of the discussion;

· That if there are questions regarding the budget, they should be asked before the meeting so that the administrator can bring the answers to the meeting;
· That the second reading of ordinances can be shortened since the primary discussion already took place at first reading; and 

· That if one trustee has already made a comment on a topic, that the same comment does not need to be repeated by other trustees.  
Mayor Moore commented about the park improvements, and the commitment that Autumn Ridge has made to the town of approximately $40,000 to the Flying Eagle Park.  He added that once they get their subdivision approved, they plan to make the necessary improvements.  He talked about the weeds around town and that something needs to be done about them.  The board discussed hiring someone if necessary to cut the weeds and then the town can charge the property owner for that cost, or possibly lien the property.  Chief Burris stated that the police department has been sending out letters and providing door hangers and have been getting voluntary compliance regarding weeds.

Staff reports
Administrator Farrar stated that Town Treasurer Connie Stevens resigned on June 25 but has offered to stay on part-time to perform essential services until a new treasurer is hired.  Mr. Farrar read an agreement created by staff regarding Ms. Stevens’ part-time status.  

Trustee Fleming made a motion to accept the resignation of Town Treasurer Connie Stevens as of June 25, 2010, to approve her to remain on as part-time Interim Town Treasurer, to approve the agreement between the Town of Silt and Ms. Stevens, and to authorize the execution of the agreement by the Interim Town Administrator.   Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 

Chief Burris explained a situation that may merit a change to the code in regards to noise, and asked the board to consider changing language in code Section 9.16.010 from seventy-five feet to twenty-five feet.  There was discussion regarding the current code, and staff will bring back an ordinance to revise it at a future meeting.  

Director Pace stated that the ditch company has the ditches off for one week for demossing.
