Updates from Board / Board Comments

Trustee Robinson suggested reviewing the goals made by the board at their last retreat, and asked when the next retreat would be.  There was discussion to have a mini-retreat yet this year and then another one after the April 2010 election. 
Mayor Moore read a prepared statement saying that New Castle Mayor Breslin had called him and asked that the Silt Board of Trustees know that he and the Town of New Castle are extremely concerned about the ambulance situation and that he would like to be kept abreast of the situation.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to convene as the Local Liquor Licensing Authority.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously. 
Gofer Foods of Silt – Renewal application
Attorney Duran stated that there have been no problems with this licensee and that staff recommends approval.  
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the liquor license renewal for Gofer Foods of Silt.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 27, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING ADOPTION OF THE 2009 TOWN OF SILT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

Trustee Hays made a motion to reappoint Andrew Reeves, Mark Rinehart, Ron Morgan and Patricia McClure to the Planning Commission.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resolution No. 28, Series 2009

Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 28, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR A COMMERCIAL BUILDING ADDITION TO THE KUM AND GO CONVENIENCE STORE LOCATED AT 905 MAIN STREET WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO 

Present tonight is Christian Overbey, Architect with Stantek.  Director Carmoney proceeded with his staff report of both the site plan and special use permit for this new 1400 square foot “Subway” addition to the existing Kum & Go.  Trustee Leigh stated that she was concerned with the parking at the back of the building.  There was extensive discussion regarding the two-way traffic around the building and if there was enough room.  There was some discussion about making it a one-way.    
Trustee Hays made a motion to approve Resolution No. 28, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR A COMMERCIAL BUILDING ADDITION TO THE KUM AND GO CONVENIENCE STORE LOCATED AT 905 MAIN STREET WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO as presented and with staff conditions.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustees Leigh and Robinson voting nay.

Resolution No. 29, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 29, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW A ROOF PITCH LESS THAN 4:12 ON A COMMERCIAL BUILDING ADDITION TO THE KUM AND GO CONVENIENCE STORE LOCATED AT 905 MAIN STREET WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO

Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 8:17 p.m.  There were no public comments and Mayor Moore then closed the public hearing at 8:17 p.m.

Mr. Overbey stated that they hope to have the Subway open around Thanksgiving of this year.  
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 29, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW A ROOF PITCH LESS THAN 4:12 ON A COMMERCIAL BUILDING ADDITION TO THE KUM AND GO CONVENIENCE STORE LOCATED AT 905 MAIN STREET WITHIN THE TOWN OF SILT, GARFIELD COUNTY, STATE OF COLORADO.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Moore adjourned for a break at 8:20 p.m. and reconvened at 8:25 p.m.
_____
US Mayors Climate Protection Agreement
Present tonight are Dan Becker and Scott Sandblom.  Also present tonight are additional members of the Silt Cool Cities Group:  Bob Millete, John Evans, Svetlana Evans, Joel Minor, Lesley Morse, Darlene Livsey and Diane Webster.  The Silt Cool Cities Group is a grass roots effort that is currently gathering support for broad efforts to curb global climate change.  One of these initiatives is to ask local communities to sign the Mayor’s Climate Protection Agreement, and this group is here tonight to ask for the boards support.  Mr. Sandblom proceeded with a slide show presentation explaining the agreement.  There was a large amount of discussion regarding the language in the agreement.  Some of the items of concerns were attainable goals, the urging of State and Federal government, the proof that there actually is global warming, and that this is a political issue.  The group stated that there is no promise or cost associated with signing this agreement, and that it would allow the opportunity of networking.  Mr. Evans stated that it is not necessary to sign this agreement but that it would make a statement.  
Trustee Leigh stated that she supports this agreement, and that it is a step in the right direction.  Mayor Moore stated that he does not like it and the politics attached to it.    

Trustee Hays made a motion to allow the Mayor to make the decision as to whether he wants to sign this document or not.  The motion failed for lack of a second.
Administrator Suerth explained that this grass roots effort is coming from this community, and that it is a very positive effort.  She added that she feels that the town can embrace this effort without embracing the specifics of the agreement in an effort to move forward with it.  Trustee Fernandez asked the group if they have talked with their Congressman or Senator, and if so, that he would like to see the reports from those meetings.    
Trustee Hays once again made a motion to allow the Mayor to make the decision as to whether he wants to sign this document or not.  The motion failed for lack of a second.

Trustee Sos made a motion to get more information on the issue presented tonight and to evaluate it so that a decision can be made, and to make it more of a bi-partisan agreement.  The motion failed for lack of a second.  

Trustee Robinson made a motion to not sign the agreement, but to continue to work towards using less energy with anyone who is interested in helping the town.  The motion failed for lack of a second.  
Trustee Hays made a motion to encourage the group to continue their work and bring back something that is more acceptable.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion failed with Mayor Moore and Trustees Robinson and Sos voting nay.  

Trustee Leigh asked what the board would like to see this group come back with that would be acceptable.

Staff reports

Chief Burris provided the board with an update on the overpass damage received yesterday when a semi hauling a tank that was too tall to fit under the overpass hit the bridge going over I-70 at the Silt interchange.  Chief Burris stated that repair work would begin on approximately Thursday of this week.  He added that there is no structural damage to the bridge as determined by the traffic engineer.  

Administrator Suerth went through her manager’s report briefly addressing the ambulance budget and the necessary $40,000 cut in expenditures due to revenues coming in below anticipated amounts.  She added that more details would be brought before the board at the next meeting.  There was brief discussion regarding how the ambulance has taken on a larger area of coverage without additional monetary assistance.  Administrator Suerth explained that the expenditures of this fund have almost doubled because of the expanded services, and that it is her job to see that this fund is fiscally responsible.  She also explained how the reserves for the ambulance are dangerously low, and the possibility of the general fund having to step in and help out.  Staff is hoping that by addressing these budget issues now, the budget will be where it needs to be by the end of the year.      

Administrator Suerth continued with her report regarding the close out of the roundabout, and that approximately $200,000 that would be refunded to DOLA since the cost of the roundabout came in below the anticipated amount.  She briefed the board on the upcoming 2010 budget discussions, the bank diversification of funds plan, the Ruedi contract water requirement reevaluation, the Garfield County Public Health Community Outreach Effort, the roundabout center improvement which should be installed in approximately three weeks, a RFP that staff is putting together for fuel pricing, a CML webinar about Working with Auditors and information regarding health insurance that is now available to board members.       
Attorney Duran stated that documents prepared regarding the ambulance negotiations have been included in tonight’s packet.  He added that he has also received a settlement demand on the B & L Liquor Depot case, and that he would get it to the board once he has had a chance to review it, and that it can be discussed at the next meeting.
