Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve the minutes with the change discussed.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve items 2, 3, and 4 of the consent agenda.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Forrest Jacobs commented about the new sculpture in the roundabout, adding that the board should be ashamed of themselves for allowing the display of a naked mountain climber.  He asked if there had been an opportunity for the community to give input, and the Mayor stated that a citizen committee was in charge of choosing the roundabout design, and that residents were encouraged to participate.  Mr. Jacobs added that it was his fault for not getting involved with the centerpiece decision.  He stated that kids will laugh at it, that the sculpture is shameful, and that the town should not be proud of the centerpiece.  Mr. Jacobs feels that there should be pants put on the figure, and suggested that maybe a petition could be circulated to correct it.  
Trustee Hays stated that he would like to budget for improvements to the art, adding that color could be added to the animals on the sculpture.

Updates from Board / Board Comments

Ordinance No. 6, Series 2009 – Second reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 6, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND REPLACING SECTION 13.04.260, TABLE OF EQUIVALENT UNITS IN ORDER TO ADD A RATE FOR RECREATIONAL VEHICLES IN A RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PARK AND TO CLARIFY COMMERCIAL BUILDING MINIMUM RATE   

Public Works Director Gerry Pace stated that there have been no changes since the first reading.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:35 p.m.  There were no public comments and the Mayor then closed the public hearing at 7:35 p.m.

Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 6, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND REPLACING SECTION 13.04.260, TABLE OF EQUIVALENT UNITS IN ORDER TO ADD A RATE FOR RECREATIONAL VEHICLES IN A RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PARK AND TO CLARIFY COMMERCIAL BUILDING MINIMUM RATE.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Interviews for Trustee – Leonard Langston, Kevin Scanlon, Ray Lloyd, and Doug Williams
The board proceeded to interview Leonard Langston, Ray Lloyd and Doug Williams.  Kevin Scanlon was not present tonight.  At the end of the interview process, Attorney Duran explained to the board the process for nominating a trustee by a verbal vote and not secret ballot.   
Trustee Hays made a motion to nominate Doug Williams.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Trustee Leigh voting nay.
Trustee Leigh made a motion to nominate Leonard Langston.  The motion failed for lack of a second.

Resolution No. 27, Series 2009
Mayor Moore read Resolution No. 27, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING ADOPTION OF THE 2009 TOWN OF SILT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 

Planner Carmoney gave a brief presentation on the Comprehensive Plan recently adopted by the Planning & Zoning Commission.  Mr. Carmoney added that he has sought opinions from the local jurisdictions regarding the new plan.  Mr. Carmoney stated that the board could pass the comprehensive plan by ordinance to make it binding to the code, or staff could revise the code so that it is binding to the comprehensive plan.  The P & Z suggested waiting to make revisions to code, and then make the comprehensive plan binding to the code.  
Administrator Suerth suggested that staff create a pros and cons list to provide a better understanding of binding the comprehensive plan to the code and vise versa.  Planner Carmoney added that in order to meet the goals and objectives of the comprehensive plan, we will need to change zoning language.
Mayor Moore thanked Planner Carmoney for the outstanding job that he did on the new comp plan, adding that he is impressed with it and very proud of the revised document.  
Trustee Robinson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 27, Series 2009, A RESOLUTION APPROVING ADOPTION OF THE 2009 TOWN OF SILT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN.  Trustee Hays seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 10, Series 2009 – First reading
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 10, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING CHAPTER 5.25 AND ENACTING THE TOWN OF SILT LIQUOR CODE
Attorney Duran went through the draft ordinance.  There were discussions regarding internal staff approvals, penalties, optional premises, 500 feet rule, the grandfathering in of established businesses holding a liquor license, natural legal persons, petitions, server training, disorderly conduct, adult inhabitants, parking and zoning.
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 9:46 p.m.  There were no public comments and the Mayor then closed the public hearing at 9:46 p.m.

Trustee Leigh asked about considering the distance between liquor establishments, and revising the number of penalty days for video poker gambling.  It was suggested to the attorney to review the various incidents and remove those that would not apply.  Ms. Leigh also asked if the ordinance could be more specific regarding when suspensions will occur.  
Trustee Hays made a motion to extend the meeting until 10:30 p.m.  Trustee Leigh seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Mayor Moore and Trustee Williams voting nay.  
Trustee Williams made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 10, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING CHAPTER 5.25 AND ENACTING THE TOWN OF SILT LIQUOR CODE with the following changes: Chapter 5.25.050(D)(5) changing the verbiage from “town board” to “liquor licensing authority”, Chapter 5.25.180(B)(1) changing the verbiage from “town board” to “liquor licensing authority”, with a request that Attorney Duran address grandfathering existing liquor licenses within the 500 foot setback of educational facilities and the request that Attorney Duran revise the penalty list .  Trustee Robinson seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Staff reports

Administrator Suerth went through her manager’s report discussing the roundabout artwork.  She stated that the concrete base for the sculpture was not budgeted and that the cost of this base plus labor would be less than $1000.  There was a consensus of the board to pay for the base out of the beautification fund.  Ms. Suerth will be contacting the news group that offered additional funding to be used towards the cost of the sculpture.

Ms. Suerth also briefed the board on the opportunity to apply for USDA grant funds that would match what is currently in our beautification fund, and in turn could provide additional capital for businesses to improve their property or their business in ways to support economic development.  Randi Lowenthal, president and CEO of Roaring Fork Business Center is putting together a program to help educate business owners and try to sustain and grow existing businesses. 
Administrator Suerth continued with her report stating that staff is suggesting three furlough days through the remainder of 2009 to assist with the 2010 budget.  The first furlough day will be September 18th in which town hall will be closed.  Staff explained that the reason for closing town hall on furlough days instead of staggering days off is that it will help with morale to begin with.  When staggering the days between employees it can make it more difficult on those working when you factor in people possibly being out of the office sick and/or on vacation, making it even more difficult for the reduced staff to cover shifts.  Also by closing town hall when furloughing staff, the public is more aware of the budget issues and it sends a message to the community that employees are not being paid for these selected days off.     
Administrator Suerth briefed the board on her letter to the Silt Medical Center, a meeting in New Castle that will be a fact finding meeting regarding ambulance services on August 29th, a deep cleaning that is taking place at the Community Center along with proposed changes to the rental of the building in an effort to collect nominal fees to cover basic costs, the Access Control Plan one-on-one meetings with residents, the Peak Level of Service spreadsheet, NECI meetings that are continuing, the mini-retreat that is scheduled for December 7th, and the AGNC Strategic Planning Session set for August 27th in Meeker.
Planner Carmoney stated that the P & Z is planning a site visit to Osage Gardens to look at their facilities, and that the board is welcome to join them.  They hope to find ways to promote businesses such as this.  He added that a group of planners from surrounding communities have been getting together to discuss their comprehensive plans.  The planners feel it is an opportune time to revisit the IGA and decide how development is going to occur between the municipalities and the agreements with the County.  This group would like to hold an informal meeting in the future and invite the P & Z members from all of the communities to share ideas.  
Attorney Duran asked the board if any of their constituents have talked to them about medical marijuana, and for them to think about how they would like to approach it if this should occur here.  
Trustee Hays asked if the board should take a furlough by canceling a meeting too.  Trustee Leigh suggested working one meeting without pay.
