1) Minutes of the July 26, 2010 Board of Trustees meeting
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Trustee Fernandez seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Kelli and Ron Carl were present to give the board an update on their upcoming fundraising event for the Sandoval’s whose house had burned down last year.  Ms. Carl stated that they would also be doing a poker run, and added that they have room for more vendors.  Ms. Carl stated that she wanted the board to know that they took $100 from the money that has been donated to use towards gas and that they also received a free oil change from a local business.  Trustee Taylor asked Public Works Director Pace if the town could donate the backhoe and a scoop of dirt towards the use of the pit to roast the pig.  Mr. Taylor will also coordinate with public works on getting the pit cleaned.  Ms. Carl thanked the Town of Silt for their help.

Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010 – Second reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A COST RECOVERY AGREEMENT AND AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO IMPLEMENT SUCH AGREEMENT

Attorney Leavenworth started by thanking the board for his appointment as town attorney.  Mr. Leavenworth proceeded with his staff report, explaining the cost recovery agreement between the Town of Silt and Silt Hospitality.  

Present tonight are Dave Johnson and his attorney Ed Sands.  Mr. Sands stated that his client has concerns with the agreement regarding the amounts of the improvements.  Mr. Sands stated that he has contacted Sopris Engineering for backup information to see where those numbers came from and if they should be subject to the cost recovery but hasn’t heard back from them yet.  Mr. Johnson added that he would like to know what he is going to be required to pay.  Mr. Sands asked the board for a two-week continuance to allow additional time to hear back from Sopris Engineering.  Attorney Leavenworth stated that Sopris Engineering certified the numbers and that they were also reviewed by the town engineer who accepted them.

Mr. Sands stated that his client also has questions about the twenty-five year length of the agreement, as well as the timing of the commencement of the agreement since the improvements have been in the ground for two years already.   
Mayor Moore opened the public hearing at 7:27 p.m.  There were no public comments and the public hearing was closed at 7:27 p.m.

The board discussed Mr. Johnson’s concerns, adding that he had ample time to get with Sopris Engineering regarding the numbers and that this has gone on long enough.  Trustee Aluise clarified his motion made at first reading for Mr. Johnson.  Mayor Moore stated that he felt that the agreement should be fair to all parties, that the numbers seemed confusing and that he would be in favor of a continuance.
Trustee Aluise made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 8, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A COST RECOVERY AGREEMENT AND AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE TO IMPLEMENT SUCH in its current form with the cost recovery period to begin from the date of April 13, 2009 and extending in accordance with the provisions of this agreement.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion, and the motion carried with Mayor Moore voting nay.

Update on open space purchase
Administrator Farrar gave an update on the open space acquisition of 131-acres across the river.  He added that staff continues to work with Aspen Valley Land Trust and hopes to bring back a contract for the boards approval very soon.  Mr. Farrar stated that funding is very close to being in place and we are looking to close on the property by the end of September.     

Attorney Leavenworth stated that there would be a conservation easement placed on the entire property and that the town will be allowed to make use of the property as expressing contained in the conservation agreement.  He added that there might be seasonal closures associated with the bald eagle nest, and that the use of the property will be limited.  

There was brief discussion regarding the one gas pad on the site of which staff has requested Antero to move the site off of the property, noxious weed responsibilities, uses of the property, use fees, annexation of the property, boat ramp, trails and dogs on the property.  
Mayor Moore commented on if it was worth it to the town to spend $40,000 for this property as well as the insurance and maintenance involved with the parcel.  Attorney Leavenworth reminded the board that the cost of this very valuable property is approximately $1,200,000 with the Town of Silt’s cash contribution only $40,000.  Mayor Moore stated for the record that he is encouraging Garfield County to pay the $40,000 in an effort to do something for the Town of Silt.

Ordinance No. 9, Series 2010 – First reading – Continuance requested
Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 9, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND RESTATING SECTION 9.44.010 – HARASSMENT OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE 

Trustee Aluise asked that in the future that once staff has noticed an ordinance, to have a draft available for public review.   

Trustee Taylor made a motion to continue Ordinance No. 9, Series 2010, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO REPEALING AND RESTATING SECTION 9.44.010 – HARASSMENT OF THE TOWN OF SILT MUNICIPAL CODE until the August 23, 2010 meeting.  Trustee Aluise seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Tennis Court discussion

Director Pace gave the board an update on new surfaces that he has been researching for the tennis courts and showed the board the tiles that could be applied directly over the current surface.  He added that some current tennis players like the courts the way they are now.  There was discussion regarding what the town would like to do and the expense involved with resurfacing one or both courts.  Director Pace suggested doing just one court to see how people liked it at a cost of approximately $18,000.  The board discussed using money from the park impact fee fund for the resurface job.  Staff was directed to do more research on the court surfaces and bring back more information to the next meeting.

Updates from Board / Board Comments
Trustee Fleming stated that he has contacted Rifle regarding the cost of their skateboard park as well as the person who designed it.  Mr. Fleming stated that he would like to approach the County Commissioners regarding their support of this type of project.
Trustee Aluise commented about Grand Avenue and the possibility of placing a trail on the right-of-way along the north side of the street, adding that it could be paid for with park impact fee money.  Trustee Fernandez commented about the alley at Third and Grand that could be used for the trail.      
There was a consensus to direct staff to research this and bring back a plan to the board.

Staff reports
Administrator Farrar stated he has made an offer to both the Town Administrator and Town Treasurer candidates.  Staff will begin negotiating a contract with Steve Stamey who stated that he could probably start the first part of September.  Mr. Farrar has also spoken with Pamela Woods and she has stated that she would also accept the job of treasurer.     

Chief Burris stated that Hey Days went well and was well attended.  He added he has been in contact with the County regarding the receipt of two patrol vehicles for use by the police department.  The addition of these vehicles will help the town get through the next two years until the economy improves.
