Ordinance No. 11, Series 2009 – Second reading

Mayor Moore read Ordinance No. 11, Series 2009, AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SILT, COLORADO AMENDING CHAPTER 1.16 OF THE SILT MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR MAIL BALLOT ELECTIONS

Attorney Duran stated there have not been any changes made to this ordinance since the first reading.

Staff reports

Ms. Suerth went on to discuss the recent ambulance merger meeting in New Castle, and that there will be two upcoming meetings on October 8 and 29 that the board is invited to attend.  There was additional discussion on getting information regarding the merger out to the public via the website, access channel and other methods.  Administrator Suerth continued with her staff report touching on the Hogback service cuts, a NECI update that they will be presenting a renewable energy project soon, the Access Control Plan continues to move forward, upcoming furlough days and her attendance of an upcoming Colorado Entrepreneurship Marketplace seminar.
Trustee Hays made a motion to extend the meeting until 10:10 p.m.  Trustee Sos seconded the motion and the motion carried with Trustee Williams voting nay.
