There were no conflicts of interest.

Consent Agenda
Approval of minutes of October 6, 2009
MOTION:
Commissioner Rinehart made a motion to approve the minutes of October 6, 2009, as presented.  Commissioner McClure seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

Agenda Changes
There were no agenda changes.

New Business
Consideration of Request of Leslie Kancilia d.b.a. My Office for exception to the provisions of chapter 17.60 of the Silt Municipal Code (Sign Regulations).
Mr. Carmoney presented the staff report regarding the sign regulations and the application for exception to the code.  He provided a history of the application and how the code was applied to it.  The number of signs exceeded what code allowed but the size of the window sign was restricted to two square feet while other types of signs allowed more square footage.  Applicant is requesting three signs total; one for each window of her office space.   He discussed the various methods of area calculation that could be applied to a sign for a business.  
Staff Recommendation
Staff recommends that the Planning and Zoning Commission approve the My Office sign exception request with the following conditions:

1) That all representations of the applicant made in its application and in statements during the Commission hearing be considered conditions of approval with which the applicant shall comply unless specifically modified by the Planning & Zoning Commission.

2) That the applicant applies for and receives a miscellaneous permit for the construction of the proposed sign and that all inspections are performed as required.  

3) That the applicant limits the number of signs to only one per side of the building.

4) That the applicant pays to the Town all review fees incurred by the Town, including, copies of materials, planning, legal and engineering, prior to installation of the sign.

Applicant Leslie Kancilia, 6301 CR 346, Silt, was present on behalf of her application.  She described the services her business would provide.
Commissioner McClure was ready to approve the application.

Commissioner Shivley was in agreements as he preferred more subtle signage on businesses.  

Commissioner Rinehart suggested putting up part of the sign at the beginning and tailoring further signage needs as the business expands.  
There was discussion with commissioners about the use of her business for conference room needs of various community groups.  

Commissioner Morgan liked the type of signage and the ability to read it easily.  He was in favor of two window signs.  
Commissioner McClure asked about the signage on Medicine Bow side.  It was the less visible location.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rinehart moved to approve the application for office sign for My Office as exception to 17.60 with staff recommendations as set forth herein.  Commissioner McClure seconded the motion and the motion carried.
Staff and Commission Comments
Discussion followed regarding need to further amend sign code to correct ambiguities.
Mr. Carmoney distributed an information sheet from The Sonoran Institute regarding an open space program in Garfield County.  They were working to form an advisory board regarding open space in the county and were looking for interested individuals who were able to commit to meeting every two weeks.  
Mr. Carmoney talked about the Town’s application in conjunction with Aspen Valley Land Trust for a GOCO Grant to acquire 210 acres of former Stillwater land with significant river frontage and to develop it as a regional park area with a significant open space component.
There was discussion of a new park in New Castle next to the river.  
Commissioner Rinehart reported about GarCO Comp Plan advisory committee meeting he attended and the date of the next meeting in February.  
There was a discussion that Osage Gardens was for sale and the possibility of a new owner developing to a different use or whether stipulations for future use will be made as part of the sale.  
There were questions regarding the debris on the Divide Creek Center property.  Mr. Carmoney advised that the fire department will use the house for a training exercise but will not touch the piles of debris.  The developer will have the expenses of hauling and dumping the debris to clear the property.  
There was a discussion of multiple illuminated signs covering windows of downtown liquor store and that they appeared excessive.
Mr. Carmoney advised that 401 Main Street had new management that was cooperating with the town to keep existing businesses in place and attract some new businesses who have obtained permits and licenses.
