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Proper Planting and Care Crucial to Lilac Success

VICTOR, N.Y. –Each year, the Lilac Festival kicks off spring by celebrating the blooming of 1200 plus Lilac bushes in Highland Park. Hundreds of festivalgoers choose to bring a piece of the festival home by purchasing their own Lilac.  If cared for properly, this colorful addition to your landscape will be enjoyed for years to come. 

Greg Frank, vice president of Ted Collins Tree and Landscape in Victor, is an expert in working with the popular, fragrant bushes. “Lilacs are known for being hearty, but at planting time, they are a bit vulnerable,” Frank cautions. “Correct planting is vital, as is appropriate pruning to allow the bush continues to flourish.”  Frank offers the following tips for caring for your lilac after the festival. 

· Consider your soil. Many local soils are not suitable for a freshly planted lilac. Plant yours using topsoil, potting soil or any other soil full of well-rotted organic matter. 
· Plant at the proper depth. Many plant their lilacs too deep. Focus on digging a hole that is wider than it is deep, then placing the root ball at or above the existing soil level. Once the hole is filled with quality soil and watered, mulch around the base of the bush. 
· Be sure to prune at the correct time. Lilacs should be pruned about two weeks after they have bloomed. Even if your plant does not fully bloom this year, pruning will help create a full bloom next year. 
· Know where to make the cut. When pruning, all blossoms should be cut off in long stem bouquets with about 18 inches of blossom, leaf and stem. 

Following these tips will help you keep the spirit of the Lilac Festival with you at home.
