FRITZ'S POLKA BAND UNDER CONSIDERATION FOR 51st ANNUAL GRAMMY AWARDS!!!
 

Jagermeister-sponsored, Fritz's Polka Band from Verona, NY is under consideration for the 51st annual Grammy 
Awards in numerous categories.  FPB's 2008 release, “Reflections” is one of 23 entries under consideration in the category, 
“Best Polka Album,” and also one of 713 entries for “Album of the Year.”  Additionally, “Reflections” is one of 389 entries 
eligible for the “Best Engineered Album, Non-Classical” category.

 

“Reflections” has five singles (Havin’ Fun, It Started With A Kiss, It’s A Jager Party, Scherz’s Polka, and Walter’s Polka) 
eligible for “Record of the Year.” “Reflections” also has four singles (It Started With A Kiss, It’s A Jager Party, Life On Earth, and 
Walter’s Polka) eligible for “Song of the Year.”  Scherz’s Polka is also eligible for the “Best Instrumental Composition” 
category as well as the “Best Instrumental Arrangement” category.  Additionally, “Reflections” has a single, Too Afraid To Fall 
that is one of 77 tunes eligible in the “Best Country Performance by a Duo or Group with Vocals” category. 
Fritz's Polka Band has been performing for 30 years, and made history in 1999, when they became the first polka 

band to perform at a Woodstock Festival in Rome, NY.  On September 15, 2007, FPB made history again by becoming the

first polka band to perform at the Metropolitan Club in New York City.  FPB has made 16 recordings.  FPB even appears

on "The Manchurian Candidate" DVD which was released in July 2004.  FPB was recently nominated for Best Original Song 
(Walter’s Polka) by the Cleveland-Style Polka Hall of Fame.
 

Nominations will be announced in early December.  A final ballot to select the winners will be sent to members of 
the National Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences on December 17, 2008.  Winners will be announced during the 51st 
Annual Grammy Awards on February 8, 2009 from the Staples Center in Los Angeles, CA.  For more information on 
Fritz's Polka Band, go to:  www.fritzspolkaband.com and/or their sponsor's (Jagermeister) web site at:
