FRITZ'S POLKA BAND WINS AWARD AT INTERNATIONAL MUSIC CONTEST!!!
    

   
Jagermeister-sponsored, Fritz's Polka Band (FPB) from Verona, NY, has won the Best Polka Song Award at the 
2006 Just Plain Folks Music Awards by the Just Plain Folks Music Organization (JPFMO), held November 4th in Santa Ana, 
CA, at the Galaxy Theater.  Bialczak’s Polka (from FPB’s 2001 recording, “The Party Continues”) was selected out of 16 other 
songs (including two others by FPB) in the Best Polka Song category.  In addition, FPB’s 2003 recording, “A Taste of 
Switzerland” took second place in the Best Polka Album Category, which contained only seven other album nominations 
(including “FPB On Tap” from FPB).  The JPFMO received submissions of over 25,500 albums and 350,000 songs from 105 
countries for consideration for this year’s Just Plain Folks Music Awards.
            "The guys in FPB are really excited about winning Best Polka Song," said Fritz Scherz, band leader of Fritz's Polka 
Band.  "Since there were so many submissions, we were happy just to get nominated.  Now, to have Bialczak’s Polka declared 
the winner, especially since there was such great competition, just fills us with an incredible, hard to describe, great feeling!  We 
recorded that song for a good friend of ours, Mark Bialczak, who has been a great supporter of FPB for many, many years.  
We’re so thankful and appreciative, as all of this wouldn’t be possible without the incredible support we’ve received from the 
legion of fans we've made over the years, including all the people in the FPB Fan Club, our great sponsor, Jagermeister, the 

people at the JPFMO, and of course, all of the media that's been so great to us!"
 

            Fritz's Polka Band has been performing for 28 years, and made history in 1999, when they became the first polka 
band to perform at a Woodstock Festival in Rome, NY.  Earlier in 2006, FPB made history again by becoming the first polka 
band to perform at the China Club in New York City.  FPB has made 12 recordings, and even appears on "The Manchurian 
Candidate" DVD which was released in July 2004.
