Central Truth: God is using us to get His work done and that
work results in something more glorious than the mind of man
can conceive.

“Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit,
teaching them to observe all that | commanded you; and lo, 1|
am with you always, even to the end of the age.”

(Matt 28:19-20, NASU)
