A. His Coming

Why the Incarnation happened


A.
As an example to follow

1 Peter 2:21
To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example , 

that you should follow in his steps.

B.
As a life to credit

2 Cor 5:21
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

C.
As an atonement for sin

Heb 2:14-15, 17;  10:4-7,  10

14 
Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might destroy him who holds the power of death — that is, the devil— 

15 
and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death. 

17 
For this reason he had to be made like his brothers in every way, in order that he might become a merciful and faithful high priest in service to God, and that he might make atonement for the sins of the people.

because it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. 

5 
Therefore, when Christ came into the world, he said: 

"Sacrifice and offering you did not desire, but a body you prepared for me;

with burnt offerings and sin offerings you were not pleased. 

7 
Then I said, 'Here I am — it is written about me in the scroll —  I have come to do your will, O God.'"

10      And by that will, we have been made holy through the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.



1.
Atonement must be made by man. 

Man is the one who has rebelled against God and lives in blatant defiance of Him. It is man who must right the wrong.



2.
Atonement must be made by God

Men and women are sinful in their being and corrupt even in their desires. Their very wills being in bondage, 

they have no desire, ability, or power to seek God, much less appease him. Only God therefore is qualified and has both the will and the power to save.

What the Incarnation Cost

Humiliation

Phil 2:5-8

6 (5 Christ Jesus )Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, 

7 
but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness. 

8 
And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death — even death on a cross!

Matt 27:28-31

28 
They stripped him and put a scarlet robe on him, 29 and then twisted together a crown of thorns and set it on his head. They put a staff in his right hand and knelt in front of him and mocked him. "Hail, king of the Jews!" they said. 30 They spit on him, and took the staff and struck him on the head again and again. 31 After they had mocked him, they took off the robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him away to crucify him.
