RULES AND REGULATIONS

CHATEAUMERE, A CONDOMINIUM

SECTION 1
BALCONIES AND SCREENED PATIOS
1. Children must be supervised at all times.
2. Nothing may be placed on the balcony railings.
% Feeding of birds from balcony or limited common areas is prohibited.

4. Nothing is to be thrown from the balconies.

-8 Grilling on balconies/screened patios is prohibited.
6. Flooding or "Hose" washing of balconies/screened patios is prohibited.
y When watering plants on balconies/screened patios, take extra care so the excess water

does not fall on lower units.

8. When leaving for extended periods, store all items on balconies/screened patios inside
your unit.
CHILDREN

Playing in lobbies, hallways and elevators is not permitted. Any child, age twelve or under, must
be supervised by an adult at all times in the Pool and Spa areas. Anyone age sixteen or under,
must be supervised by an adult at all times in the Fitness Center and "Royale Room".

DELIVERIES

1. Buildings A&B: All deliveries should be attended by the resident. Depending upon size of
delivery, front or side entry doors could be used.

2, Building C: Instruct the delivery men and workers to use the garage level service
entrance, not the main lobby entrance. In the Royale, the North (left) elevator should be
used for large packages which can not be hand carried. Please see the manager for

elevator pads for such deliveries. The walls of the elevators are a highly polished
stainless steel that scratches easily. :
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3. Buildings D & E: Instruct all delivery men to use the side garage entrances and not the
lobby entrance.

4, Packages that are undeliverable should be left at the mail stations for owner pick up.

3. Time of delivery of expected material or services in the absence of the resident should be
arranged for in advance by the person expecting the delivery.

DRESS CODE

Clothing worn by tenants and their guests should not be offensive or in poor taste. Cover-ups and
shoes are required in the buildings and elevators at all times; i.e., shirts, blouses, robes, shoes,

sandals, clogs, etc.

FITNESS CENTER

1. Use of the room is limited to the hours of 8 AM to 1 0 PM.

> Children, age sixteen or under, must be accompanied by an adult.

3. The use of the fitness center equipment is restricted to adults and supervised children,
who will use them at their "Own Risk". '

4. The door must be closed at al I times.

- Please use towels when using the equipment, and wipe down the equipment when you are
through.

GRILLS

The use of grills on unit balconies, porches, and/or limited common areas is prohibited.

T —

LOCATION: Each pool area.
DIRECTIONS FOR USING:
A. Uncover grill.

Follow the instructions posted at each grill for lighting and turning off.
Brush off grill grate while still warm.

Close lid for cooling. :

Return and cover grill after it is cool.

Do not use barbecue sauce while cooking.
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4, Eating and drinking permitted only at tables or counter areas by the grills. No glass
allowed under any circumstances at pool areas. Food and drink are not allowed by the
pools or spa.

GUESTS

1. In the absence of an owner, a guest may reside two times per calendar year, for no more
than 10 days per stay. All guests must register with the Chateaumere office within 24
hours of occupancy.

3 In no event shall any unit owner permit his unit to be occupied in his absence by
numerous successive groups of persons in a manner designed to frustrate the purposes of
Section 13 & 14 of the Declaration, which are to prohibit a "motel” atmosphere and foster
a cohesive community of permanent and semi-permanent residents.

3. Unit owners shall not use or permit the use of their premises in any manner which would
be disturbing or be a nuisance to other unit owners, or in such a way as to be injurious to
the reputation of the property. Improper behavior will not be tolerated.

GUEST SUITES

The use of a guest suite is limited to owners and their guests. (Owners may reserve either one of
the guest suites. Reservations may be made with the site manager six months prior to the date of
occupancy for a period of time of not less than three nor more than nine consecutive nights,
Guests' stay may be extended by management if the use of the suite has not been reserved or
requested by others. For the 1997-98 season, the fee for Suite 1, not to exceed two persons, is
$60.00 per night. Suite 11, not to exceed four persons, is $75.00 per night. (Fees are subject to
change annually.) A three-night room fee deposit is required at the time of reservation, payable
by check, from the unit owner. This deposit is fully refundable if a cancellation is received
twenty-one (21) or more days prior 1o the date of occupancy. If a cancellation is made seven (7)
to twenty (20) days prior to occupancy, one night's rate will be charged and retained by the
Association. If the cancellation is made less than seven days prior to occupancy, two night's rate
will be charged and retained by the Association. If a suite is not reserved ten (1 0) days prior to a
specific date, then occupancy for less than three (3) days will be offered. In the unlikely event
that an owner wishes to reserve both guest suites for the same time period, that request will be
promptly reviewed by Management and a member of the Board of Directors.

