Administration

San Marino is governed by a five member board of directors elected an-
nually by unit owners. The Board elects a president, vice-president,
secretary-and treasurer In turn, the Board of Directors employs a prop-
erty management company to administer the community and enforce its
regulations. The management company acts on the direction of the Board.

Quarterly Assessment

Unit owners are charged a fee set annually by the Board of Directors at
the annual budget meeting. This fee pays for community services and ex-
terior maintenance. It also pays for cable TV service and necessary insur-
ance. Assessments are billed quarterly to unit owners; they are consid-
ered delinquent after the tenth of the month beginning the quarter. Noti-
fication of delinquent assessments will be given to the Association lawyer
at the end of the first month of the quarter and will include an added
amount for his collection efforts.

Insurance

The Association insures all of the common elements of the condominium
and carries necessary liability coverage. Insurance coverage on the inte-
rior of your unit and its furnishings is the responsibility of the individual
unit owner. Please consult with your insurance agent for advice on ade-
quate coverage.

Cable Television

Each unitis pmvided with cable service which includes three activated
outlets. The cost is included in your quarterly assessment. It is a common
expense which you may not opt to discontinue.
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Lawn Maintenance

The grounds are maintained by the Association. No additional planting
may be installed by a unit owner nor may any planting be removed or al-
tered. Units with ground level courtyards are responsible for maintenance
of the shrubbery within the courtyard.

Exterior Decoration

A name plate approved by the Association is the only exterior item that
may be displayed by a unit owner unless otherwise stipulated by the
Board of Directors.

Pets

Dogs and cats are allowed for UNIT OWNERS ONLY, with these limita-
tions: there may be no more than two and they must not weigh more than
45 pounds. Pets must be leashed when outdoors and any animal excre-
ment must be removed at once by the pet owner.

Automobiles

Automobiles must be parked in unit garages. Additional automobiles
should be parked in front of unit garages. Other spaces around our com-
plex are for guests and visitors. Automobiles may not be parked in front
of units without permission of that unit owner. No trucks or vans may be
parked on the grounds for more than four hours. No truck, van or other
commercial vehicle, and no boat, boat trailer or other trailer of any kind,
camper, mobile home, disabled vehicle, or motor home shall be stored on
condominium property.

When washing your car, please be considerate of your neighbors and

be certain to rinse away all soap suds.
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Trash Collection

The Association contracts for trash collection service. There are two
weekly collections, one on Tuesday and one on Friday. Trash must be
placed in the covered container provided. A bin has also been provided
each owner for recyclable material which should be put out with Friday’s
trash. Recyclable material has been defined as newspapers (not glossy pa-
per), aluminum and steel cans, plastic beverage bottles, and glass bottles.
Collection of large items (furniture, appliances, etc.) must be arranged by
the individual unit owner or occupant and may not be placed outside.

Newspaper Delivery

Home delivery of newspapers is allowed. However, no newspaper box or
container may be installed or used. Please do not allow newspapers to ac-
cumulate in front of your unit.

Pest Control

Pest control is provided as a service by the Association. Outside areas are
treated monthly; interiors are treated at the request of the occupant. You
may phone Terminex Pest Control at the number shown under
“Important Telephone Numbers.”

Unit Access

The Association has a right to gain access to your unit in case of an emer-
gency. You must provide the Association with a key to your unit and, if
you have an alarm system, the company name and phone number, and
your security code. If you change locks, please make certain that a new
key is given to the Association. Keys to units are kept in a locked steel
case in a locked cabinet in a locked room. Access to this case is available
only to Board Members and to our Management Company.
