Irrigation Project 

Holes #1 & #9 
 

This May we will continue with the irriga-

tion renovation to the golf course, focusing 

on replacing piping, heads and electrical on 

holes # 1 and # 9. We expect this project to 

take approximately five weeks to complete.  
 

The old óblockô irrigation system that we 

have been replacing was technologically out 

of date when River Bend was constructed 

and has well outlived its life expectancy of 

fifteen to twenty years. Frequent hydraulic 

and electrical failures on the old parts of the 

system make irrigation renovations neces-

sary in order to attain consistent and high 

quality playing conditions and to reduce la-

bor costs resulting from repair projects. 
 

The new technology with valve in head 

sprinklers, computer hardware and software, 

and proper spacing of heads will allow the 

added benefit of saving water while at the 

same time covering more area. Proper head 

spacing will help us achieve more consistent 

conditions, limiting not only the dry areas 

but the wetter areas as well. A technologi-

cally up-to-date irrigation system not only 

reduces water usage, it also reduces the 

amount of fertilizer and pesticides needed to 

achieve more uniform and consistent condi-

tions and healthier turf.  
 

We will make every effort to minimize any 

inconvenience to our valued patrons. To 

mitigate against disruptions to play the 

Grounds crew will be starting work very 

early in the morning. In turn, the Golf Shop 

will utilize back 9 starts on the tee sheet dur-

ing the period of this project to allow two 

more hours for work to be completed in the 

early morning before players reach the 1st 

hole.  
 

We thank-you for your patience and under-

standing as we work toward improving the 

conditioning of the golf course for everyone.
