“17 as it is written, "I have made you the father of many
nations''—in the presence of the God in whom he believed,
who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things
that do not exist. 18 In hope he believed against hope, that he
should become the father of many nations, as he had been

~ told, ""So shall your offspring be." 19 He did not weaken in

faith when he considered his own body, which was as good as

 dead (since he was about a hundred years old), or when he
considered the barrenness of Sarah's womb. 20 No distrust
made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew
strong in_his faith as he gave glory to God, 21 fully convinced
that God was able to do what he had promised.” (ESV)

It is far easier to praise the Lord after your manifestation takes
place. Remember this, when you are standing for your target
ith unwavering faith, you will give glory to GOD even when it
looks like nothing is taking place in the natural realm.

challenge you right now, regardless of how it looks or how
ou feel, to start boldly giving praise to GOD for your target.

on’t praise just one or two times; enter into a powerful season
of praising GOD, and giving glory to GOD just like your target
as already manifested.

ay something like this, “Lord, I praise you I am healed, I
‘praise you all my bills are paid, and I am debt free so I can

ihelp spread this gospel around the world. Lord, I praise you
that I have hit my target; it is done now. Hallelujah!”
