GATE #1 — THE SHEEP GATE  (Continued) 

Nehemiah 3:1 tells us this. 

“Then Eliashib the high priest and the other priests started to 

rebuild at the Sheep Gate.” (NLT) 

Let’s also take a look at a passage of scripture found in John 

5:1-4. 

 “1-4 After these things there was a feast of the Jews, and Je-

sus went up to Jerusalem. Now, there is at Jerusalem at the 

sheep gate a pool which is called in Hebrew, Bethesda, having 

five covered porticoes. In these there was lying down a multi-

tude of infirm people, of blind people, of crippled people, of 

those, the members of whose bodies were withered, waiting for 

the stirring up of the water, for an angel from time to time was 

accustomed to descend into the pool, and he stirred up the wa-

ter. Then the first one who stepped in after the stirring up of 

the water was cured of whatever disease had gotten possession 

of him and was holding him down.” (Kenneth S. Wuest) 

It is no coincidence that the famous healing pool called Be-

thesda was located at the Sheep Gate. God wants His sheep 

well. 

Take a look at these  powerful verses of scripture. 

Psalms 147:1-3 

“1 PRAISE THE Lord! For it is good to sing praises to our 

God, for He is gracious and lovely; praise is becoming and 

appropriate.  

2 The Lord is building up Jerusalem; He is gathering to-

gether the exiles of Israel.  

3 He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds 

[curing their pains and their sorrows].”   (AMP) 

Psalms 34:18-19 

“18 The LORD  is close to the brokenhearted; he rescues 

those whose spirits are crushed. 

19 The righteous person faces many troubles, 

but the LORD  comes to the rescue each time.” (NLT) 

Isaiah 57:15 

“15 For thus says the high and exalted One Who lives for-

ever, whose name is Holy, 

"I dwell on a high and holy place, And also with the contrite 

and lowly of spirit 

In order to revive the spirit of the lowly And to revive the 

heart of the contrite.”  (NASB) 

Isaiah 60:18a 

      “The Spirit of the Lord GOD  is upon me, Because the 

LORD  has anointed me 

To bring good news to the afflicted; He has sent me to bind 

up the brokenhearted,” (NASB) 

Psalms 103:1-4 

“1 BLESS (AFFECTIONATELY, gratefully praise) the 

Lord, O my soul; and all that is [deepest] within me, bless His 

holy name!  

2 Bless (affectionately, gratefully praise) the Lord, O my 

soul, and forget not [one of] all His benefits —   

3 Who forgives [every one of] all your iniquities, Who heals 

[each one of] all your diseases,”  (AMP)

body, or your spirit has been crushed by someone else wound-

ing you, I sense the anointing of the Holy Spirit and power be-

ing released in your behalf. I praise you Lord for complete res-

toration of every sheep reading this ―WORD BREAK‖ right 

now in the mighty Name of Jesus.
