I kept my bearings in Christ — 

but I entered their world and tried to experience things 

from their point of view.” (THE MESSAGE)   

1 Corinthians 9:22  

       “22 To the weak I have become weak, so as to gain the 

weak. To all men I have become all things, in the hope that 

in every one of these ways I may save some.” (Weymouth) 

    1 Corinthians 9:22 

“22 When I am with those who are weak, I share their 

weakness, for I want to bring the weak to Christ. Yes, I 

try to find common ground with everyone, doing every-

thing I can to save some. 23 I do everything to spread the 

Good News and share in its blessings.” (NLT) 

To win people to Jesus, you must meet them where they 

are, just like catching fish, you must meet the fish where 

they are.
