1) Word of Wisdom is the supernatural revealing

or unveiling the plan and purpose of God, and
always has to do with the future.

2) Word of Knowledge is the supernatural reveal-
| ing or unveiling of certain facts in the mind of
God, and always has to do with the past or

present.

3) Discerning of Spirits is the supernatural abil-

ity to see into the world of spirits including
God, angels, demons, and human spirits.

§Someone who stands in The Office Of The

%Proghet will have at least two of The Revelation

iGifts, plus the gift of Prophecy working on a con-
%sistent basis.

iThe Gift Of Prophecy is a supernatural manifesta-

%tion of the Holy Spirit whereby someone speaks
a supernatural utterance in a known tongue.

Any believer may have occasional manifesta-

ons of these particular Gifts of the Spirit, as the

Spirit wills.

iHowever, someone who is called to stand in The
%Office Of The Prophet will first be a preacher or

%teacher of the Gospel. In addition to this, he or

%she will have at least two of The Revelation Gifts
%plus the gift of Prophecy operating on a consis-
%tent basis.

Fourth, The Prophet will sometimes

%foretell events before they happen.
%Acts 11:27-30

“27 Now at this time some prophets came
down from Jerusalem to Antioch. 28 And one
of them named Agabus stood up and began to
indicate by the Spirit that there would cer-
tainly be a great famine all over the world. And
this took place in the reign of Claudius. 29 And
in the proportion that any of the disciples had
means, each of them determined to send a
contribution for the relief of the brethren living
in Judea. 30 And this they did, sending it in
charge of Barnabas and Saul to the elders.”
NASB

Acts 21:10-14

%10 And as we were staying there for some
days, a certain prophet named Agabus came
down from Judea. 11 And coming to us, he
took Paul’s belt and bound his own feet and
hands, and said, "This is what the Holy Spirit
says: 'In this way the Jews at Jerusalem will
bind the man who owns this belt and deliver
him into the hands of the Gentiles."" 12 And
when we had heard this, we as well as the /lo-
cal residents began begging him noft to go up
fo Jerusalem. 13 Then Paul answered, "What
are you doing, weeping and breaking my
heart? For I am ready not only to be bound, but
even to die at Jerusalem for the name of the
Lord Jesus.” 14 And since he would not be per-
suaded, we fell silent, remarking, "The will of
the Lord be done!” NASB

iNotice, Agabus did not tell Paul to go or not to
go He simply revealed what would happen when
he did go. He never said one thing concerning
iGod’s Will in the matter. As a matter of fact, the
%majority of the people tried to get Paul not to go
iafter Agabus spoke, but Paul went to Jerusalem
ﬁanyway.

%guarantee that you will miss God.
