Dance-N-Groove prides itself on our annual end-of-year show. Our end-of-year performance will feature students in dances that
showcase what they have learned. Each class will perform a dance in each style they learn. Participation is optional but strongly
encouraged as performing is a part of a student’s dance education.

Costume fees include costume for each dance and 2 pair of tights and a special performer’s package (which includes a practice
CD, show program, and 2 tickets). A non-refundable deposit is due no later than December 10, 2011. Costumes are ordered over
Christmas break and will not be ordered unless deposit has been received.

Princess Classes— 2 dances (1 costume)- $85 (Deposit Due- $45)
Queen and Diva — 2 dances per class - $150 (each additional class add $100) (Deposit Due- $75- 1 class; $125 -2 classes)
Goddess- one dance- $95 (each additional class add $60) (Deposit Due- $50— 1 class; add $30 for each additional class)

Costume balances will be due no later than February 15, 2012. If a deposit or balance is not paid by due date then a $15 late fee
is added. The non-refundable costume deposit is your acknowledgment that your student is participating in the end-of-year
show.

Measurements for costumes are taken during the last week of classes in December and costumes are ordered based on student’s
current measurement and taking in consideration of student’s growth. We order the size that we believe will best fit your stu-
dent properly for our end-of-year show in June. If you student will be out or misses the class the week of December 12-15th
please contact Ms Kirstin or the front desk to arrange another time to order costumes.

The My First Dance Class does not participate in the end of year show since the focus of the class is dancer etiquette and creative
movement instead of actual dance technique and choreography.
