I.
COURSE OBJECTIVES

EDCP 635 introduces the attitudes, concepts, and skills of indirect service delivery through consultation.  It is the course designed to produce consultation and organizational development skills, which will facilitate effective school counseling practice.  Reflection on the practice of consultation is also developed, as well as competencies for practice within a multiculturally diverse society.  Thus, there will be multiple opportunities for discussion and reflection by students.  The course addresses the differences between direct and indirect service delivery models in terms of values and goals, provides a perspective on the school as an ecology or culture, and concludes with developing the knowledge and skills of a problem solving consultation process, examining problems within the context of classrooms and schools.

The primary objectives for each student are to:

1.
Develop an understanding of

(a) the school as an organization (culture) and

(b) the relationship of organizational and contextual factors to the consultation/intervention process.

2.
Be able to analyze the organizational structure of the setting in which consultation/intervention is planned.

3.
Develop knowledge and skill in the interpersonal areas needed for effective consultation.

4.
Develop knowledge of and begin to develop skills in the consultation process.

III.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS
A.
Class Attendance and Participation

Discussion, presentations, and simulations require your active participation.  I expect students to complete the readings scheduled for each class, and to come to class prepared to discuss them.  While each reading will not necessarily be explicitly discussed in class, each is relevant to our discussion and provides background to class activities.  It is essential that you attend class, read assignments, and complete assigned activities each week.  The class provides an opportunity to obtain feedback on your thinking and contribute to the learning of others.  Participation will be considered when a final grade for the semester is determined.

Graded Assignments


1.
School culture project.  Class members will analyze the culture of their practicum site. The observation and analysis of one of the following: a faculty meeting, an after-school program, or an in-school assembly is required for this assignment.  Students will prepare a paper including specific responses to a list of items/questions and then a discussion of their thoughts, ideas about the culture of their site. (20%)  Due:  March 30


2.
Mid Term Exam:   The exam will evaluate students’ basic knowledge related to the models  and stages of consultation, including an understanding of school culture. March 16 (20%)


3.
Analysis of Shadowed Case:   Students will shadow their host counselor (at the practicum site) implementing the consultation process (e.g., teacher consultation, parent consultation, etc.).  An analysis of the case will be submitted. Due: April 20  (10%)


4.
Intervention Presentations:  Students will present (in groups/pairs) on an effective intervention (e.g., peer tutoring, home notes, contracting, verbal instructions) that teachers or parents could implement. The presentation will be graded on its content as well as format. More details regarding the presentation will be given in class.  April 20, 27, and May 4  (20%)


5.
Consultation Simulation and Case Analysis:  Each student will develop a consultative relationship with a partner/cohort member to discuss a problem or concern of a student, child, or other significant person.  The student will meet with her/his consultee for three sessions and each session will be taped.   The analysis will include 1) an analysis of the consultee and client’s school/classroom/environment culture, 2) a discussion of the problem, 3) process notes of each session (at least 3 sessions required), 4) a summary of the consultation process.  More information regarding the case analysis will be discussed in class.  (30 points) Due:  May 12 (Friday)
