Baptism 
 

In church we use a lot of metaphorical language that wouldn’t make much sense if you were to hear 
it for the first time.  We talk about eating the body and blood of someone who died two  
thousand years ago.  We talk about how we are all brothers and sisters with the same father, which, 
if you think about it, means your parents, spouse, and children can also be your siblings.  We talk 
about how the God we worship lives beyond this world and somehow also lives inside of us.  And 
we also talk about how to become a Christian, you must be born again.  And as I think about what it 
means to be born again, I realize that I didn’t feel any different after my baptism than I did before it.  
I didn’t feel the Spirit enter me.  I didn’t feel like a new person.  I didn’t feel like suddenly I could live 
a more righteous life (of course at 12 I was just getting old enough to figure out what real trouble 
was).  But my point is that while I didn’t feel anything different, I know that something happened.  
God worked in my life to claim me as one of his own children.  Even though nothing felt new, I was a 
new person because now I belonged to God instead of to myself.  After that point I have had times 
where I felt closer and farther from God, but I always knew that even though I don’t fully understand 
it, God is with me.  I don't have everything figured out, but I do know that the only way to live the 
kind of life that is pleasing to God starts by being born again.          David C.
