Arn  
concluded, “Most churches that are growing today 

have learned how to love.  A church that loves people 

is a church that grows.”

Perceptions 
 

Things aren’t always what they seem.  I had a good friend in graduate school who had a wild bushy 
beard, funny hair, and didn’t dress, “like a preacher.”  I didn’t think he would do well in grad school, but it 
turned out that he had a sharp theological mind, was one of the most genuine guys I’d ever met, and he 
quickly became one of the best liked guys in the program.  In fact my initial impression of people is so 
often wrong, that I wonder why I still form judgments as quickly as I do.  The same was true of how  
people saw Jesus.  They saw a humble guy.  They saw someone who suffered a humiliating defeat on 
the cross.  They saw someone without any majesty or honor, when in reality he was God Almighty who 
conquered death in the most significant act of sacrifice and glory in the history of the world.  When Jesus 
saw people, he saw them as they really are.  When he saw the woman at the well, he didn’t see a  
Samaritan, he saw a person in need of living water.  As a Christian claiming to follow Jesus, do I see 
people like he does?  Do we really see the brokenness and feel compassion?  Do we see the hurt, and 
see opportunities for service?  Do we see lost people dying every day without God and see opportunities 
to share the Gospel?  Or, do we see problems to be avoided, people to be pitied, and souls not as 
“righteous” as we?  Father, give us eyes to see like you.
