
May Report – 2010  

Greetings to you brethren in the glorious name of our Lord Jesus Christ! It’s my prayer that you 

are all doing well both physically and spiritually even as my family and I are well. Mapepe 

campus is vibrating with joy and happiness as the new semester has just started and our 

students have returned from their short break.  

Mapepe Welcomes 40 New Students 

I am happy to announce the arrival of 40 new students at Mapepe Bible College. Forty new 
students is quite a challenge for a college like Mapepe, but one we are willing to take head on 
considering the paucity of trained evangelists in Zambia.  
 
These students come from the four corners of Zambia. This year we are happy to even have 
students from as far as Mufumbwe. Mufumbwe is a remote town in the North-Western 
province of Zambia bordering the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) and Angola. We have 
never had a student from Mufumbwe before.  
 
With the emergence of a common market between Zambia and her neighboring countries, our 
students from Malawi, DRC, Burundi, and Tanzania could not make it as they did not have 
passports. They wrongly thought having a common market meant they did not need passports 
to cross borders. However, we have one from Tanzania who thought differently. We are hoping 
that our foreign students will get their passports ready for the next intake.  
 
Death Robs Us 
We had a very sad development as Mapepe establishment when we heard that a sister who 
was just converted by our students four months ago died. Sister Alice Kunda died of fire burns 
on May 19, 2010.  
 
The fire that gutted the sister’s house is believed to have been ignited by an arsonist; this was 
the third time her house was put on fire. But on May 15 Sister Alice was in deep sleep with her 
five kids when calamity struck.  All of them had serious burns and were rushed to the University 
Teaching Hospital by the police. Two of the kids were released but she remained hospitalized 
with the other three kids. Unfortunately, she passed on four days later. While we were still 
mourning our sister, her three-month old son, Misheck, also died on May 21.  We laid the two 
to rest on Saturday May 22, 2010.  
 
Alice Kunda will be remembered for her dedication to Lord which was manifested through her 
willingness to attend weekly Bible studies, Sunday worship, and her desire to encourage the 
weak. She had the commitment of a mature Christian. She survived by a husband and four kids. 
May her soul rest in eternal peace.  
 



Students’ Community Service 

As our students were busy doing their Saturday 

evangelism in Sonadi compound, they came across a 

woman in her 80s who had no shelter. He children have 

abandoned her and actually destroyed the house she 

used to live in with them. The house was made of 

concrete pipes just like most houses in the infamous 

compound of Sonadi. The woman could not fix a house 

for herself because of old age and nobody in the 

compound even considered doing it for her. 

Our students were touched by her situation and brought the issue to the school. Under the 

leadership of Michelo the students on May 22, fixed a 

one-roomed house for her using whatever material was 

left of the house she once lived in. after the house was 

fixed and a door was fitted to it the woman only said, 

“nilibe mawu ambili koma mulungu eka” (Nyanja for “I 

have no much words to say only God knows how to 

reward you”). Nonetheless she asked us to continue with the same spirit and hard work.  

Indeed, a sermon is louder lived than preached.

Kingster comes to Mapepe Bible College from the Southern Province 
town of Kalomo. A young man bustling with confidence, he is the 5th 
born in a family of nine children; 6 males and 3 females. His father, 
following the Tonga tradition of polygamy, is married to five wives. But 
due to the misery involved and continuous fights among his “mothers”, 
Kingster is reluctant to talk about the children of the other women in 
his father’s life.   

 

Before joining Mapepe, Kingster was a member of the Sibajene church of Christ. While with the 

Sibajene congregation Kingster was actively participating in preaching and presiding on the 

Lord’s Table since 2005.  Confident that he is Kingster was the Head-boy (chief school captain) 

at Zimba High School where he completed his high school.  He was also the organizer of the 

church at his school. Zimba High School like most schools in Zambia is a government school and 

it’s up to individual churches to establish themselves at such a school. Kingster and fellow 

students took the initiative of meeting as church at school.
