DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:
This is a transition course for more advanced mathematics courses in high school and college.  The material taught here builds on concepts learned in Algebra I and prepares the student for Pre Calculus.

REQUIRED MATERIALS:

Graphing Calculator (TI-83/84 is typical but any graphing calculator will suffice).

DAILY ASSIGNMENTS & HOMEWORK:  You are responsible for all material covered in class.  Homework assignments are to be turned in on time, legibly written and with all work shown in a vertically oriented format.

Homework will be assigned on most days.  It is important that you work out all of the problems on your own.  I may allow time at the beginning of class the day after a homework assignment to go over problems, but your homework must be complete and ready for turn in at the beginning of class.  Every day late will result in a 10 point penalty for three days, after which you will receive a zero.

ATTENDANCE:  Be on time.  Class starts promptly at 8:00.  That means you are in your seat with all appropriate materials at 8:00.  If you are not in your seat and ready to participate you will be counted tardy.

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ALGEBRA I


End of year exams (if given) will count as two test grades for the last quarter.


If you miss a quiz you will not be allowed to make it up.  If you have an excused absence on the day of the quiz it will not count against you.


At times in class you will work in groups and I expect you to help each other during the daily assignments.  Group work does not extend to homework.  Homework should be your own work.


Tests are chapter exams.  They will be scheduled typically within a week of finishing a chapter.  Missing an exam means you get a different exam upon your return; it may contain more or different material from the chapter.  If you miss an exam because of an unexcused absence you will have 10 points taken off your grade on the makeup exam.


Final (end of year) exam will be at my discretion based on class participation and performance as a whole.

Chapters take approximately two to three weeks to complete depending upon several factors.  My standard is to cover the material thoroughly enough to ensure each student’s success and establish a good base for transitioning to Algebra II.
