Seafood Fest makes state’s Top 10 list 
 

The St. William Seafood Festival, which will 
mark its 40th year next Sept. 4, is officially 
recognized as one of the Top Ten Tourism 
Events for 2010 in Alabama. 
 
It will join, among other events, the Mardi 
Gras in Mobile, the 50th Anniversary of “To 
Kill a Mockingbird” in Monroeville, and the 
50th annual Rattlesnake Rodeo in Opp.  The 
10 events were chosen by the Alabama Tour-
ism Dept. and announced this week. 
 
At the Seafood Festival, the dept. said, 
“Visitors can feast on St. William’s famous 
seafood that includes Creole style gumbo, 
Cajun boiled shrimp, and fresh crawfish.” 
  
The news caught people at St. William Catho-
lic Church in Guntersville by surprise.  

 “It’s amazing,” said Katrina Heath, festival 
chairman the last 2 years.  “We look on it as a 
community event and not just a church event.”  
 
She said the late Row Wildhagen, who served as 
chairman for many years, told her that at the first 
festival, it only took 5 crock pots to cook all the 
gumbo. 
 
Last year they prepared 500 gallons of gumbo, in 
addition to 1,200 pounds of shrimp, and 300 
pounds of crawfish.  Much of the gumbo is 
cooked in advance and frozen. 
 
The church has been bringing seafood from the 
Gulf since the first festival.  In the early days, 
volunteers came up from a 
church in Baldwin County that 
held a festival of its own.  They 
trained the local church members 
until they learned the ropes.
