During the summer hiatus life seems to slow down a bit as we 
figure out the best ways to get through the heat of the long sum-
mer days.  Pro-Life fundraising is suspended, and so are our 
outdoor rosary prayers and trips to the abortion center. 
 
However, the attack on life does not cease.  With increased funding 
via healthcare new abortion mills are being built, for the first time 
funding is proposed for abortions on military installations, a bill for 
increased international abortion funding by the US is before Con-
gress...The list is endless.  And as long as life is relentlessly attacked, 
we will not prosper. 
 
Therefore, what can we do?  First and most important we must be-
come prayer-warriors storming heaven for help.
