The Vocational Dialogue:
Divine Initiative and Human Response

The history of every priestly vocation, as indeed every Christian vo-
cation, is the history of an inexpressible dialogue between God and
human beings, between the love of God who calls and the freedom of
individuals who respond lovingly to him. These two indivisible as-
pects of vocation, God’s gratuitous gift and the responsible freedom
of human beings, are reflected in a splendid and very effective way
in the brief words with which the evangelist Mark presents the call-
ing of the twelve: Jesus “went up into the hills, and called to him
those whom he desired; and they came to him” (Mk. 3:13). On the
one hand, we have the completely free decision of Jesus; on the other
hand, we have the “coming” of the Twelve, their “following” Jesus.

This is the constant paradigm, the fundamental datum of every voca-
tion: whether of prophets, apostles, priest, religious, and lay faithful-
of everyone.

In effect, grace and freedom are not opposed. On the contrary, grace
enlivens and sustains human freedom, setting it free from the slavery
of sin (cf. Jn. 8:34-36), healing it and elevating it in its ability to be
open to receiving God’s gift. And if we cannot in any way minimize
the absolutely gratuitous initiative of God who calls, neither can we
in any way minimize the serious responsibility which persons face in
the challenge of their freedom. And so when he hears Jesus’ invita-
tion to “Come, follow me” the rich young man refuses, a sign-albeit
only a negative sign- of his freedom: “At that saying his countenance
fell, and he went away sorrowful; for he had great possessions”

Freedom, therefore, is essential to vocation- a freedom which, when
it gives a positive response, appears as a deep personal adherence, as
a loving gift- or rather as a gift given back to the giver who is God
who calls, an obligation: “The call” — Paul VI once said-“is as exten-
sive as the response. There cannot be vocations unless they are free;
that is, unless they be spontaneous offerings of oneself, conscious,
generous, total....... Obligations, we call them: Here lies in practice
the heart of the matter..... It is the humble and penetrating voice of
Christ who says, today as yesterday, and even more than yesterday:
Come. Freedom reaches its supreme foundation: precisely that of
obligation, of generosity, of sacrifice.”

El Dialogo Vocacional
La Iniciativa Divina y el La Respuesta Human

La historia de cada vocacion sacerdotal, asi como cada vocacion cris-
tiana, es la historia de un dialogo inexpresable entre Dios de los seres
humanos, entre el amor de Dios los cual llama, y la libertad de los
individuales los cuales le responden a El. Estos dos aspectos indivisi-
bles de la vocacidn, el don gratuito de Dios y la libertad responsable
de los seres humanos, se reflejan en la Ilamada espléndida y efectiva
de los doce: Jesus “subid al monte y llamé a los que €l quiso, y se
reunieron con él (Marcos 3, 13). A un lado tenemos la decision com-
pletamente libre de Jesus; al otro, tenemos los doce, su “siguiendo” a
Jesus.

Esta es la paradigma constante, el dato fundamental de cada voca-
cién: no importa si de profeta, apéstol, sacerdote, religioso o laico—
de todos.

En efectivo, la gracia y la libertad no son opuestos. Al contrario, la
gracia da vida y sostiene la libertad humana, dando libertad de la
esclavitud del pecado, curadndola y elevandola en su habilidad de ser
abierta a recibir el don de Dios. Y si no podamos reducir en ninguna
manera la iniciativa gratuita de Dios que llama, ni podamos en cual-
quier manera reducir la responsabilidad seria que las personas en-
frentan el los desafios de su libertad. Entonces, cuando €l oye la invi-
tacion de Jesus de “Ven y sigueme,” el joven rico se niega, un signo
— aunque solo un signo negativo — de su libertad: “Al oir esto, se
entristece y se fue, apesadumbrado; porque tenia muchas posesiones.

La libertad, entonces, es esencial a la vocacidon — una libertad que,
cuando responda en una manera positiva, aparece como una adhesion
profunda, como un regalo amado — o como un regalo devuelto al
dador lo cual es Dios que nos llama, una obligacién: “La llamada” —
el Papa Pablo VI dijo una vez — “es tal extensiva como la respuesta.
No puede ser vocaciones a menos de que sean libres; es decir, a me-
nos de que sean ofertas espontaneas de si mismo, consciente, genero-
so, total . . . . Las obligaciones, las llamamos: Aqui, en practica, el
corazén del asunto . . . Es la voz de Cristo, humilde y penetrando, lo
cual dice, hoy como ayer, y aun mas que ayer: Ven. La libertad al-
canza su base supremo: precisamente de obligacion, de generosidad,
y de sacrificio.
