All Saints’ Day History

Solemnity celebrated on the first of November. dtimstituted to
honor all the saints, known and unknown, and, atingrto Urban
IV, to supply any deficiencies in the faithful’'slebration of saints'
feasts during the year.

In the early days the Christians were accustomesbtemnize the
anniversary of a martyr's death for Christ at ttae@ of martyrdom.

In the fourth century, neighboring dioceses begarinterchange
feasts, to transfer relics, to divide them, andadio in a common

feast; as is shown by the invitation of St. Ba§iCaesarea (397) to
the bishops of the province of Pontus. Frequenthugs of martyrs
suffered on the same day, which naturally led it commemora-
tion. In the persecution of Diocletian the numb&martyrs became
so great that a separate day could not be assignedch. But the
Church, feeling that every martyr should be veratatppointed a
common day for all. The first trace of this we filmdAntioch on the

Sunday after Pentecost. We also find mention aframaon day in a
sermon of St. Ephrem the Syrian (373), and in #th hiomily of St.

John Chrysostom (407).

At first only martyrs and St. John the Baptist whomored by a spe-
cial day. Other saints were added gradually, anckased in number
when a regular process of canonization was eskaljsstill, as early
as 411 there is in the Chaldean Calendar a "CommaimdConfes-
sorum" for the Friday after Easter. In the WestiBaxe IV, 13 May,
609, or 610, consecrated the Pantheon in RomeetBlgssed Virgin
and all the martyrs, ordering an anniversary. Gnedi (731-741)
consecrated a chapel in the Basilica of St. Petalltthe saints and
fixed the anniversary for 1 November. A basilicatbé Apostles
already existed in Rome, and its dedication wasualiyn remem-
bered on 1 May. Gregory IV (827-844) extended #lelmration on 1
November to the entire Church. The vigil seemsaeetbeen held as
early as the feast itself. The octave was adde&ikts IV (1471-
84).
