e PASTOR’S PEN
“Stones of the Church—Stones of the Bible”

Several have taken note lately that there are lots and lots of stones at the church, inside and outside the building.
Where did they come from? Do they serve a purpose? Here are some of understandings for the stones here,
and some of the stones in the Bible.

There are some stones that have been colorfully painted. If you notice one you are encouraged to pick it up, take it,
keep it for a while and then place it to be discovered by someone else. These stones represent the Love of God

in Christ, lovingly painted during our 2018 Vacation Bible School to share God’s love with one another

and our neighbors. Here and there are a few small smooth stones. Pick one up, hold it in the palm of your hand.
Consider the joy of skipping it across a pond, and in doing so you would return it to the waters, and be reminded

of how young David used similar stones in his sling to slay the Philistinian giant, Goliath.

Over in a corner is a bunch of rough looking stones. Upon examination you’ll notice that each contains some straw.
These stones were made during this year’s Vacation Bible School. A shout out to one and all who contributed to this
year’s success! Individually each one of those stones represents a young disciple who learned that GOD IS GOOD! In
all aspects of life, collectively, the straw-stones represent the Hebrew slaves in Egypt who God had his servant Moses
deliver them to freedom.

Then there are the buckets holding many broken rock stones. One of the buckets holds the stones that symbolized
the sins of brokenness. During that same Vacation Bible School program, these stones were brought to the Cross of
Jesus and left there to teach that when Christ died on the Cross, He took upon Himself all of our sins for our
forgiveness. Although Jesus’ body was placed in a stone tomb, on the Third Day it was found to be empty! CHRIST
IS RISEN!

The other bucket holds twelve stones---one for each of the twelve tribes of Israel. They were poured out and set up
as a monument on the Memorial weekend Sunday to teach that God always keeps His promises. Just as surely as
Joshua led the people of God across the Jorden River into the Promised Land of Canaan long ago, God will receive
disciples of Jesus into the Promised Land of Heaven at the end of our days.

Come to Him, a “living stone” though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious in God’s sight

and like “living stones” let yourselves be built into a spiritual house...through Jesus Christ.

UMCOR DEPOT AND MIDWEST MISSION DISTRIBUTION CENTER
ARE PLACES
OF MISSION FOR UNITED METHODISTS

UMCOR collects Hygiene, School, and Cleaning kits for distribution following disasters within the
United States. Midwest Mission collects Student School, Layette, Birthing, Feminine Hygiene,
and Personal Dignity kits for distribution in response to requests within and beyond the United
States.

Midwest Mission began in 2000 and is a related ministry of the United Methodist Church. The
Board of Directors is made up of two delegates from each conference of the North Central
Jurisdiction and up to three delegates from neighboring conferences.

Midwest Mission collects, makes, assembles, and restores supplies for humanitarian and
disaster relief. The work is done by volunteers who come from all over the U.S. to serve. The
30,000 square-foot facility is located on a 10-acre campus 4 miles south of Springfield, lllinois. It
is the second largest of the cooperating depots in the UMCOR Relief Supply Network, and
partners with Food for the Poor, Franciscan Mission Warehouse, Christians in Mission, and U.S.
South Command donating supplies to humanitarian aid missions in Latin America and Africa.

Midwest Mission sent 166 domestic shipments and 25 international shipments in 2018, resulting
in $4.4 million in aid. Kits and projects distributed included: Personal Dignity Kit 14,539; Student
School Kit 9,311; Food Pack 9,021; Birthing Kit 4,627; Layette Kit 932; Desk, 468; Bikes, 413;
Teacher School Kit, 82; Electric Sewing Machines 229; Treadle Sewing Machines 39. UMCOR
kits distributed by Midwest Mission in 2018: Cleaning, 10,322; School, 5990; Hygiene, 7 518,

UMCOR KIT (SHARED ON U.S. SOIL)

HYGIENE KITS help disaster victims reclaim their dignity and self-respect. When people can
maintain personal hygiene, their overall health improves. There is no need to include $1 per kit
in the Mission Ingathering check delivered to the site to purchase toothpaste as it will be taken
care of another way.

1 new hand towel (15"x25” up to 17"x27")

1 new washcloth

1 large, sturdy comb (at least 6 inches of teeth)

1 toenail or fingernail clipper — no emery boards or metal nail files

1 bath-sized bar of soap in wrapper (3 oz. bar or larger); No Ivory or Jergens
1 new adult size toothbrush in original sealed wrapper

10 adhesive bandages (3/4” by 3”) common household bandages acceptable
1 one gallon size re-sealable bag

Lay out hand towel and lay washcloth flat in center. Place rest of items on top of washcloth.
Fold sides of towel to cover items. Grasp the bundle tightly and roll over the remainder of the
towel tightly. Place the tightly rolled bundle in plastic bag, remove air and seal.
