FPB won a Just Plain Folks Music 
Award in the Best Polka Song category for Bialczak’s Polka on November 4, 2008.  FPB won their first Upper State 
Independent (USI) Award in Syracuse, NY, in the International Category in November 2008.  In June 2009, FPB 
won their first ever Syracuse Area Music Award (SAMMY) in the Best Recording:  Other Styles category for their 
“Reflections” recording.  In November 2009, FPB won their second USI Award in Syracuse, NY, in the International 
Category.  FPB was nominated this year for Best New Recording by the Cleveland-Style Polka Hall of Fame and for 
an USI Award.  On October 7, 2010, FPB was inducted into the Syracuse Area Music Hall of Fame.
