FRITZ'S POLKA BAND NOMINATED FOR NATIONAL AWARD!!!
        Jagermeister-sponsored, Fritz's Polka Band (FPB) from Verona, New York has been nominated for a National Award by

 Fritz's Polka Band has been performing for over 30 years, and made history in 1999, when they became the first 
polka band to perform at a Woodstock Festival in Rome, NY.

FPB even 
appears on "The Manchurian Candidate" DVD which was released in July 2004.  FPB previously won a Just Plain Folks Music 
Award in the Best Polka Song category for Bialczak’s Polka on November 4, 2006.  In November 2008, FPB won an Upper 
State Independent Award in Syracuse, NY, in the International Category.  In June 2009, Fritz’s Polka Band won their first ever 
Syracuse Area Music Award (SAMMY) in the Best Recording:  Other Styles category for their “Reflections” recording.