The guest suite is only an extension of the unit owner's residence. Therefore:

1. There is no daily maid service. Each suite will be cleaned on day of arrival and upon
departure.

5 Sheets supplied are for the length of the guest's stay.

3 Fresh towels will be provided every other day.
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4, If towels or linens need to be washed more frequently during a guest's stay, it is the
responsibility of the unit owner.

5 For the convenience of guests, a television set, alarm clock radio, telephone, coffee
~ maker, cups, glasses and small refrigerator, are located in each guest suite. However,
guests are not to place long distance phone calls unless it is a collect or credit card call.

Any calls charged to the room will be billed to the host owner, along with a 525 00 : service
charge.

NOISE

Owners and occupants of units shall exercise extreme care to minimize noises. Musical
instruments, radios, television sets, amplifiers, and in particular, organs, shall be used in a
manner so as not to disturb others.

Since noise travels and echoes more at night, arrivals afier 10 PM are asked to refrain from
slamming car doors, talking in parking areas and open porches. Leaving early in the mﬂmmg?
Simple courtesy will assure a quiet departure and happy neighbors.

PETS

The keeping of pets in the condominium is prohibited, except that the unit owners who were
keeping a pet at the effective date of this provision (3/21/88) may continue to keep such pet until
it dies or is otherwise disposed of, but may not replace said pet except with prior approval of the
Board of Directors, which will be granted only under unusual hardship conditions. The making
of one exception shall not be grounds for another. Pets must be carried from the owner's unit to
the outside of the buildings. Pets walked on a leash within the halls, lobbies or elevators do not
conform to Association rules. Chateaumere grounds are not to be used to accommodate pets.

Owners may not leave pets in screened porches where their noise may bother others, No pets are
permitted in the pool area.

POOLS/SPA/DECKS

: Hours of Pools and Spa - 8:00 AM to Sunset. No night usage is permitted.

2. Use at your own risk - No lifeguards are on duty.

- | Diapered children and incontinent persons are not allowed in the Pools or Spa.
4, No children, age 12 or under, are permitted in the Spa. 6

5. Children, age 12 or under, using the Pools must be with an adult.

6. No diving or "cannon ball" jumping into Pools or Spa,
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i State Board of Health Regulations require that a shower be taken before using Pools or
Spa.

8. No animals are allowed in Pools or Spa areas at any time under any circumstances.

9. Children's aguatic toys are permitted in the pool if their use does not interfere with the
enjoyment and comfort of others. No toys of any kind are permitted in the Spa.

10.  Frisbees, balls, inflatable or floating objects, diving gear, rubber toys, rafis, etc. are NOT
permitted in Pools or Spa at any time. "Noodles” may be used only for exercise purposes.

11.  No food or drink permitted in the Pools or Pool Decks, Spa or Spa Deck. State of Florida
laws prohibit food and beverage consumption within four feet of the Pools or Spa.

12. Food and drinks in Barbecue Area must be in non-breakable containers. No glass cups or
bottles allowed in the Pool Area. :

13. No running in Pool areas.

14.  No excessive noise in pool areas. Radios are only permitted with headphones.

15. Maximum number of persons permitted in Pools and Spa at one time: A and D Pools =
10; C Pool = 21; Spa = 8.

16.  No one with open sores, cuts or communicable diseases allowed in Pools or Spa.

: i Eathing suits must be womn at all times. No cut-offs.

18.  Cover-ups, robes or shirts, plus footwear, is required to and from the Pools or Spa.

19.  The Pools and Spa are for owners, tenants and their guests only.

20. Pool furniture CANNOT BE RESERVED unless you are in the Pool or Spa area.

21.  When using any type of body lotion or sun oils, furniture must be covered with a towel or
other suitable cover.

"ROYALE ROOM"

1. - Children age sixteen or under using the Royale Room must be accompanied by an adult.

2 Use of the room is limited to the hours of 8 AM to 10 PM unless the reserved sign is
posted.

Any other use, private parties, etc., must be arranged in advance with the manager.
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4, The-responsibility for cleaning the room is with the person reserving it. If not left clean,
there will be a cleanup charge, billed to the owner.

SECURITY
1. Report any suspicious person or activity immediately to:

3. Admit only known residents or personal guests to the building.

4. Delivery or service people are to be met at the door. They are not to be let in unescorted.
All deliveries for the high-rise are to be made at the garage level service entrance.

5. All outside common entry doors must be kept locked at all times, and are not to be
blocked open and left unattended. Close any open door.

6. Non-residents must obtain entry by using the outside entry phone.

b 3 Tradespeople will not be allowed to enter unoccupied units unless written permission is
given in advance by the resident to the manager.

8. Management will not give keys to any vendor; guest, etc. without an approved "Key
Consent Form" on file,

9, To protect the Association, owners must provide management with the names of
contractors to whom they have given keys.

SMOKING

Per Florida law, smoking is NOT PERMITTED in any of the common areas, (i.e., lobbies,
elevators, hallways, exercise room, Royale Room, etc.)

—TENANTS : — et
1. No one but the lessee, his family members within the first degree of relationship by
blood, adoption or marriage, and their spouses and guests may occupy the unit. The total
number of overnight occupants of a leased unit is limited to two persons per bedroom. A
lessee in residence may not have overnight guests for more than seven days in any
calendar month, and such guests must be registered with the manager. No pets are
allowed in leased units.
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If a lessee absents himself from the unit for a period of time during the lease term, his
family within the first degree of relationship already in residence may continue to occupy
the unit and may have house guests subject to all the restrictions in Section 12 and 13.4 of
the Declaration. If the lessee and all the family members mentioned in the foregoing
sentence are absent, no other person may occupy the unit.

TRASH & TRASH CHUTES

All garbage and trash shall be deposited in the disposal installations provided for such purpose.

:

Please recycle. We recycle newspapers; plastic containers; brown, green and clear glass;
and metal and aluminum cans. The recycle containers for D and E buildings are located
behind the Pool/Cabana building. For A, B and C buildings, use the new recycling

building. Since recycling requirements may change, Please Only Recvcle Materials-
specified On The Lids Of The Recvcle Containers.

No garbage, trash, or combustible items are to be lefi in storage areas.

Do not drop garbage or other items down trash chutes afier 8 PM or before 8 AM.
Plastic, bags are to be used for g/ trash and tied securely.

Do not put any boxes down the trash chute. Flatten all boxes and put in the dumpster.

Paint cans, chemicals, etc. are not to be put in the dumpsters. Call the ofﬁcc for proper
disposal.

Outside contractors must get permission from management before using any dumpster.

SECTION II

AIR CONDITIONER/APPLIANCE CONTRACTS

Appliance replacement and maintenance contracts are at each owner's discretion. If a bulk rate
contract becomes available, owners will be advised by the Board.

ALTERATIONS

Alterations within condominiums, of any significance, must be approved by the Board of
Directors. Unit owners must request approval, in writing, detailing the nature of the change or
addition. See Section 11.5, Declaration of Condominium, for further information.
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APARTMENT SUGGESTED SEASONAL CLOSE UP CHECKLIST

The following is a suggested checklist which you may wish to use when closing your apartment
for the season.

Bﬁﬁg in all patio furniture, plants, etc.

v Turn off the circuit breaker for the hot water heater.
3 Turn off the main water valve coming into the umnit.
4, Set the refrigerator to a warmer setting. If leaving spices, pasta products, etc. in the

cupboards, it is a good idea to refrigerate them. Also, lift the arm to the ice maker, and
empty the ice in the bin.

5.  Pour a small amount of bleach in the toilets and seal the bowl with plastic wrap. The
bowl will remain clean and the water will not evaporate.

6. Turn off the water behind the washing machine.

7. Close all window coverings to keep the- air conditioning from running more than
necessary.

8. Set the air conditioner between 80 and 82 degrees. If a timer has been installed, set it for

a two hour run in the moming hours, with the A/C thermostat set at 72 or 73 degrees.
Humidistats: set the humidistat according to the-manufacturer's directions.

9. Leave the dishwasher door ajar for air movement.

10.  Open cabinets, dressers, etc. to allow air movement.

11. The managers are to have keys to any car left when the resident is absent.
12.  Pour a small amount of vegetable oil in the disposal,

13.  Unplug the microwave to prevent damage from a power surge.

It is recommended that someone check the unit regularly to insure that the air conditioner and
refrigerator are running properly, and to detect any possible water damage. s

Buildings A. B. D & E: Tum off the main water line coming into the unit. If unable to locate,
contact the manager since the shut-offs are located in different areas for the units and buildings.

Building C. Royale: Turn off the main water line coming into the unit. All C building valves are

located in the water heater room outside the unit.
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AUTOMOBILES/PARKING/USE OF DRIVEWAYS
1. AUTOMOBILES

A, Keys to automobiles left on property while residents are gone for more than a day
should be left with manager.

B. Fire regulations prohibit automobiles to be left unattended on the Royale anp..

2. PARKING

A. All parking spaces are labeled by "NUMBER", "GUEST" or "CAR WASH".

ﬁ. First car of owner should be parked in assigned numbered parking space.

e Second car of owner should be parked in guest parking.

D. Boats, trailers, motor homes, motorcycles, mopeds, commercial vehicles, and the like
cannot be parked on Chateaumnere property longer than six (6) hours.

E. Service vehicles must park only in guest parking.

F. 1f you ha\;: permission to use an absent owner's space, advise the site manager.

G. See Declaration point 12.7 for further details.

3. USE OF DRIVEWAYS

A. Speed limit on all driveways is 5 MPH.

B. Driveway under Royale is not to be used as a thoroughfare.

C. Automobiles may only be washed in area so designated.

D. Only emergency vehicular repairs may be done on the property.

E. Driveways and ramps are not to be used as a playground for bicycles, roller-skates,
rollerblades, skateboards, etc.

BICYCLES

; Bicycles must be registered with the office and tagged.

2. Bicycles must be stored in the bicycle rooms located in each of the buildings or other
areas designated by the Board of Directors.
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3.

Bicycles cannot be chained to pillars or trees, nor ever left in owner's parking space or
apartment.

COMMON AREAS

Common elements shall not be obstructed, littered, defaced or misused in any manner.
Area rugs, etc. may only be cleaned within the unit.

If workers are coming to do work in the owner's unit, they should be advised to keep all
common areas clean. If common areas need to be cleaned or repaired after workers leave,
the unit owner responsible will be charged for the work.

If an owner is having major alterations done to unit, it may be necessary for Chateaumere
to have a "Common Area" cleanup deposit before the work begins.

Only silk plants are allowed in common areas and walkways of all buildings.

It is the owner's responsibility to have their contractor keep passageways clean and not
store material or debris within any Common Area.

Buildings A&B: Patio type tables and/or chairs are allowed on the extended "Common
Balconies" protruding from the common walkways on the second, third, fourth and fifth
floors, since this area is not a fire lane. Day to day cleaning and care is the responsibility
of the owner. In the event the furniture harms the carpeting, the Board reserves the right
to have the tables/chairs removed and assess the unit owner for damagu: No chaise
lounges are allowed. If an owner places the furniture on the balcony, it is deemed that it
will be shared with the neighbors. When leaving for the summer, store the furniture in the
unit. Since space is limited, a suggestion would be to talk with fellow owners on the
floor.

Local fire prevention officials require that n-o furniture or other DbJECtS are permitted to

block any hallway, stairway or exit.

COMPLAINTS/SUGGESTIONS

Suggestions, requests or complaints should be submitted, in writing, to the manager or to the
Board of Directors. Verbal complaints to the manager should be made ONLY if a situation
requires immediate attention. At no time should suggestions or complaints be made directly to

the cleaning staff or lawn maintenance people.

ELEVATORS

1.

Florida law prohibits smoking in the elevators.

Delivery men are to be instructed to be careful when using the elevators, since
Chateaunere does not have service elevators.
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3. If moving, notify the manager in advance so proper usage of the elevator and common
areas can be maintained.

4, Do not allow children to play in or around the elevators. Children should be instructed in
the proper use of the elevators.

5. Iftrapped in an elevator:
A If claustrophobic, sit down. This gives the illusion of being in a larger space.

All elevators are equipped with telephones. Inside the phone doors are lists of

emergency phone numbers to call. When a number is reached, be sure to give the
building address, which elevator, and floor where stopped.

There is also an alarm buzzer to alert anyone in the hallway.

D. For safety reasons, no one should ever attempt to get out of an elevator by
themselves. Wait for help from the elevator company.

E. If trapped with a medical emergency, call 911.

APARTMENT INTERIOR

The installation of ceramic tile or hardwood floors in condominium units above the ground floor
is restricted to floors installed over adequate industry standard sound insulation material. Any
unit owner desiring to install such floors must give the Board written notice at least thirty days

prior 1o installation. The Board reserves the right to inspect the installation to assure compliance
with the rule.

PATIO

When installing or changing patio tile, or carpeting on the unit's patio, you must request Board
approval using the form available in the office. A waterproof membrane is required before
installation. Management will inspect the patio deck after removal of the old covering and prior
to waterproofing. Management will also inspect the waterproofing to be sure it complies with
specifications as outlined in the form to give approval to proceed.

GENERAL

1. Chateaumere Condominium may not be used for business or commercial purposes.

2. Posters and advertisements may not be posted on the property unless by written approval
by the Board of Directors.
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
